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CORPORATE UNIVERSITY AS A BASIS FOR THE FORMATION OF HIGHLY
QUALIFIED HUMAN RESOURCES FOR STRATEGIC MANAGEMENT OF FINANCIAL
AND ECONOMIC SECURITY OF BUSINESS ENTITIES

In a transformational economy, increasing instability of the external environment, increasing threats
and risks, the effective development of domestic business structures depends to a large extent on the level of
knowledge and skills required by their staff. Higher education and the creation of a national network of
specialist training and retraining facilities in line with market needs should be a key sector of ensuring
national competitiveness and financial and economic security of domestic enterprises in the creative
economy. For a number of reasons, domestic higher education institutions annually have a shortage of
entrants, and the business is in dire need of highly qualified specialists, whose level and quality of training
meet the current needs of production. The priority direction for solving this problem is the creation of
corporate universities, which are a field of transfer, development, processing of new knowledge and social
experience in the field of "higher education institution — business". Various models (forms) of corporate
universities fulfill the main mission: training and retraining of personnel for modern business, ensuring their
financial and economic security, in particular.

Keywords: corporate university, educational service, staff, human resources, management, risks,
financial and economic security.

Introduction. In the context of the globalization of the market of educational services, the
gradual transition of the economy to the model of innovative development, the need for exploration
aimed at researching the economic component of the development of higher education in Ukraine,
finding new forms and methods of training specialists adapted to the challenges and risks of modern
civilization [1].

The implementation of strategic management principles in the organizational model of higher
education institutions requires the development of scientific and methodological tools that can be
applied in different economic situations. In the process of managing a higher education institution
(HELI) it is necessary to take into account the specifics of its market product — educational services.

In the creative economy, the main value in the production process is not equipment, not
technology (in the presence of financial resources, they can be purchased or in a short time), namely
the creative person. In the leading countries, companies are fighting hard for creative workers. They
are provided with all the conditions to ensure comfortable work, including professional
development at the expense of the company.

In the process of integrating Ukraine into European society, domestic higher education
institutions, while reforming their management system and educational process, concentrate their
attention precisely on the implementation of the experience of European colleagues. However, it
should be understood that European educational institutions are not standard, they also have their
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problems and shortcomings, which must be taken into account and minimize their negative impact
on the development of the Ukrainian education system.

In the face of globalization challenges and growing instability of the external environment,
the effective development of domestic business structures depends to a large extent on the level of
provision of the necessary level of knowledge and skills by their personnel. However, most
Ukrainian graduates, according to employers’ points of view, do not have the necessary
professional and business skills.

One of the priority directions of solving this problem is the creation of corporate universities,
which will allow to acquire the personnel of the enterprise exactly the knowledge and skills
required by the entrepreneurial structure to increase its efficiency, competitiveness and financial
and economic security.

Literature review. Various aspects of the process of training highly qualified personnel, in
order to ensure the financial and economic security of enterprises, in particular, have been the
subject of scientific research of many scientists. Among the most pressing issues of discussion are
the problems of personnel management in the economic and financial security of a commercial
bank [2], the quality of financial education as the basis of proper human resources for economic
security strategic management [3], practical aspects of employee selection in managing the
personnel potential of the enterprise [4], as well as the problems that require the involvement of
qualified personnel in the process of managing financial and economic security of financial
institutions [5]. However, in the domestic and foreign literature, some important aspects of the
personnel policy of enterprises regarding the provision of intellectual and personnel component of
their financial and economic security have not been properly reflected so far. First and foremost,
this concerns the problem of training and retraining professionals who meet the requirements of
employers, able to study on a permanent basis and be prepared to respond to the challenges of non-
linear processes in today's digital, creative economy.

The purpose of the article. The main purpose of the research is to show, on the basis of the
analysis of practical experience of activity of foreign and domestic corporate universities, their
advantages over traditional universities in the formation of highly qualified personnel for ensuring
and management the financial and economic security of enterprises, in particular.

Results and discussion. Educational service is a purposeful activity of legal entities and
individuals, on the basis of which education is based, for satisfaction of various intellectual needs of
the person and society in new knowledge, abilities, skills, development of individual abilities,
which has value dimension [6]. At a practical level, educational service is an intangible market
product provided (produced) by educational institutions based on educational standards and
involves the transfer of knowledge (skills) from the manufacturer to the consumer, whereby the
consumer acquires certain competences.

In the modern economy, where the non-productive sphere prevails at the expense of the
development of the production sphere, higher education should be a key sector of ensuring national
competitiveness, as well as the creation of a national network of training and retraining institutions
according to market needs. The principles of development and self-realization of creative
personality, development of creative abilities of a person, constant orientation of education to the
needs of innovative economy, providing of continuous learning, integration of science, education
and production should be the basis of the strategy of educational development [7, p.6].

The Eurydice network analyzed the «European Union's Key Figures for Higher Education» in
27 EU countries in six thematic areas: context, structure, participation in education, resources,
educational processes, graduates. Based on scientific research, the following conclusions were
made: the pace of human development is insufficient; the role of higher education institutions is
insufficient to support the intellectualization of society; the degree of implementation of
information technology in the educational process does not meet the challenges of today life.

The educational system of each country, as well as the culture of its people, is a unique
phenomenon because it is deeply connected to the spiritual and material aspects of the past and
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present. In this respect, education and organization in each country have their own peculiarities.
Therefore, in reforming higher education, on the one hand, it is necessary to take into account the
priorities of preserving the cultural diversity of national education systems, and on the other — to
improve international cooperation, increase mobility, secure employment of students in the
European or international arena, and activate international competitiveness of institutions.

Today higher education institutions of Ukraine are graduating more than 50 thousand
specialists with master's degree. However, due to different natural abilities of a person, not all
graduates are able to quickly adapt to working conditions in a particular enterprise, to combine and
realize their theoretical knowledge obtained in higher education with practical working conditions
in a particular enterprise, to make management decisions quickly and flexibly depending on the
influence external or internal factors at their level. Most Ukrainian graduates, according to
employers, do not have the required professional and business skills [8].

The main reasons that today the level of theoretical knowledge and practical skills obtained
by graduates of HEI, significantly lags behind the specific needs of domestic business, are the
follow.

1. The current state of higher education, in which the institutional model, ways of thinking
and actions of the previous system are constantly reproduced in modern practices, and the full
copying of foreign methods does not bring the desired effect, because it does not take into account
national peculiarities of education.

2. Slow implementation of modern learning technologies (especially interactive ones). The
most up-to-date is smart education — flexible learning in an interactive learning environment with
content from all over the world, which is freely available (the educational process is transferred to
the electronic environment).

3. Obsolete material and technical facilities of the HEI, which is difficult to modernize due to
insufficient state of funding for national education.

4. Big gap in financing of different sectors of education.

5. Imbalance in the financing of training of specialists in various fields.

6. Insufficient funding for scientific development, which leads to a decrease in the level of
research carried out by the HEI.

For these reasons, domestic higher education institutions annually have a shortage of entrants
who choose the best foreign educational institutions, and domestic business is in dire need of highly
qualified specialists, whose level and quality of training is decreasing annually and lagging behind
modern business needs.

One of the priority directions for solving this problem is the creation of corporate universities,
which are a field of transfer, development, processing of the latest knowledge and social experience
in the sphere of «HEI-businessy.

The main purpose of establishing a corporate university is to acquire by the personnel of the
enterprise exactly the knowledge and skills required by the entrepreneurial structure to increase its
efficiency, competitiveness and ensure sustainable innovation development. Its goals and objectives
depend on the type of activity of the business structure, as well as the chosen direction of
development.

A corporate university can be: — a separate unit (a subsidiary, etc.) with its own structure,
which is part of an entrepreneurial structure (eg McDonald's Hamburger University); — a virtual
structure with a flexible organizational structure or no management center (for example, Intel
University — corporate university of Intel University). Management of a corporate university may be
exercised by: senior management of an entrepreneurial structure, a personnel management unit or
its subsidiary. According to the form of management, corporate universities can: be fully managed
by the corporation; work in partnership with traditional universities or business schools, such as Sun
University (Sun Microsystems Corporation) and the University of California; be under the guidance
of a consulting company, such as Corporate University Enterprise, CyberU; function as a unit of a
traditional university, such as the Boston University Corporate Education Center (now Corporate
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Education Group (CEG)); function as a consortium of several companies, such as Talent Alliance
(merger of AT&T, Du Pont, GTE, Johnson & Johnson).

Corporate university curricula are developed on the basis of goals and objectives, which sets
an entrepreneurial structure. For example, Shell Oil Company has set up a dedicated Shell Learning
Center. The training programs of the center last from several days to several months, where
employees are taught effective methods of work and allow to acquire additional related specialties.
[9, p. 19-20].

In Ukraine, the first corporate universities began to be established in the early 2000s. At that
time, corporate university meant a small training center where students were offered management
programs from business schools or leading business coaches.

In the conditions of transition of the national economy to the model of innovative
development at the corporate level, the model of management of the intellectual resource has
changed: qualitative education, creative thinking and practical experience of employees became
decisive for the formation of the intellectual capital of the company [10, p.315]. In the innovation
economy, the main productive force is intelligence (formalized intellectual resource — knowledge,
skills, experience, the bearers of which are employees), so the decisive factors for success are: the
level of vocational education, the effectiveness of creative work, the productivity of creative work,
the quality of employment, the growth of value.

Corporate education involves not just "abstract knowledge and skills™ (such a model inherent
in traditional higher education, which is acquired in classical universities), but the acquisition of
specific practical-oriented skills and abilities that allow you to solve complex practical problems
and adequately respond to and standardize situation.

The return on investment made in one's own education is only ensured when the employee
has a job, and this is only possible when he or she interacts with the employer. Therefore, at least
two subjects should be interested in a qualified employee in the corporate education system: an
employee seeking professional or career growth, and an employer seeking the growth of the
company's intellectual capital through the accumulation of professional qualifications of staff [11,
p.157]. Thus, through a system of various incentives, the employer must persuade employees to
realize their own intellectual potential, as well as to use their professional qualifications to increase
the intellectual capital of the company.

Large companies operating globally need to respond promptly to the challenges of a
competitive environment, in particular in terms of skills development, training and retraining. The
management of such companies cannot wait for traditional schools to understand the challenge and
update curricula. Increasingly, there is a situation where employees need new knowledge, skills and
abilities “here and now”.

Corporate education is based on the persistent motivation of an employee (an adult with a
developed value system) to learn and master new material (knowledge, skills). At the micro level,
an enabling environment for learning should be created where workers themselves seek to improve
their skills. This can be achieved through the implementation of career and professional
development programs, the development of modern educational technologies (“interesting
learning"), and also through intensive activities (corporate trips with training elements, production
games, etc.). An important motivator may be the handing over to the employee who has
successfully completed the curriculum and passed the exams, the document of the established
sample on passing the training. Such a document may be issued by higher education institutions that
are licensed to provide appropriate educational services.

Increasing the efficiency of utilizing the human potential of modern organizations
(enterprises, institutions, corporations) is related to the functioning of a productive corporate
education system, which can be manifested through the implementation of a number of industrial
training projects. This is quite natural, since the organization itself can use unique technologies that
are not taught within traditional education.
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Today, the labor market lacks qualified engineers, designers, technologists, veterinarians,
specialists in the organization of innovation and financial and economic security management —
strategic and tactical. In such circumstances, commercial organizations (enterprises, corporations)
consider it necessary to train specialists in their own curricula, investing resources in the creation of
corporate education [12].

Well-known foreign companies (transnational corporations) operating in Ukraine
independently train employees they hire.

Thus, Corporate University of DTEK Company — DTEK Academy has become the sole
center of knowledge management for all enterprises within in holding (more than 50 thousand
employees). About 1.5 thousand employees are trained annually on special programs. Classes are
held by DTEK's top executives, leading professors from Ukrainian universities, coaches from
European business schools. The concept of the DTEK Academy is based on a “role model” that
involves the development of four levels of intelligence: 1Q (formal-logical), EQ (emotional), LQ
(educational (learning)) and SQ (social). For all DTEK specialists, first-level (IQ) programs are
available. They have a focus on developing the knowledge, skills and competencies required to
work in today's business organization. For the practical implementation of such a system of
training, electronic methods of e-learning and the institute of internal trainers are used (employees
of the company who act as coaches without leaving the main work). EQ Development Programs —
Energy of Knowledge — are staffed and recruited through annual staffing and additional assessment
procedures (Development Center). Energy for Leader Program (LQ Development) is available for
employees who have participated in the TOP-50 (Selection and Succession Leadership) program to
develop leadership skills and master innovative cross-functional project management skills. The
DTEK Intellectual Property Development Program (SQ) for top managers is aimed at building the
foundations of a culture of succession and social responsibility [9, 12].

Corporate University for Bayer Health Care's employees in the pharmaceutical market has
opened at the International Institute of Management (IIM-Kyiv). The institution of higher education
as a platform for establishing a corporate university was selected on the basis of a tender. The
program is based on a combination of MBA curriculum and a set of practically oriented business
trainings that take into account the real production situations in the pharmaceutical market [13].

ALG Systems Ukraine (IT-technologies) has an interesting experience of organization of a
corporate university. Corporate University's mission is to transform the company's employees into
high-qualified professionals. We declared three directions (target criteria) of Corporate University:

1) personal efficiency;

2) professional efficiency;

3) professional ethics and corporate solidarity.

The main form of training is internal trainings. Long-term classroom training (full day or two
days) is used; a master class on specific subjects (several hours of intensive study); developmental
training (identifying employees' strengths for their further development); training with a mentor (for
several months the employee takes the experience from a more experienced colleague). External
trainings are also held (the company pays the employee to attend trainings necessary for personal
and professional growth). Corporate University organizes an open monthly training session with a
well-known person that any employee of the company can attend. An electronic library of
educational materials has been created at Corporate University, which contains video and audio
trainings, books and tutorials. Corporate University allows you to study online through distance-
learning programs in a specialized field. As a result of the training, the employee receives a
certificate confirming the qualification and giving the right to occupy the respective positions [14].

Employees of Ukrainian branches of international (transnational) corporations may receive
training at corporate universities operating in other countries, including in the countries of the head
office (headquarters). For example, a Baltic Corporation was set up to train employees of the
corporation and its subsidiaries located in different countries. The purpose of the university is to
develop the abilities and competencies of managers and ordinary staff through knowledge sharing,
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as well as to build an effective organizational structure. Main activities: career planning programs;
development of automated systems of training, development and assessment of personnel,
organization of continuous monitoring of employee performance; e-learning; promotion of
development and training projects. There are four faculties: leadership and management, production
and technical, professional, business skills. Classes are held in the form of seminars, conferences,
business trainings, workshops, personal coaching sessions. Both full-time and invited staff
(professors, coaches, masters) provide training [15].

In Ukraine, there is a practice of setting up corporate universities where not only employees
of the company, but also employees of partner companies, as well as employees of other companies
in the industry can be trained. Such a strategy is appropriate to apply if there are many companies in
the industry market, there is a high turnover of staff, and at the same time the corporate university is
considered as a business unit, which should provide an accumulation of income in support of its
own activities. According to this principle, the structural unit "Corporate University" of the tourist
corporation "Zabugor" operates. Its purpose is to unite the efforts of like-minded people who aspire
to excellence in the professional field. The operation of the structural unit is seen as an element of
the communication strategy of the corporation. Key tasks include improving the professional skills
of employees of the parent corporation and its subsidiaries; improving the professional skills of
employees of travel agencies; training of staff with no experience in tourism. Two training
programs are offered:

1. Technology of formation and sale of expensive and complex tours,

2. Course of the head of tourist organization [16].

As already mentioned, in developed countries (USA, Japan, EU countries), such
organizational form of corporate education as integration of a large corporation with higher
education has become more widespread. As a result, a corporate university (a real legal entity or a
“virtual platform™) is created to train specialists for the needs of the corporation [3, p.5].

The most interesting corporate education experience is accumulated at Motorola U Corporate
University, which is recognized as the largest in the world. The university's annual budget is over $
100 million, operates 99 branches in 21 countries, with a permanent staff of over 400 employees.
Universities located in EU countries pay a lot of attention to project planning and management
training. Offices in Asia are taught partnerships and the ability to make lucrative deals. Latin
American institutions focus on expansion and business development. The center of the university is
three colleges (Emerging Markets, College of Technology, College of Leadership and Transcultural
Studies), in which new courses and techniques are being developed, and scientific research is being
conducted. Emerging Markets creates marketing and business administration training programs;
College of Technology specializes in the development and adaptation of training programs in the
fields of engineering, quality, technology, software; College of Leadership and Transcultural
Studies develops leadership development programs for Motorola executives and its subsidiaries.
Motorola U operates on the basis of an independent business unit, which is why it offers its services
to companies (firms) belonging to Motorola corporation and to third parties. Third-party customers,
according to published data, provide up to 25% of the university's revenue. The budget of the
university is formed (by income and expenses) taking into account the real needs of the business.
Motorola U University's educational services are in high demand as they enable consumers to gain
the knowledge and experience accumulated over Motorola's long history of operations, as well as to
understand the various technology (development, adoption and implementation) technologies,
technological, management). Motorola U Corporate University is introducing innovative
educational technologies that are subsequently introduced by other educational institutions
(classical and corporate) through the technology transfer mechanism. For example, in the 80's of the
twentieth century Motorola U Corporate University has introduced Six Sigma training technology
that aims to increase worker productivity and reduce spoiled product rates. In the 1990s, a
workplace teaching methodology was created to develop unique projects that are being used by
other institutions today.
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Sometimes, different companies join forces to create a joint corporate university. Pacific
Exchange University with a staff of more than 500 people (specialization: training financial
advisors and analysts) is a good example of such interaction [17, p.92].

The latest educational technology in the vocational education system is the introduction of
distance learning technologies. Corporate universities are also actively implementing distance
learning methods. In 2010, 92% of US corporations on the Fortune 500 list participated in Web-
based learning projects. “Virtual Learning” allows the listener (consumer) to receive the service at a
convenient time, in the usual setting, and also significantly reduces costs. In addition, the virtual
learning platform provides all the benefits that digital technology can provide, including online
surveys, online help, e-communication, networking, watching movies, designing your own
products, and more. At the same time, each student receiving education in the "virtual space”, the
teacher can pay more attention [18, p.85].

Ukrainian higher education institutions operating in a highly competitive environment can
initiate corporate university-based projects. It is clear that a corporate university will be effective if
the training process is carried out in conjunction with external partners who have a shortage of
qualified personnel. In the first stage it is possible to apply "soft" (experimental) forms of corporate
education — passing by students of practice on the basis of partner companies, completion of
diploma works on the basis of the solution of real industrial and economic situations, inclusion in
the variant component of curricula of the disciplines formed taking into account requests employers,
etc.

However, there are few companies in Ukraine willing to spend resources on setting up a
corporate university (either due to lack of funds, or orientation towards the use of traditional
technologies, or due to a lack of understanding of the value of corporate education, or lack of
strategic development plans). A trade-off may be to create a corporate university with a higher
education institution, and the role of a corporate partner is taken by a professional non-profit
organization that can integrate the interests and queries of several business units. In this process,
qualified teachers of the institution, experienced employees of the corporation, business trainers
(both from large corporations and freelancers) can be involved in the educational process, who
organize and conduct trainings according to the client's request [19, p.130].

In today's environment, employees should also take care of increasing their level of education
and professional skills. The transition from the concept of "education for life" to the concept of
"long life learning” (long life education) becomes the leading one, because in many types of
activities knowledge quickly "becomes obsolete”. In some fields of activity (medicine, pharmacy,
science and research, higher education, “high technology”), knowledge is lagging behind for several
years, and in computer technology and programming for six months.

The main steps that precede the establishment of a corporate university in a leading institution
of higher education are:

- development of a general strategy for the development of corporate education, within which
the creation of a corporate university should be envisaged;

- conducting business negotiations with representatives of trade unions of employers
(associations, unions, etc.) in the field of light and pharmaceutical industry;

- substantiation of the proposal on creation of educational and production cluster (members of
the cluster are the university and enterprises wishing to participate in the programs of functioning of
the corporate university);

- identification of market niches (market unsatisfied request), which will become the basis for
forming the program of activity of a corporate university;

- developing and agreeing with all interested partners of educational products (including
curriculum development and educational plans);

- development of other documents regulating the conduct of educational activities at a
corporate university;

- conducting a marketing company, starting operations;

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- making adjustments taking into account changes in the market situation.

Establishing a corporate university with the right organization of work based on international
experience and with the needs of employers can be a competitive advantage for any institution of
higher education.

Conclusions. Educational services as a specific product have a number of features that need
to be considered in the strategic management of educational service providers. We would like to
emphasize that receiving educational service is both a consumption and an investment. By
consuming an educational service, a person makes it possible to obtain in the future higher
(compared to other people) income from the sale of his own labor, which can be considered as an
"Investment premium". Moreover, educational service is a product not only market or economic but
also social. It promotes socialization, forms a person's communication skills, gives the person the
impetus for self-improvement, allowing to master the tools of self-study and self-development.

The most valuable recommendations in the context of national peculiarities of building
modern management mechanisms for the development of domestic higher education institutions
may be: the doctrine of the management process aimed at supporting the constantly high quality of
the educational services provided and, as a consequence, the creation of a system of public access to
quality higher education, prescriptions and guidelines of international documents; ensuring a
synergistic effect of the interaction of the educational and scientific components of the operational
mechanism of the functioning of higher education institutions; orientation of strategic management
of higher education institutions on high competitiveness; implementation of university autonomy.

In the context of innovative transformations, corporate education will become more
widespread as every commercial organization (enterprise, firm, corporation, company) will use
innovative technologies to gain high competitiveness, and to acquire unique knowledge and skills to
master them.

In Ukraine, there is an imbalance between specialist training and labor market demand for
these professionals. Vocational education institutions are geared toward training fashion
professionals (lawyers, economists, psychologists, designers, managers, etc.), as this helps to
support the demand for educational services. Often, these graduates have insufficient professional
skills because they are trained, in particular, by non-core educational institutions, without adequate
scientific schools and appropriate training facilities. Under such conditions, well-known foreign
companies (transnational corporations) operating in Ukraine independently train the employees they
hire.

Modern corporate universities are not only educational institutions, but, first and foremost,
incubators of innovative ideas, which if successful, can be further implemented by the
entrepreneurial structure itself.

The proposed description of corporate universities gives an idea of the variety of possible
models (forms) of their functioning. However, they all carry out the main mission: training and
retraining for modern businesses, ensuring their financial and economic security, in particular.

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SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT, DECENTRALIZATION AND HARMONIZATION
IN THE LAND MANAGEMENT OF AGRARIAN SECTOR

Within the framework of sustainable development of rural territories, decentralization and
harmonization, the European standards have first considered the possibilities of land management. The
basic world tendencies and their influence on the land resources management of the agrarian sector of the
Ukrainian economy are determined. The laws of national land use and the problems they cause are
considered. Taking into account tendencies and revealed patterns, modern forecasts of agrarian business
development and consequences of their realization in land management in Ukraine were determined. The
author offers a scheme of "domino effect" from the implementation of investment processes in agriculture to
the harmonization of land management with European standards. It is proposed to create a network
structure of organic products under the TM "UkrWay" on the analytical and consulting platform of the
Association "Ukrainian Agrarian Business Club”, which allows you to quickly diagnose demand at the
expense of the consumer as a quasi-employee, quasi-observer and quasi-marketer, and accordingly apply
dynamic systems land resources of the agricultural sector of the economy. A scheme of harmonization of
economic interests of land management entities under decentralization conditions through their financial
and organizational capabilities has been developed to focus on ownership, management and use of
management objects.

Keywords: agrarian sector, sustainable development, harmonize, land management, decentralization.

Introduction. The study of forecasts for the economic, social, environmental and integrated
efficiency of land management (here in after LM) of agricultural sector allow a formalized
transition to the advanced world models of land-use. The state should operate with available tools,
taking into consideration not only the economic laws, but also the trends and patterns that have
been established at the level of world agricultural relations, including land relations. Evolution of
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processes with limited predictability requires a particular purpose and context that implies the
harmonization of LM efficiency in domestic agricultural sector with globalization prospects.

Literature review. This context makes the logic of this study. As for the major world trends
in the development of the agricultural sector, they are reduced to a significant increase in demand
for agricultural products and foodstuffs with increasing volatility in their prices (Table 1).

These facts, on the one hand, lead to an increase in revenues of the national agents of land
interests, and on the other hand (according to the effect of exports) to the growth of domestic prices
for agricultural products and foodstuffs to the world level. At the same time, the limited range of
exports is a negative factor for Ukraine whose agribusiness entities perceive volatility of world
prices at the level of financial losses.

The way out of this situation could be to increase the range of agricultural and food products,
expanding sales lines as well as circles of partner countries. The rate of production of agricultural
raw materials outpace the growth of their processing and storage, therefore national agents of land
interests receive less added value, as global competition is more significant at the market of finished
products and warehouse logistics.

Against the background of the global problem of food production, in addition to increasing
demand for production, the load on the land also increases because of the transition to biofuels.
Among the most significant global trends, formation of a free trade zone between the US and the
European Union (TTIR) should be highlighted; which will also influence significantly the
agricultural market situation, and accordingly, through a number of globalization impacts on LM,
the relationship between a number of agents of land interests will transform from competing into
complementary model.

The trends mentioned above will be for Ukraine generally positive consequences, provided
that the national preventive and administrative adapters develop, including the system of
agricultural insurance [1, 10, 13, 14, 16], and there are restrictions on acquisition of agricultural
land by foreigners, harmonization of national standardization and certification system with the
world.

It should be noted that these trends also reflect both regional (EU) and national trends, which,
incidentally, almost coincide (due to the effects of global deformation): the increased proportion of
gross agricultural output in GDP; increased area of a farm; increased percentage of employees;
strengthened vertical integration; increased capital intensity of production as well.

The purpose of the article is to study sustainable development, decentralization and
harmonization in the land management of agrarian sector.
Results and discussion. Besides the general trend, certain patterns of land use in the
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agricultural sector of Ukraine have recently been formed (Table 2), which are generally also
coincide with the global situation. These patterns suggest many unresolved issues in land use, such
as: targeted use of suburban land; micro-credit for land-poor areas; cooperation, including
cooperation within the framework of international cooperation; improving business culture among
farmers; stimulating economic diversification and so on.

In the global context, the problems should be resolved by the international community as
well, as Ukraine will soon affect world prices to some extent, as predicted by the forecast estimates
on the agricultural sector in Ukraine (according to the US Department of Agriculture (USDA), Food
and Agriculture Organization (FAO) and the Organization of economic cooperation and
development (OECD), in view of the tense situation with the prices for agricultural products and
food on world markets. Thus, the strategy of development of agriculture and rural area in Ukraine in
2015-2020, developed by the European Union, the European bank for recon-struction and
development, USAID (United States Agency for international development), the World bank and
FAO (global agents), has for a key position an increase for grain production to 100 million tons per
year. During the implementation of this strategy it is necessary to consider the proposed
methodological principles of forming economic, social and environmental effectiveness of LM,
since the total yield can be achieved either through extensive way or intense way provided for a
significant increase in anthropogenic pressure on land, or changes in the structure of sown areas
with increased crop and deteriorating balance of humus in the soil.

According to the strategy before 2020, it is planned to develop environmental standards and
indicators of environmental problems of the agricultural sector. For the development of organic
production it is suggested to develop and implement environmental legislation, harmonized with the
EU legislation and create the relevant department in the Ministry of Agrarian Policy and Food of
Ukraine on the development and marketing of organic production. In the agricultural management
of regional administrations it is suggested to appoint at least one employee responsible for this
direction. It is planned to give priority access for organic producers to tenders and to credit organic
projects with interest of 4.6% in euros and 12.8% in UAH [7]. At the same time the state is trying to
optimize the structure of the agricultural use of the land resources in the framework of harmonizing
land-use standards with the EU; and this concerns all regions of Ukraine (Table 3). According to the
forecast, there is a trend towards a significant reduction of agricultural land in all categories from
41,720.6 thousand ha to 35,490.0 thousand ha.

In particular, in future it is planned to restore agro-landscape balance of Ukraine before 2030.
In the national distribution of agricultural land among users up to 2030 it is planned that all
categories of farms have 86.7 %, share in the amount and other land users — 13.3 %, agricultural
enterprises — 39 %, collective farms — 10.5 % individual farms — 36.6 %.

These projections are impossible without improving LM system not only in quantitative but
also in qualitative way, moreover, they have to fit into the current forecasts for the agribusiness of
the world, including the European Union, taking into consideration the consequences for Ukraine
(Table 4). According to current global forecasts up to 2020 global market volume of organic
products will increase significantly and could be 200-250 billion $, which will stimulate the
development of organic farming in Ukraine.

By 2023 Ukraine will provide about 6.3 % of world trade in wheat grain, feed grain — 12.1,
vegetable oils — 6.0, poultry — 1.4, butter — 0.5, cheeses — 3.5 %. By 2050 the need for grains will
increase by 100 %, which will significantly give the opportunity to affect world prices. If the port
capacity of simultaneous storage of grain is doubled in Ukraine, logistics component of production
will get cheaper; its role in international trade will be strengthened. Construction of irrigation
networks and reconstruction of canals on the area of 520 thousand ha will improve the
environmental, economic and social components of LM efficiency. If by 2021 grain exports from
Ukraine (mainly wheat and maize) increase by 60 % due to China, which, in turn, intends to
significantly increase production and imports of pork, it will increase the revenues of all national
agents of land interests. Biofuel production, which is projected by 2022 to grow by almost 70 %
(where will be used 28 % of global sugar cane, 15 % of vegetable oil and 12 % of coarse grains)
will also trigger an increase in revenues of all national agents of land interests. Worsening global
problem of food security of entire regions of the world will cause the growth of prices for Ukrainian
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fertile land. Due to the introduction of new technologies in the agricultural sector, the profitability
of agribusiness will increase to 75 %. These forecasts have a positive impact on the agricultural
sector of Ukraine, again provided for the work of preventive and administrative adapters,
configured primarily on the environmental component of the agricultural production.

We offer some calculations concerning the change of the crop structure in the domestic
agricultural sector in the context of the implementation of the statements of presented forecast (see.
Table 4). For example, the impact of replacing 1 million ha of sowing winter wheat for maize
calculated in 2014 (Table 5) shows that maize being more demanded on market is capable in the
current conditions to bring 610 UAH/ha more profit; that will give additional 610 million USD
from 1 million hectares.

- Replacing sunflower for maize gives an opportunity to get 270 UAH/ha more profit; that
represents additional 270 million USD for 1 million hectares (Table 6). Similar calculations have
been made by experts of the Association “Ukrainian Agribusiness Club” for the following crops:

- Flax (oil) — for the minimum selling price of $ 300. $/t for 1 hectare income is $ 180/ha;

- Technical hemp — at a minimum selling price of $ 890/t for seeds (or selling price of $ 70
$/t for fiber) profit per 1 hectare is 358 USD/hg;

- Walnut — with a minimum selling price of $ 663/ t on 1 hectare profit is 495 USD/ha
(Agrarian business, 2015).

Environmental problems in LM need to be resolved because of the inability to fit into global
trends and forecasts; and considered relatively to their causes (Table 7).

Thus, the problem of the ineffectiveness of the measures for the protection of land is
explained by the lack of owner’s motivation to conserve depleted land. In order to solve this
problem successfully, we recommend that the state should provide an equal alternative for the
period of restoration of fertility (e.g. equal land area). The problem of low quality of soils is
explained by irrational structure of sown areas, non-use of organic fertilizers. In the given situation
we can offer:

- Development of livestock; that will ensure the inclusion of annual and perennial grasses to
crop rotation;

- Green manure crops, maximum reduction of leaching organic mass from the field through
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eliminating the collection of by-products (straw), composting;

- Financial cooperation, developed under the Kyoto Protocol, which provides funding for
measures designed to bind carbon in soil; that is inextricably connected with increased humus. The
problem of volatility in grain prices caused by considerable dependence on external conditions for
grain as raw material; can be solved through the development of domestic processing industry,
livestock development.

In the context of the above forecast for 2010-2014, international projects for improving LM in
Ukraine have been developed and partially implemented for agricultural purposes, the main of these
are:

Canada, Israel;

4. Project “Development of irrigation reclamation of Ukraine” — World Bank, Saudi Arabia,
China;

5. Project “Support to development of Ukrainian agribusiness of small and medium size” —
IFC (World Bank Group);

6. Project “Agricultural energy saving and financing of small producers” — private foreign
investors Corp. USA (OPIC);

7. Project “Development of granaries and agricultural cooperatives” — Dnipropetrovsk
Regional Council, the Department of Foreign Affairs, Trade and Development of Canada
(DFATD);

8. Project “Integrated Land Use of the Eurasian Steppes” — EU,

An additional problem in the implementation of these forecasts of agribusiness development
is undeveloped national joint agents. In the modern system of logistics infrastructure, in order to
enter effectively the foreign market, such as grain, in Ukraine volume should be concentrated at the
level of at least 1 million tons, which is possible to obtain from at least 100 thousand ha. This
creates conditions for land overconcentration, as without having significant advantages in logistics
software, in participation of joint agents and of the state in agricultural policy, including land
relations, mini-and micro-agents are trying on their own to solve problems associated with
globalization influences; and in accordance with the theory of global strains — to expand land banks
and be vertically integrated. Since most private farms (mini-agents) for the quantitative
measurement (land area) correspond to European standards of land use, it would be appropriate to
harmonize their LM system with the European standards.

Based on this thesis, realization of investment projects in the agricultural sector shows a high
probability of “domino effect”, i.e. when the implementation of a project or event with possible
external influence will provoke transformational staged implications without external influences.
For example, let’s consider two projects on the table 8. This effect is created under the action of
globalization influences that form in this case consolidated unity of mini-, micro-and corporate
agents.

Discussed economic priorities are the subject of this effect and in the financing of the projects
pass through the following steps: clustering of small farmers, increasing their income; transition
from survival level to average profit production; improving cost-effectiveness of land management;
the transition from middle level to the high level of production profitability; improving the social
effectiveness of land management; transition from high level to the stable high level of production
profitability; improving the environmental performance of land management.

Finally, these transitions are the guarantor of harmonization of LM with the European
standards.

In the process of harmonizing with European standards the three-level system of
standardization should be overcome, which has developed and operates in Ukraine in recent years.
In accordance with the principles of the Association Agreement with the EU, Ukraine should
gradually introduce European standards (EN) as national ones. In the area of agriculture and food
products, almost 300 international standards of Codex Alimentarius should be harmonized [7, p.
83].
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An additional problem in the implementation of international projects with Ukraine is to
identify country of origin, which must have certain associations. Thus, according to the action plan
issued by the Ministry of Agrarian Policy and Food of Ukraine and central executive bodies whose
activities are directed and coordinated by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine through the Minister
of Agrarian Policy and Food of Ukraine, the Program of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the
Coalition Agreement in 2015; the task number 6.29 is the creation and promotion of the brand
“product of Ukraine”, the content of which is drawing up and adoption of a legal act on the concept
of forming a high image of Ukrainian production on the world market.

In the view of the authors, other more creative options are possible. Ukrainian farmers in their
dual development (intensification and organic production) have the opportunity both to significantly
increase the volume of exports of agricultural products that are in demand and meet the standards of
importing countries; and consolidate the positive image of the country as a producer of organic
(useful, healthy, natural) agriculture and food by forming recognizable national brand, which should
be formed on analytical and consulting platform of the Association “Ukrainian club of agrarian
business”. Advancement of brand (e.g., similar to the «American Way» — «Amway», «Ukrainian
Way» — «UkrWay») through, for example, migrant workers, Ukrainian diaspora abroad, advertising
on the Ukrainian automobile, rail, water and air transport that travels abroad and high quality of
products will create a positive agro-ecological image not only for a specific farming or specific
national agricultural sector, but the whole country Ukraine as a food superpower. It is advisable to
form national brands on the basis of wholesale markets. For example, agri-food wholesale market in
Lviv «Shuvar» can introduce TM «UPway» («Ukrainian-Polish way»), which means Ukrainian-
Polish way.

The brand is formed not only by the activities of producers, but also includes social world of
consumers — mediatized world of everyday existence of people in the form of fan clubs, societies
and lifestyles. Brand is what determines and mediates the relationships between people. If a brand is
defined as a cultural phenomenon, whose values are carried by people, namely citizens or members
of one ethnicity/ company (in the form of a friendly attitude and corporate volunteering) and
consumers, it is the relationship that is distributed between them that determines the presence of the
brand of the country/ company or lack thereof. Modern forms of interaction between brand and
consumer are the socalled brand communities that operate in real and virtual spaces, as well as a
wide range of “creativity” (from the real advertising and personalization to codesign). Therefore, it
IS important to create meaningful social media and to involve autonomous creativity of consumers
to obtain maximum economic benefit (value) along with the spread of moral values (values). Thus,
consumers can independently perform certain operations: self-service when buying goods or
obtaining services through special equipment, from product selection and finishing checkout
(consumer as a quasi-employee); providing consumers with information on the quality of service of
their staff through various forms of monitoring and evaluation (consumer as a quasi-observer);
spreading information on the company by posting comments in social media, real advertising,
wearing symbols and attributes of brands (consumer as a quasi-marketing specialist).

In the conditions of integration of agricultural production of Ukraine into the world economy,
the importance is growing of forming its competitive advantage through the creation of organic
product sold as an ecological brand, eco-brand. Domestic researchers defineeco-brand as an
intangible asset that is formed through bilateral process of value interaction (purity, healthy
lifestyle) of organizations and consumers.

According to C. Koeber, agricultural producers find it important to identify and consider the
value of this asset for assessing and forecasting their own economic performance. The value of eco-
brand is defined as the total expenditure on the formation of semantic-symbolic component of
organic agricultural products, and not as the cost of production of valuable relationships that
underlie the concept of “eco-brand.” Therefore, the problem is the integration of a meaningful core
of brand in the methodology for assessing its value, namely identifying the sources of its formation
[4; 15, pp. 207-213]. From among the latter efficient LM of the national agricultural sectorplays an
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important role.

Summarizing the study, it should be noted that the actual effectiveness of LM corresponds to
17.3 % of the potential for the current state of the external and internal influence factors of
environment. Comparing its level to the European average, according to the author’s methodology,
it can be stated that it is equal to 10 % of the level of Netherlands, or 20 % of the level of Germany,
or 53 % of the level of France (given only a partial indicator “population, which is actually fed out
of 1 ha of agricultural land”). Thus in the conditions of significant threats to national defense,
Ukrainian business as a completely plastic institution almost instantly (only in 2014) moved the
center of gravity from metallurgy, energy and chemical industries towards the agricultural sector.
With the economic and political instability, this process can be amplified through great productive
motivation and globalization influences.

In economies of countries dependent on import (for agricultural products and food-stuffs)
global deformation resulted in reducing immediate dependence, i.e. the formation or increase of
stocks of agricultural products and food on domestic area. This will slightly reduce the range of
variation of seasonal price fluctuations primarily for grain, and will also attempt to increase the
amount of reserve funds, that will increase the demand of spasmodic type for food against the
background of its stable growth. The possibility of Ukraine in this background to increase
significantly its own production is for domestic producers the most realistic and clear globalization
perspective.

We emphasize the need of diversifying agricultural production and markets, deeper
processing of products that will allow to export products with greater added value and,
consequently, will permit to receive its larger elements — rent, depreciation, wages, interest, profits;
I.e. to motivate the appropriate agents of Land interests.

In addition, for term of globalization in Ukraine related to land use, according to the authors,
is marked by the influence of LM efficiency drivers, such as: the development of logistics
infrastructure; security of private land ownership and other rights to it and added value from its use;
the availability of cheap funds for business; the level of monopoly; ease of doing agribusiness; the
level of corruption; the system of state quality standards; the development of public-private
partnerships; decentralization of power; the system of state protectionism. These drivers, depending
on the specific situation, may change places with each other, in other words they are mobile. The
list of drivers is also temporary, e.g. the possibility exists of the appearance of new drivers or
elimination of their effect due to the loss of sensitivity of land users on their change.

Regarding preventive and administrative adapters, today one of the largest of these is the
moratorium on sale of agricultural land. The country’s scope represents the general economic
conditions, registered in the Commercial and Land Codes, as well as taxation, provisions of the Law
of Ukraine “About Foreign Economic Activity” non-restriction of land banks, forming vertically
integrated structures. Globalization prospects of national land users under the action of these
drivers, preventive and administrative adapter with peculiarities enabled by the country’s scope, are
forming position of land users in the international system of division of labor, which ultimately
determines the level of LM perspective.

The perspective level of land use should be considered in the process of harmonization of
national LM of the agricultural sector of globalization prospects for sustainable development and
food security. According to the authors, this process can be represented as a scheme of
harmonization of economic interests of actors of land relations through financial and organizational
capacities of these actors. The logic of the scheme is explained by the fact that the basis of actions
of LM are economic interests of mini-agents, micro-agents, joint agents, the state, regional and
global agents, which are oriented on a certain amount (share amount) of owning, using and handling
objects of management (land, land rights or the added value from land-use), taking into account
possible level of globalization impacts (social, economic, political, organizational, financial,
information). Thus, a dynamic level of efficiency of LM is formed, as well as its tendency, to be
perceived by agents of land interests as input for the new cycle of activity (operational, tactical or
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strategic planning).

Conclusions. As a result, we should note that the basic global trends and their impact on LM
of the agricultural sector of Ukraine are reduced mainly to increased anthropogenic load on them.
The author scheme of “domino effect” from the implementation of investment processes in
agriculture, towards harmonization of LM with the European standards. We suggest creation of a
network structure of organic products under the trademark «UkrWay» for analytical and advisory
platform of Ukrainian club of agrarian business. We develop the scheme of harmonizing economic
interests of land relations actors through of their capabilities. We design the scheme of forming
perspective level of LM through globalization perspectives and internal drivers.

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MECHANISM OF PROVIDING AND MANAGING ECONOMIC AND FINANCIAL
AND ECONOMIC SECURITY OF ENTERPRISES IN UKRAINE

It is established that the enterprise functioning in an uncertain economic environment leads to an
increase in various risks and threats, which in turn requires the development of a specific mechanism for
ensuring the economic security of the enterprise and management of this process. It is substantiated that the
mechanism of organization of economic security of the enterprise development is a set of managerial,
economic, organizational, legal and motivational ways of protecting its long-term interests. It is specified
that the main purpose of the mechanism of economic security of the enterprise is: early recognition of risks,
forecasting the results of their implementation, determining the modes of localization of threats and prompt
submission of information to the relevant services to make the necessary operational decisions or to adjust
the tactical and strategic goals and objectives of the enterprise.

Keywords: security, management, economic security, financial and economic security, risks, threats,
security mechanisms.

Introduction. The emergence of a market economy in Ukraine, the creation of a large
number of enterprises of different legal forms based on various forms of ownership, the emergence
of new mechanisms of management and many other factors, have put the business entities in a
situation where they have to pay considerable attention to the issues, related to ensuring their
economic and financial and economic security. In the conditions of insufficiently developed market
infrastructure, legal ambiguity, political and financial fluctuations, high degree of uncertainty, the
degree of threats to the economic security of enterprises significantly increases, effective support of
which is possible only in the case of using special mechanisms. Sustainable functioning,
competitiveness and achievement of goals based on the realization of their interests require the
economic security of each entity.

Literature review. Various aspects of economic and financial and economic security of
enterprises have been the subject of scientific research by many scientists. Among them are:
strategic directions of managing the development of enterprises in terms of ensuring their economic
security (I. Ansof, A.N. Bohatko, B.L. Kuchin, O.l. Pushkar, O.M. Trydid, Ye.V. Yakusheva);
support of a sufficient level of economic security of the enterprise (O.V. Arefyeva, H.A.
Androshchuk, T.S. Klebanova, H.B. Kozachenko, Muntiyan, Ye.A. Olyeynikov, V.S.
Ponomarenko, O.l. Chernyak, M.Ya. Shvets); modeling of the mechanism of financial and
economic security management of professional financial market participants (N.V. Zachosova);
strategic management of the system of economic and financial and economic security of the
enterprise (Kyrychenko O., Dotsenko O.l., Melnychuk O.P.); principles of construction of various
organizational and economic mechanisms used in the activity of enterprises, management of these
mechanisms (Greiner Lynn, Stephen H. Miller, Mary Lynn Garcia, Shaker S.M., Gembicki M.P.,
Meyer H.E., Kahaner L., Gilad B., Gilad T) and so on.

However, some important aspects of the enterprise's economic and financial security activities
have not yet been adequately reflected in domestic and foreign literature and real business
experience. First of all, this concerns the problems of forming a comprehensive approach to
managing financial and economic security in a transformational economy. The methods and models
of financial and economic security management of enterprises in the conditions of modern
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integration processes and challenges of modern civilization are not sufficiently developed.
Particularly noteworthy is the issue of identifying the main mechanisms for organizing financial and
economic security of economic entities in the face of increased risk.

The purpose of the article. The main purpose of the research is to determine, on the basis of
the analysis of foreign and domestic experience of understanding the economic security of the
enterprise, the basic principles of formation and functioning of the mechanism of economic security
of the enterprise.

Results and discussion. In today's transformational environment, the issue of ensuring the
economic security of the enterprise is relevant both at the state, regional and at the level of
individual economic entities.

The mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise is considered as a set of
managerial, economic, organizational, legal and motivational ways of harmonizing the interests of
the enterprise with the interests of environmental subjects, whereby, taking into account the
peculiarities of the enterprise, profit is obtained, the value of which is sufficient for the enterprise to
be in economic security state [1, ¢.124-129].

The development and implementation of the mechanism of economic security of the
enterprise is based on several conceptual provisions: first, the implementation of the category of
economic security in everyday practice and its content meaningful for modern entrepreneurs;
secondly, the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise must take into account
the full range of interests of the enterprise, which determine its stability and competitiveness; third,
the construction of the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise should be
based on a scientific concept that takes into account both the theoretical principles of the economic
security of the enterprise and the peculiarities of the enterprise functioning in the real economic
environment [2].

The concept of formation of the mechanism of economic security of the enterprise also
involves defining the system of priority interests of the enterprise, reconciling them with the
interests of partners — entities of the external environment and choosing the forms and methods of
harmonization of these interests to ensure profitable activities.

The formation of the mechanism for ensuring the economic security of the enterprise, like any
mechanism, is based on certain principles. At the same time, along with the established principles of
construction of various organizational and economic mechanisms used in the activity of enterprises,
Western scientists offer principles that reflect the specifics of the formation and functioning of the
mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise. Among them: scientific
substantiation of economic security of the enterprise; consideration of multi-vector interests of the
enterprise and features of its activity; taking into account the interests of environmental entities
interacting with the enterprise [3].

Formation of the mechanism of economic security of the enterprise is ensured by formation of
information fields, carrying out analytical and forecasting works, execution of a number of
economic calculations, making managerial decisions and evaluating their results. All of these
actions are carried out in the internal environment of the entity, and some - subsequently, as
required by the functioning of the economic security mechanism, repeatedly repeated, affecting
various aspects of the life of the enterprise and usually cause certain costs [2, 3, 4].

The concept of economic security of the enterprise should cover all directions of production-
economic, financial and commercial activity of the enterprise and is intended to solve the following
main tasks: to ensure compliance of the mission of the enterprise and strategic installations of its activity
to the system of leading interests of the enterprise; to determine and promptly change the priorities in
the activity of the enterprise against the background of creating conditions for their implementation; to
ensure that the volume of sales of the enterprise corresponds to its resource potential and market
capacity; to ensure internal balance in the activity of the enterprise; to reduce risks in the activity of the
enterprise; to ensure the interest of staff in the effective operation of the enterprise; to create a flexible
system for reserving resources; to determine the beginning of the phase of inefficient development of
the enterprise and to adjust the activity of the enterprise on the basis of the developed program [3, 4, 5].
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There are four types of basic interests of enterprises: economic, social, environmental,
political. The economic interests of the enterprise are conditioned by its position in the market and
the state of competitiveness of its goods. The social interests of the enterprise are related to the
process of expanded reproduction of labor. The environmental interests of the enterprise are
influenced by the development of social, economic and spiritual spheres of society. The political
interests of the company are determined by the political situation in the country or in the region [6,
7].

In Ukraine, the main focus is still on economic interests. Therefore, when developing an
effective mechanism for ensuring the economic security of Ukrainian enterprises, the priority is
given to the economic interests of enterprises.

Integration processes that stimulate independent entry of enterprises into foreign markets
force the state to control the security of economic entities for the sake of affirming their integrity
and economic independence. Enterprises also seek to pursue their interests through the conservation
and increase of capital, which, in an uncertain economic environment and the aggravation of
competition, requires the use of specific methods and means.

In the process of enterprise development, quantitative and qualitative perturbations of its
structural elements are constantly occurring, there is a re-profile of functions, modernization of
production and economic activity, expansion of ties, complications of communicative external and
internal relations that require changes, including the internal organizational structure of the
enterprise.

An essential characteristic of the operation of the enterprise is the reproduction processes,
which are based on the availability of resources. In this area, the economic security of enterprises is
a such state, which is determined by the protection against external and internal threats during the
life cycle of the necessary resources and new consumer values.

Businesses, in terms of reproductive processes, are complex, open systems that consume
external and internal resources and produce goods and services. When constructing the mechanism
of operation of these systems, it is necessary to take into account the variability of internal and
external resources during a certain reproductive cycle of the enterprise, as well as fluctuations in
consumer demand, which is amplified in an unstable competitive environment.

In connection with this, the main objective of economic security is to protect the living space
of the enterprise from destabilizing factors and internal and external threats, without which
neutralization there is a decrease in financial, economic and organizational-functional indicators of
the enterprise's activity.

The development of an enterprise demands a quantitative and qualitative expansion of the
system of resources. In the context of limited resource space, this can lead to conflicts of interest for
business entities. In this case, the adjustment of the economic security management mechanism of
the enterprise should be made on the basis of strategic management using the methodology of the
resource approach [8]. The use of a resource approach to ensure the economic security of the
enterprise makes it possible to notice and take into account the various interactions of the enterprise
in the external environment; to monitor the dependence of the results of the economic activity of the
enterprise on the quality of basic resources (material, financial, human resources, etc.).

It should be noted that the widening of the range of attraction of resources is a factor of
increasing the dangers. In such a case, the purpose of the enterprise's economic security mechanism
is to neutralize existing real threats; prevention of potential losses from possible dangers and
adjustment of the optimum amount of resource potential on the basis of reconciliation of interests of
counterparties interacting in a single economic space.

The modern enterprise, in pursuit of its interests, constantly competes with other entities of
management for economic zones, expanding the borders of its living space; renews the range of
competitive products, provides additional financing to ensure efficient marketing and investment
activities. The production and economic activity of the enterprise, as an open system capable of
self-development, is not insured against the dangers — potential and actual factors of disturbance of
stability. Therefore, the system of economic security of the enterprise should also be dynamic and
consistent with the strategy of enterprise development, and the mechanism of organization and
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functioning of economic security such that is able to adapt to the transformative activity of the
enterprise through the system of preventive measures of leveling the complex of threats.

There are several options for reacting to threats: first, choosing a waiting position that in itself
leads to an accumulation and aggravation of problems; secondly, adaptation to the resulting state,
with a parallel adjustment of the directions of activity of the enterprise and its security system;
third, a radical modernization of business and security against the background of the interests of
antagonists and the use of counter-measures to actualize the elements of the economic system,
directions and objects of development, available potential and resources of the enterprise.

The intersection of interests of business entities often leads to conflicts that threaten the
economic security of the enterprise. If conflicts are not resolved initially by the conflicting parties,
they develop a customized security system, which is manifested in the formation of a counter-
protection system, with mandatory analysis of alternative models and scenarios specific to each
enterprise and evaluation of implemented ones.

The mechanism of realization of economic security of the enterprise is an organic unity of the
general and the special. The latter requires the need to take into account the specifics of the
structure, functions, interconnections of the elements of the enterprise as a whole system. The main
purpose of the economic security mechanism of the enterprise is: early identification of risks,
forecasting the results of their implementation, determining the modes of localization of threats and
prompt submission of information to the appropriate services to make the necessary operational
decisions or to adjust the tactical and strategic goals and objectives of the enterprise.

The economic security of the enterprise is closely linked to the systems of strategic and
operational management of the enterprise. Monitoring of internal and external hazards (arising on
an objective or subjective basis), timely adjustment of both the economic security system and the
strategy and tactics of the enterprise activity are the basis for successful organization of enterprise
protection.

If the threats do not carry the dangers of dysfunction of the economic system of the enterprise,
the system of protection for making the best decisions can apply passive-waiting tactics. In cases
where threats substantially limit the realization of the strategic goals of the enterprise, the
mechanism of counteraction is to use active-offensive tactics with elements of business intelligence,
misinformation of competitors and lobbying of interests of the enterprise in the respective state
institutions [9].

The organizational mechanism of economic security is a specific system that includes the
resource and organizational subsystems. Resource subsystems are the object of protection, and
organizational include special structural units of the enterprise, methods and tools used for the
implementation of security tasks.

Ensuring the stability of the enterprise requires both the use of specific methods of protection
of available resources, as well as the attraction of new tangible, intangible, labor, financial and other
resources through active business intelligence, the use of information and misinformation, the
analytical evaluation of counterparties whose interests are relevant to the interests of the enterprise.

Formation of the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise is carried out
on the basis of a certain system of basic rules — the principles of the organization (both general and
specific, reflecting the specifics of the functioning and development of a certain enterprise) and can
be effective only if a specialized functional unit is agreed, which coordinates and controls the
implementation systems of measures concerning protection of interests of the enterprise.

The mechanism of economic security of the enterprise should ensure the implementation of
multi-vector strategies of the enterprise: both — one aimed at ensuring the effective functioning and
expansion of areas of influence of the enterprise, and such that by the specific methods, techniques
and tools keeps in view the activities of counterparties and competitors, potentially whether they
really threaten the economic security of the business. The implementation of the first strategy
requires an assessment of resource compliance with the strategic goals of enterprise development.
The implementation of the second requires a system of detection and assessment of the degree of
external and internal hazards for the enterprise and implementation of a specific mechanism of
protection against them. This mechanism involves, first, adaptation to the changing conditions of

operation of the enterprise; second, the development and implementation of counter-measures to
counteract threats; third, the reconciliation of the interests of the conflicting parties in order to
achieve a mutually beneficial result [10].

Ensuring the optimum level of economic security of the enterprise is possible provided its
stable and effective functioning at the present time and accumulation of the necessary potential for
development and sustainable growth in the future. The enterprise must, alone, taking into account
its own economic conditions, first determine the safe point, characterized by the balance of threats
and counteracting them within the limits of its functioning; second, to determine the boundary, the
intersection of which leads to loss of equilibrium, transition to the zone of instability and the need to
take measures of rehabilitation of the enterprise; third, to formulate marginal deviations from the
security state in which systemic changes are reversed and allow the enterprise to remain in the
security field.

If an enterprise is understood as an evolving system, there are necessarily periods of stability
and instability, ups and downs in its operation activity. This affects the level of economic security,
which can fluctuate significantly during changes, but with a mandatory return to the steady
(equilibrium) state. The mechanism of economic security of the enterprise is aimed at maintaining
the functioning of the enterprise in a non-threatening zone; choosing the optimal and safe way for
the future activity of the enterprise (from instability to sustainability).

The mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise is based on a system of
fundamental principles, which is formed on the basis of the provisions of each aspect of
counteracting the threats to the enterprise. Conceptual principles include, first, understanding the
enterprise as a dynamic system; second, the interpretation of this system as developing under the
influence of external and internal contradictions; third, as a system capable of adapting its tactical
objectives to the strategic goals of its development.

The basic general principles of any holistic formation are: systematic, interdisciplinary
approach, objectivity, complexity, adaptation, cyclicality. Let’s consider the role of an economic
security mechanism through the prism of applying these principles to the enterprise as a coherent
system.

The principle of systematicity (which focuses on direct links and feedbacks) implies that the
mechanism of economic security of the enterprise should not only provide protection against
threats, but also, promptly assessing the current and probable consequences of the dangers, actively
influence them, modeling the internal and external environment in the desired direction.

For the proper functioning of the enterprise, the undisputed interconnection of two
subsystems: the security system and the organizational and management system is extremely
important. In our opinion, the necessary balance is achieved in several conditions: the management
of the enterprise does not consider the security subsystem as a minor one; individual links of the
security subsystem are woven into the organizational and management subsystem of the enterprise;
all subsystems contribute to the implementation of preventive measures developed by the security
service and actively involved in the process of threat prevention or elimination of the negative
effects of destabilizing factors.

The principle of complexity implies that the management of the enterprise has operative true
information about the state of development of the enterprise; there is a bank of alternative strategies
and activities; the security system responds quickly to fluctuations in the internal and external
environment and identifies current and potential threats; depending on the situation, a decision is
made on the optimal variant of enterprise protection (localization of threats, implementation of
counter-threats, coordination of interests of the parties) and the mechanism of its implementation.

The mechanism of ensuring the integrity of resources at all levels of enterprise management,
implementation of the system of preventive measures and contradictions in the changing economic
environment stimulates the system of economic security of the enterprise to use the principle of
multidisciplinary approach to search for new knowledge, modern tools for protection against
threats.

For the successful operation of an enterprise in a controversial external environment, the
principle of objectivity, which requires promptness, correctness and adequacy of the information on
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which decisions are made, is essential. The mechanism of ensuring economic security is to scan the
information space of the enterprise; identification of information, selection of the most important at
the moment and valuable for the future.

The principle of adaptation in today's transformational conditions becomes almost the most
important. Based on the very essence of the operation of the enterprise; a large number of its
relationships with counterparties who have different interests; the active (often aggressive)
realization of the intentions of economic entities in the economic space, it is vitally necessary to
adapt the production-management and financial-economic system of the enterprise to constant
dynamic changes. The mechanism of economic security of the enterprise provides palliative
implementation of adaptation measures.

The principle of cyclicality, reflects the technical, technological, social and financial and
economic processes of the enterprise. The effective functioning of the enterprise requires the co-
optation of elements (above all, information) of the economic security mechanism of the enterprise
into the processes of material, intangible and financial resources circulation.

The principle of self-determination is actualized in the conditions of finding the enterprise in
the danger zone, when the task of self-preservation comes to the fore. The role of the economic
security mechanism is, first and foremost, to prevent such a situation. However, if such a situation
arises, you must: objectively evaluate the situation; to rethink the purpose of the enterprise; identify
urgent goals and measures for their implementation; increase the level of economic security of the
enterprise.

The specific role in the system of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise belongs to
the principle of control. This principle implies: continuous monitoring of indicative indicators for
detecting deviations; diagnostics of the mechanism of ensuring economic security with the purpose
of its modernization and adaptation to new conditions of activity of the enterprise.

The implementation of the principle of compliance implies the creation of such conditions
that on the basis of comprehensive, true information about the state of the enterprise, its life stage,
prospects of development, optimal strategic and operational-tactical decisions would be made,
which would ensure the functioning of the enterprise due to the high level of economic security.

The mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise should contribute to the
avoidance of conflict situations as a source of specific threats. That is why the principle of
reflection, which is used in the evaluation of information, which forms the basis of the formation of
the system of indicators of the enterprise and in the creation of systems of measures of influence on
the subjects whose actions contradict the interests of the enterprise, is so important.

An enterprise operating under current conditions characterized by increasing ambiguity and
unpredictability is not immune from the imbalance of its structural subsystems, conflicts of interest
with other entities, from material, financial and other losses. Such a state requires constant
monitoring of the external and internal environment; assessing the level of threats; justification of
cost expediency; identifying lost opportunities; the choice of optimal solutions from the calculated
alternatives, etc. All this requires the creation of a special security system that has an adequate
mechanism for implementing its basic principles and measures [11].

The enterprise's economic security system includes a number of elements, including: methods
for collecting and processing information from each subject and object of threats, methods for
identifying threats; methods of assessing their impact on the performance of the business entity
through a system of indicators specific to each enterprise; organization of direct and feedback
communication between the information-accounting system and the system that makes tactical and
strategic decisions.

The main purpose of functioning of the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the
enterprise is to constantly monitor the internal and external environment to collect information
about existing and possible threats in order to create objective bases for making prudent
management decisions appropriate to situations occurring at specific enterprises and reflecting the
specifics of the internal structure of the enterprise and its relationship with counterparties, other
entities.
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Thus, the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise by providing
identification and systematization of threats, facilitates the adoption of such management decisions
that allow the enterprise: to protect itself from destabilizing factors of the external and internal
environment; safely implement tactical and strategic objectives; design and implement preventative
measures, counter-threats, etc. [12].

Preventive measures include both protection against threats from entities actively competing
with the enterprise in the external environment, and an objective assessment of the enterprise's
ability to achieve its specific goals.

Establishment and implementation of the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the
enterprise involves, first, the identification of a special circle of subjects who, based on the powers
assigned to them, make decisions and are ready to act in unconventional situations, in unusual
situations; secondly, the creation of a bank of models of implementation of the mechanism of
ensuring economic security, taking into account the organizational structure of the enterprise; third,
the choice (from several developed and predicted) of the optimal strategy for the qualitative and
timely solution of urgent problems.

With simple and extended growth-type reproduction, the processes of enterprise functioning
do not go beyond the foreseeable limits, aimed at maintaining the status quo and, as a rule, do not
affect the interests and spheres of influence of other economic entities. When implementing a
development strategy, an enterprise actively (sometimes even aggressively) modifies the external
environment, disrupting the balance of interests. As a result, competition, antagonisms, conflicts
between economic entities are intensified, the level of dangers and the uncertainty of production
and economic activity of the enterprise increases.

Thus, already at the stage of formation of the enterprise development strategy, attributes of
uncertainty arise, which lay the foundations of future dangers. If an enterprise is focused on an
extended reproduction strategy, the risks are multiplied. Increasing of uncertainty and risks
actualize the solution of tasks: adaptation of the functioning of the enterprise to the changing
conditions of the environment and adequate provision of its economic security.

With aggressive enterprise development strategies, traditional methods of ensuring economic
security are inadequate. In this case, it is necessary to use the situational resource-functional
approach, which is based on the resource approach to the formation of strategic management of the
enterprise and the functional-resource adaptation approach to the organization of strategic
development of the enterprise.

The peculiarity of the situational resource-functional approach is the emphasis on taking into
account the dynamic uncertainty of the external environment and the active implementation of a
system of countermeasures in the external environment in accordance with the interests of the
individual enterprise. Aggressive, active behavior of the business entity is motivated by the very
essence of market relations. The main thing is that economic activity is implemented within the
current legislation, is based on the principles of entrepreneurial ethics and does not violate the
integrity of the environment.

Taking into account the variability of enterprise development, the mechanism of ensuring the
economic security of the enterprise should be ready to be implemented in a certain variant of two
groups of strategies: static strategies, the essence of which is the identification of the level of threats
and their localization or elimination; active strategies based on expanding the living space of the
enterprise and providing for permanent emergence of threats and immediate response to their
neutralization. Given that situations that arise in the process of functioning of the enterprise, richer
than formalized concepts, there are possible options for integrated use of even alternative options
from different groups of strategies [13].

Integration of elements and functions of the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of
the enterprise directly into the organizational and managerial mechanism of ensuring the process of
enterprise development enhances the security of the enterprise (subsystems, etc.) at all stages of its
life cycle, stimulating the implementation of offensive development strategies. Disruption of the
functioning of any component of the enterprise leads to an imbalance of the entire formation.
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Similarly, if an imbalance in a particular subsystem reaches or exceeds a critical limit, a situation
arises that threatens the economic security of the system as a whole.

The reaction to an unplanned situation is to make a decision on the basis of the scenarios of
the eventual development of events and the decisions that they have formed with the system of
economic security of the enterprise. In addition to scenarios, the enterprise's economic security
system must have a classification of the most expected, cyclically recurring threats to the enterprise;
special situational information base; developed system of measures of localization of threats; the
system of contradictions and the mechanism of their implementation [14].

Since it is not possible to anticipate all possible options for the strategy phase, alternative
scenarios are formed on the basis of incomplete, inaccurate, averaged information. The same,
probabilistic nature have the programs of active functioning of the enterprise in the external
environment, the totality of threats is also difficult to predict. Therefore, the issue of the feasibility of
implementing simulated programs is updated at the stage of operation of the enterprise and needs to be
adjusted in accordance with the real environment, relationships and interdependencies with other
businesses, the level of economic security.

At the stage of active functioning of the enterprise is the organization of the process of protection
of economic security, coordination of the activities of individual subsystems for economic protection,
determining the powers and motivations of subjects of all structural units, security services and more. At
this stage, preference is given to the use of a dialog-based informational-structural simulation method,
which allows to move away from the formation of a closed, fully formalized object model in favor of
local submodels.

It should be noted that at this stage of economic security, it is hampered by the fact that every
abnormal situation requires a quality extraordinary solution (both in form and content) at a certain time
[15]. The practical solution to this problem lies in the area of involvement in the cooperation of either
our own or hired specialists for a certain period, which on the basis of analysis, processing and modeling
of information create both a support system for decision-making and the basis for the implementation of
measures to improve the economic security of the enterprise.

Conclusions. It is extremely difficult to study the dynamics of an entity's behavior in an
uncertain environment. Even more difficult in the process of constant internal reorganization is to
maintain the integrity of the enterprise as a system. This is the main purpose of the mechanism of
ensuring the economic security of the enterprise — a set of actions based on certain methods,
techniques and tools that allow to protect the business entity from various hazards, to adjust the
behavior of relations with counterparties on the basis of determining priority interests; to adapt
strategic goals to the changing conditions of the dynamic state of the external and internal
environment.

The effective functioning of the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the
enterprise involves the existence of an adequate system that recognizes threats, anticipates their
consequences, identifies methods of localization of hazards, submits warnings to the management
system, where operational decisions are made, to eliminate threats and / or adjust the strategic goals
of the enterprise.

Establishment and implementation of the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the
enterprise involves, first, the identification of a special circle of subjects who, based on the powers
assigned to them, make decisions and are ready to act in unconventional situations in unusual
situations; secondly, the creation of a bank of models of implementation of the mechanism of
ensuring economic security, taking into account the organizational structure of the enterprise; third,
the choice (from several developed and predicted) of the optimal strategy for the qualitative and
timely solution of urgent problems.

The purpose of the enterprise's economic security mechanism is to eliminate existing real
threats; prevention of potential losses from possible dangers and adjustment of the optimum amount
of resource potential on the basis of reconciliation of interests of counterparties interacting in a
single economic space. The enterprise's economic security mechanism should not only provide
protection against threats, but also, promptly assessing the current and probable consequences of the
dangers, actively influence them, modeling the internal and external environment in the desired
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direction. The mechanism of organization and functioning of economic security should be such that
it is able to adapt to the transformative activity of the enterprise through a system of preventive
measures of leveling the complex of threats.

The mechanism of economic security of the enterprise is aimed at maintaining the functioning
of the enterprise in a non-threatening zone; choice of the optimal and safe way of future activity of
the enterprise (from instability to sustainability) through scanning of information space of activity
of the enterprise; identification of information, selection of the most important at the moment and
valuable for the future. When an enterprise is in danger, the task of self-preservation comes to the
fore. The role of the economic security mechanism is, first and foremost, to prevent such a situation.
However, if such a situation arises, you must: objectively evaluate the situation; to rethink the
purpose of the enterprise; identify urgent goals and measures for their implementation; increase the
level of economic security of the enterprise.

Thus, the mechanism of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise by providing
identification and systematization of threats, facilitates the adoption of such management decisions
that allow the enterprise: to protect itself from destabilizing factors of the external and internal
environment; safely implement tactical and strategic objectives; to form and implement preventive
measures, counter-threats, etc.

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RESCRIPT OF HR-MANAGEMENT ENTERPRISE: DIGITAL REALITIES

Introduction. Today, the aggressive competitive background and the irreversibility of globalization
processes determine digital realities, where HR management indicates the success of offline and online
business. It is determined by a steady dynamic growth of enterprises’ revenues due to the expansion of new
segments, rational differentiation of the target audience and a market share. Achieving the planned key
metrics of business is possible only with the productive staff work, which depends on the loyalty level and the
degree of involvement in management decisions.

Purposes. The purposes of the scientific article are to rescript the specifics of enterprises’ HR
management in digital realities, as well as to develop the proposals and recommendations for its rational
organization based on increasing the staff loyalty level.

Results. The significance of rational enterprise organization and HR management in digital realities
is interpreted as a result of processing fundamental scientific works of famous scientists and economists.
Based on monitoring and analysis of enterprises activities that operate in the national and international
markets, the key factors, which affect the staff loyalty and act as drivers of their potential growth are
identified. It is reasonably proved that the set of accumulated staff competencies, as well as the degree of
their involvement in the enterprise activities indicate the level of staff loyalty. A strong correlation between
the level of staff loyalty, the productivity of their activities and the enterprise profitability is identified.

Originality. The methodical basis of the study is general scientific approaches (integrated and
process) with the usage of scientific deduction and induction methods, as well as logical and comparative
analysis. Additionally, to generate options for management HR decisions and its visualization, the
HARMONY Decision Maker was used.

Conclusion. The key role of the staff loyalty for enterprises and its impact on business development
are justified, including the maximum satisfaction of heterogeneous needs and preferences of customers, as
well as the formation of their positive experience. It is provided recommendations regarding the use of the
symbiosis model of interaction with the staff and policy management model as part of the HR-policy that
provides the simultaneous build HR capacity. The scientific approach is developed regarding monitoring
and systematic comparative assessment of staff, taking into account two dimensions of loyalty (axiological,
axial). Implementation of the approach will help to improve HR management by updating its basic
imperatives and catalyse the progressive development of the business in the context of permanent
bifurcations. The basic imperatives of HR-management of Ukrainian enterprises in digital realities are
formulated and recommendations on the use of the model of cross-functional interaction of staff are
provided. The use of specialized software for optimizing decision-making in HR management is proposed
and tested. The postulates of HR management are developed, and its implementation will guarantee the
business independence from endogenous staff turbulence in digital realities.

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ANALYSIS OF ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE AND IMPROVING THE MANAGEMENT
PROCESS

Introduction. Management and analysis of receivables are of considerable importance for the
operation of the enterprise. Considering the financial situation of the enterprise it is advisable to study the
dynamics, composition, structure, as well as reasons, terms of existence and limitation of the creation of
receivables. It is clear that regardless of the reasons of receivables, it is impossible to avoid it, so the
company needs to look for ways of effective Receivables management, in particular, accounting improvement
and efficient system of internal economic control, etc.

Purpose. There is a scientific substantiation of the necessity of analysis of accounts receivable at the
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level of production enterprise and analyze the dynamics of accounts and structure of receivables of the
enterprise summarizing the experience of modern scientists.

Methods. When writing the article and for reliability of conclusions and results the following methods
were applied: systematic approach — to define the essence and content of socio-economic categories:
"Receivables", "calculations"”, "debtors", "control" and Other, analysis of the special impact of receivables
on the enterprise, as well as analysis of consequences arising from violation of normal turnover of funds in
the enterprise, method of observation — investigation of payment process or write-off of receivables
Documentation regarding receivables for goods, works and services.

Results. Analysis of receivables Warehouse begin with overall estimation of its size dynamics in
general and in the context of articles. At this stage, there are no amounts of receivables that are unrealistic
for foreclosure. If such amounts are present, it is necessary to take steps to correct them. External analysis of
settlement status with debtors is based on data of form No 1 «Balancey». For internal analysis using
Analytical Accounting data is used for generalization of information about calculations with debtors.
Analysis of receivables structure of production enterprise showed that the biggest share of each year
accounted for receivables from internal settlements, in particular in 2015, it was 75.37%, in 2016, 2017 pp.
— Accounts receivable from internal settlements accounted for 68.35%, 56.40% respectively. Analytical
Accounting data indicate the growth of receivables from internal settlements explain the increase in loan
issuance to employees of the enterprise. Analytical Accounting data indicate the growth of receivables from
internal settlements explain the increase in loan issuance to employees of the enterprise. In second place
there is commodity accounts receivable, which in 2016 is the highest value-27.78%, and in 2015 — the lowest
value (13.81%). The following tasks are solved in the process of debtor's debts management:

— Determination of the amount of investment in receivables on commercial and consumer credit;

— Formation of principles and conditions of credit policy in relation to buyers of products; —
determination of potential debtors;

— Provision of encashment Receivables;

— Speeding up payments with the help of modern forms of receivables refinancing.

In fact, it is not enough that the amount of receivables do not exceeded the amount of the Accounts
payable. After all, an enterprise is obliged pay in its debts to the creditors irrespective of whether it receives
debts from its debtors or not.

Originality. The criterion was found, in which the growth of accounts receivable for goods, works and
services will not outpace the growth of net proceeds from the sale of provided services. Under such
conditions, the company will maintain its solvency.

Conclusion. In order to manage the receivables on the enterprise, it is necessary to use the
Receivables Management system, which will include such measures as credit policy and payment
management methods. Introduction of the debtor's debt management system into the production enterprise
will allow to manage the current accounts receivable efficiently, while avoiding those transformations to
other types of receivables. Which lead to deterioration of the financial condition of the enterprise.

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CURRENT STATUS OF REGULATORY PROVISION OF RESOURCE MANAGEMENT
IN UKRAINE AND THE WORLD

Introduction. The experience of state regulation in resource management issues proves that the
executive authorities do not provide a sufficient level of influence on the efficiency of use of resources by
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economic entities. The main objectives of these bodies are to implement public policies to ensure economic
growth in the sector or region concerned. However, the issue of resource management by these bodies is not
sufficiently addressed. That is why the issue of researching the regulatory framework in the field of resource
management is quite relevant today.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to identify and analyze the main indicators of resource
efficiency of Ukraine, to compare these data with indicators of other countries of the world, to systematize
the legal framework governing the issue of resource management at the micro and macro levels both in
Ukraine and in the leading countries of the world.

Results. The analysis of energy intensity indicators of GDP of Ukraine and other countries of the
world, which have minimum and maximum values of this indicator, calculated the growth rate in recent
years, graphically shows the dynamics of this indicator relative to the global average. In addition, the
dynamics of energy production and consumption indicators in Ukraine for the years 2010-2018 was
determined. As a result of this study, Ukraine was found to be ranked 1st in the world in terms of GDP
energy intensity. The leaders in GDP energy intensity are also Russia, Kazakhstan, Canada, etc. The lowest
rate is observed in EU countries as well as Turkey and Japan. One of the important means of reducing the
state’s resource dependency and improving the efficiency of resource use is state regulation. In today’s
economic context, the need to improve the current regulatory framework becomes even more important. That
is why the article focuses on the study of the regulatory framework in the field of regulation of resource
conservation management in Ukraine and EU countries, as these countries have the best indicators of GDP
energy intensity.

Originality. The influence of regulatory support of issues of resource saving management on the state
resource efficiency indicators has been determined. The legal and regulatory framework of Ukraine and
other countries of the world was generalized and compared. Deficiencies in the legal support that exist in
Ukraine have been identified.

Conclusion. Ukraine is the leader in terms of GDP energy intensity. In addition, there is a significant
shortage of energy resources, which weakens the country’s energy security. Ukraine does not provide a
systematic approach to addressing resource management issues. The problems of resource efficiency, which
are key in the implementation of the policies of many developed countries of the world, have not been the
subject of constant attention at the state level in our country. The EU, Japan, and the US, with impressive
energy-saving success, have focused on more complex tasks - implementing resource efficiency programs
that have led to a gradual decline in resource consumption and GDP. In addition to government regulation,
the overall state of resource conservation and resource efficiency is also significantly influenced by
corporate policy in this area of individual entities. For all enterprises trying to implement an effective
resource management and resource-saving development policy, it is important to create an organizational
and economic mechanism for managing the resource-saving development of the enterprise, which includes
the regulatory framework governing these issues. Therefore, prospects for further scientific research are to
create an effective organizational and economic management mechanism in the direction of resource saving
and resource-saving development of the enterprise.

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THEORETICAL-METHODICAL FUNDAMENTALS OF LAND RESOURCES
MANAGEMENT IN UKRAINE

Introduction. Land is the most quantitatively limited and scarce resource, the use of which requires
a certain technological device, it is an object of life support for each person, which should be constantly
protected. Given the above land features, a special approach to land resources management should be
applied, effective regulation of land use, not limited by conjuncture, which actualizes the research topic.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is studying the theoretical and methodological foundations of
land resources management in Ukraine.

Results. It is proved that it is necessary to include the technological component in all spheres of the
agricultural sector of the economy and the interrelated influence on land resources management, due to the
fact that agricultural production entities are essentially scientific and production enterprises, which is due to
the high science intensity of the industry; the presence of variety-testing experimental sites and tribal
business; work on these enterprises of experimenters; systematic absorption of information flows of a
scientific direction; cooperation with a number of scientific organizations. It has been determined that a
significant share of value added along with wages, depreciation, interest, and profit is formed by rent and
this is a significant motivator for agricultural production in general. It is analyzed how globalization
enhances the effect of economic laws, in particular, a decrease in the productivity of production factors.

Originality. The systematic place of land resources management in agricultural production is
determined, which takes into account globalization influences on the structural elements of the aggregate
product of the agricultural sector of the economy, which allows submitting an object-subject scheme of land
resources management in which the objects of management are land, land rights, value added, which is
formed through the exercise of land rights, and the subjects of management are mini-agents, micro-agents,
general agents, the state, regional agents, global agents. This approach is very relevant from a practical
point of view, since it gives an idea of the differentiation of the rights and duties of each of the subjects of
land relations with respect to specific objects, which is especially valuable in the process of land reform in
Ukraine.

Conclusion. It is proved that the central element of the agricultural sector of the Ukrainian economy
is land resources management, since its level of efficiency forms the supply of | sphere (production of means
of production), the volume of raw materials and work performed of Ill sphere (storage, transportation,
processing, trade), the volume of orders and provision services of IV sphere (non-production infrastructure)
and is decisive in the formation of efficiency and harmonization of industries of 1l sphere (agriculture). The
necessity of technologicalization and information development of the industry is proved due to globalization
influences on the structural elements of the aggregate product of the agricultural sector of the economy. An
object-subject scheme of land resources management of the agricultural sector of the economy is presented,
in which the objects of management are land, land rights, value added, which is formed through the exercise
of land rights, and the subjects of management are mini-agents, microagents, general agents, state, regional
agents, global agents. The main problematic issues related to land resources management are identified, in
particular, the role of land as a business entity, the role of land as a means of production, the role of the
state in managing agricultural land. It is proved that in addressing these issues, one should focus not only on
national, but also on the best global practices.

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CONCEPTUAL PRINCIPLES OF REGULATION OF LABOR PAYMENT IN THE

Introduction. The article summarizes the arguments and counterarguments within the scientific
discussion on the regulation of remuneration in the context of personnel security, as the transformation
processes occurring in the context of globalization and European integration raise new requirements for the
personnel management system, enterprise, national economy. This is due to the fact that in the conditions of
market development the most significant changes occur in the social and labor sphere.

Purpose. The main purpose of the article is to investigate and formulate conceptual approaches to
regulating remuneration in the context of personnel security.

Methods. The methodological toolkit of the study was: the system of economic laws, concepts and
categories, the fundamental provisions of modern economic theory and applied economics. The general
methodological basis of the study is the dialectical method and the systematic approach method, the
abstract-logical complex approach, the analysis and evaluation of their interrelation; analysis and synthesis.
The subject of the study was the regulation of remuneration in the context of personnel security, since it is
this process that contributes to the socio-economic development of enterprises.

Results. The systematization of literary sources and approaches to the solution of the problem of
regulation of remuneration in the context of personnel security showed that Ukrainian and foreign scientists
investigated the issues of remuneration and personnel security, but in modern conditions it became
necessary to define the conceptual principles of regulation of remuneration precisely in the context of
ensuring personnel security. The research of this question is carried out in the following logical sequence:
definition of results, formation of the main tasks, directions of regulation of remuneration in the context of
ensuring of personnel security, formation of conceptual approaches depending on the personnel policy and
stages of the life cycle of the enterprise, determination of external factors that significantly influence the
regulation of remuneration work in the context of ensuring personnel security.

Originality. The article substantiates the conceptual principles of pay regulation in the context of
personnel security, which comprehensively take into account the areas of remuneration regulation, defined
by the legislation of Ukraine, and priorities of human security, and contribute to the formation of decent pay,
effective use of staff, social protection, professional and interpersonal , safety of life and improvement of
quality of working life of employees

Conclusion. Conceptual approaches to regulation of remuneration in the context of personnel
security, which are aimed at eliminating threats to personnel security, formed depending on the types of
personnel policy and on the stages of life of the enterprise. that will contribute to the formation of decent
pay, competitive staff, personnel security, competitiveness of the enterprise.

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INTERACTION WITH CLIENTS IN THE CONTEXT OF ACTIVATION OF SALE OF

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ASSESSMENT OF THE STRUCTURAL CHANGES UNDER TRANSITION OF UKRAINE
TOWARDS POSTINDUSTRIAL ECONOMY

The purpose of this study is to assess the structural changes in the national economy of Ukraine, the
countries of the European Union, the USA and the Republic of Bilorus, which is supposed to be implemented
through the use of an integrated indicator of the assessment of structural changes in the sectoral structure of
GDP; in determining the weighting factors and making up the latter the principle of «golden ratioy is used.
The choice of components of the integral indicator for structural changes is due to the sectoral division of
GDP into industry, agriculture and services. The proposed integral indicator reflects the harmonious (ideal)
GDP structure peculiar to the post-industrial economy, while deviations in the real structure indicate
structural changes in the national economy of Ukraine, the European Union, the USA and the Republic of
Bilorus. The article presents the results of the calculation of the integral indicator of structural changes in
the sectoral structure of GDP and its structural elements. Besides, the article provides analysis of the
reasons for the deviations of real indicators from the harmonious ones. The calculations show the crisis
phenomena both in the Ukrainian economy and in the EU, the USA and the Republic of Belarus.

The domestic economy demonstrates significant deviations in virtually all sectors, indicating a low
level of economy, a mismatch between supply and demand in the labor market, a low level of innovation, and
the inertia of transformational processes within the transition to the post-industrial stage of production. The
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application of the proposed methodology will allow us to identify strategic directions for the development of
national economy sectors and develop forecast scenarios.

Keywords: three-sector model; structural changes; integral indicator; harmony; golden ratio;
postindustrial economy; ideal structure; GDP structure.

Introduction. Under current conditions of transition of the Ukrainian economy from the
industrial to the post-industrial stage of development, structural shifts are taking place, which
scientists-economists considerto be as follows: changes that cause qualitative transformation of the
economic system, expressed in quantitative terms [1], as well as changes in the product-sectoral
structure of the economy within production and consumed resources: investments and basic fund
(industrial, technological, developmental and other structures), labor, material and energy resources [2].

That is, under structural changes qualitative transformation in the economy are considered,
accompanied by changes in its industrial structure, the structure of the fund, labor, technological
structure. The study offers to consider structural transformation based on the classic sector model
basing on technological criterion as determined by the specific correlation of sectors and highlights
the superior ones on a particular stage of socio-economic development and economic system [3].
The study of structural transformations in the sectoral structure of the economy will reveal the
priorities and directions of public policy for investing in certain sectors of the economy in order to
ensure the sustainable development of the country as a whole.

Literature review. Based on the achievements of such researchers as V. Heiets and
L. Shynkaruk [2], A. Chukhno [3], L. Serhieieva [4], V. Inozemtsev [5], it should be noted that in
the post-industrial society the dominant role is played by the services sector, and the production
sector (primary sector is agriculture and secondary sector is industry) has a small share.

In the works of foreign researchers various aspects of structural change are studied, so E. Bah
[6] proposed a model of structural transformation, using it to construct the industry time series of
the indicator of general productivity factors in accordance with the redistribution of labor between
the three sectors (agriculture, industry and services) and GDP growth per capita. In the work [7], the
authors, based on the theory of three sectors and the work of A. Lefevre, «The Urban Revolutiony,
propose a four-sector model in which the service sector is replaced by sectors focused on
urbanization and control.

W. Zang [8] offers a model for the growth of a small open economy and distinguishes three
sectors — industry, services and housing. The offered model synthesizes four models of neoclassical
growth theory and the urban economy — the low growth model, the two-sector model by Uzavi, the
urban model by Alonso and the housing model by Mood. The author analyses the dynamics of the
influence of such parameters as interest rate and internal advantages of the country's economy on
the economic structure, labor markets, fund, land and housing, the price of goods and services.

A team of researchers [9] analyzed the three-sector model of the economy with a focus on the
labor market, a feature of which is the use of the endogenous subsidy on full employment. They
point out that adjusting the endogenous subsidy for the difference in wages equals wages in a
market economy. Full employment can be achieved provided that the marginal products of the two
sectors are equal to the subsistence level. So, a significant reduction in the subsistence level is a
necessary and sufficient prerequisite for obtaining full employment in a three-sector economy.

Muro Kazunobu [10], based on the theory of the three sectors of economic model, examines
the basic factors of production (land, fund, labor power) within the trajectory of continuous
development (CGP), where rent rate remains constant, is used to coordinate Kaldora and Kuznets
factors, plays a certain role in linking the wage rate and the rent rate in the three-sector model. But
the author proves that the dynamic system along the CGP in the three-branch three-factor model
corresponds to the standard two-sector optimal growth model.

L. Serhieieva justifies the approach to estimating structural changes in national economies on
the basis of harmony, when the services sector is given a share of 62%, industry — 24%, and
agriculture — 14% [4]. The team of authors [11] offers a methodology for assessing structural shifts
in the national economy, based on the principles of mathematics of harmony and taking into
account the sectoral model of GDP structure.
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Based on the above approaches, in order to estimate structural changes we will use the GDP
indicator by type of economic activity, based on the sectoral structure and affiliation of a particular
industry to a particular sector of the economy — agriculture, industry and services, also we will use
the rules of harmonization in constructing an integral indicator of structural changes.

The purpose of the article is to identify structural changes in the economy of Ukraine and to
compare the tendencies of development in its sectors with the countries of the European Union, the
USA and the Republic of Belarus.

Results and discussion. Authors offer the following structure of an indicator of evaluation of
structural changes according to the three-sector model, where the main coefficients are
determined in accordance with the rules of harmony, mainly the golden ratio:

where sg, IS the value of the integral index (0<sg,,<1); Ss,, — Share of the services sector in
GDP; s,,, —share of industry in GDP; s, — share of agriculture in GDP.

Having analyzed the structure of GDP according to the three-sector model, it can be stated
that it is not harmonious across the countries under study (Table 1).

Regarding Ukraine, the main problems in the development of the agro-industrial complex are
the use of outdated technologies of land cultivation, low level of labor productivity due to the
deindustrialization of agricultural production, rather low productivity of agricultural crops, over-
employment, irrational production organization.

According to B. Danylyshyn, in order to remain competitive and develop dynamically,
Ukrainian agriculture needs modern infrastructure, research and innovation. In particular, the expert
speaks of three groups of innovations: organizational and technical (precise agriculture, M2M-
solutions and «lean production»), financial-logistical and industrial innovations (formation of
peering credit system and platforms for e-commerce) [16].

Concerning the deviations of GDP structure in the industrial sector of Ukraine, it should be
noted that these structural changes are the result of, firstly, the inefficient functioning of the low-
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key production (the share of V structure in Ukraine is less than 5% of total production), and
secondly, the result of the use of outdated technologies and equipment in water supply and
sewerage system, this area needs re-equipment and renewal; thirdly, the result of the problems in
highly sophisticated areas where highly qualified specialists of nano and molecular technologies
migrate abroad and finally the result of dequalification of the staff in most sectors, loss (essential
narrowing) of industrial sphere in the national industrial — agrarian economy.

As for the tertiary sector, services such as commerce are moving from the classic model to e-
commerce, and therefore require completely different resources: they no longer need the retail
space, but the Internet platform, not the sellers, but the universal consultants (which may be
replaced by custom programs in the future), they are also in need of logistics specialists (to develop
optimal routes of delivery of goods with the aim of reducing overhead costs), site developers and
visualization specialists, targetologists, etc. That is, the prospect of development of the services
sector is to diversify the ways of their provision with the use of modern information technologies,
mobile applications, cloud technologies etc.

A common trend in the EU and USA is the large deviations in the agricultural sector, which is
explained by the transformation of the primary sector into the secondary, and in greater part, into
the tertiary one. Such distribution, to our mind, is connected with the necessity of solving the
problem of food security through genetic modification, with the necessity of application of modern
bioengineering and molecular technologies in the production of products in this industry, which has
led to a shift of emphasis in filling the GDP.

In the USA the sustainable trend is prevailing the services sector in the GDP (75-79%),
indicating the transition of industry towards V-VI structures, which are directly related to the
development of nanoenergy, molecular-, cell- and nanotechnology, nanobionics, constructing robots
and devices, biomedicine, biocomputer systems, i.e the development of artificial intelligence
interacting with organic, «live» systems.

So, postindustrial revolution in the USA identified new proportions in the national economy
and trade — economic hierarchy. Management, marketing, advertising, tracking the goods to the
buyer, e-commerce, virtualization of business, appearance of cryptocurrency has replaced material
production (industrial and agricultural products) in the hierarchy of American economy. The change
of the value equivalents (and accordingly the price equivalents) in the market has identified the
phenomenon of «new» digital economy, a key feature of which is dematerialization (virtualization,
digitalisation) of economic system of the society.

The most close to harmonious is the GDP structure of the Republic of Belarus, which, to our
mind, is explained by the «manual» management of the economy and state protectionism.

Indicators of deviation of the real GDP structure of the studied countries according to the
three-sector model from the ideal ones, which have a structure based on the «golden ratio» principle
(formula 1), are presented in figures 1-4.

Exploring the S,, sector of Ukraine (Fig. 1a), it should be noted that the maximum deviation
from the ideal structure is 0.0558 (5.58%) in 2010, the minimum — 0.0018 (0.18%) in 2016, the
average deviation in structure is 0.0286 (2.86%).

In the sector S, (Fig. 1b) the maximum deviation from the ideal structure is observed as
0.0158 (1.58%) in 2010, the minimum — by 0.0048 (0.483%) in 2014, the average deviation in
structure — by 0.0104 (1.04%).

In the service sector (Ss..) (Fig. 1c) the maximum deviation from the ideal structure is 0.0497
(4.97%) in 2013, the minimum — 0.0053 (0.53%) 2015, the average deviation across structure, —
0.0244 (2.44%).

Thus, the calculations made indicate the crisis phenomena in the socio-economic sphere in
2013-2015, which is explained by both political factors (annexation of territories, hybrid war) and
globalization (absence of integration into international alliances, economic isolation in the
international environment) and also by economic factors (long-term decline in external demand for
domestic goods and services, massive outflow of fund and investments).

While investigating the S, sector in EU countries (Fig. 2a), it should be noted that the
maximum deviation from the ideal structure is 0.1252 (12.52%) in 2016, the minimum — 0.1237
(12.37%) in 2013, the average deviation in structure is 0.1245 (12.45%).

In the industrial sector and S, (Fig. 2b), the maximum deviation from the ideal structure is
0.0854 (8.54%) in 2018, the minimum — 0.0725 (7.25%) in 2010, the average deviation in structure,
—0.0790 (7.9%).

Exploring S... sector in EU countries (Fig. 2c), it should be noted that the maximum deviation
from the ideal structure is 0.0524 (5.24%) in 2010, the minimum — 0.0392 (3.92%) 2018, the
average deviation in structure — 0.0455 (4.55%).

Thus, as shown in Figure 2, the first two sectors show a straight-line trend in the development
of agriculture and industry, and the services sector is gradually approaching its ideal value. This
situation shows the transformational changes in the economies of the EU countries, when the EU's
policy is gradually being implemented towards overcoming the debt crisis, eliminating the
imbalances in the budget, in trade and in the movement of the fund, towards mobilizing the loans.
Most EU countries have labour shortage, for example, the German labor market requires up to
1 million people with vocational education and specialization, and Poland overlooks its shortage of
professionals through an open policy of attracting migrant workers from Ukraine, Belarus, Georgia
and some Asian countries.

Having carried out the research of the agricultural sector S,, in the USA (Fig. 3a), it should be
noted that the maximum deviation from the ideal structure is 0.1303 (13.03%) in 2017, the
minimum — 0.1262 (12.62%) in 2013, the average deviation in structure is 0.1294 (12.84%).

Regarding S, sector (Fig. 3b), it should be noted that the maximum deviation from the ideal
structure is 0.0512 (5.12%) in 2016, the minimum — 0.0330 (3.30%) in 2018, the average deviation
in structure is 0.0404 (4.04%).

Exploring S...sector in the USA (Fig. 3), it should be noted that the maximum deviation from
the ideal structure is 0.1502 (15.02%) in 2016, the minimum — 0.1290 (12.9%) in 2018, the average
deviation in structure is 0.1371 (13.71%).

The services sector is dominant in the structure of GDP in the USA, as there is a decline in
traditional industrial industries such as automotive, aviation, while the areas of circulation,
maintenance, IT technologies are gaining pace. The production of computers, software, processors,
multimedia tools, development, maintenance and improvement of Internet communications,
digitalization of the economy and society has led to the growth of the three key areas of post-
industrial economy of the United States — wholesale, retail trade and banking sector.

Thus it may be pointed out that computerization (digitalization) of the socio-economic life is
the tool for distribution, circulation, service maintenance of material production. Industry,
agriculture and transport traditionally depend on energy, human resources, political and geopolitical
factors, while the service sector is virtualized, thus accelerating the trade and calculation operations.

In the agro-industrial sector S ., of the Republic of Belarus (Fig. 4a) the maximum deviation
from the ideal structure is observed as 0.0558 (5.58%) in 2010, the minimum — 0.0018 (0.18%) in
2016, the average deviation in structure — 0.0286 (2.86%).

Industry Sector S, (Fig. 4b) shows the maximum deviation from the ideal structure to be
0.0652 (6.52%) in 2018, the minimum — 0.0387 (3.87%) in 2010, the average deviation of structure
—0.0530 (5.3%).

As for S... sector (Fig. 4c), the maximum deviation from the ideal structure is 0.0962 (9.62%)
in 2015, the minimum — 0.0001 (0.01%) in 2018, the average deviation in structure , — 0.0271
(2.71%).

Analyzing the above GDP structure, it should be noted that the state policy of the Republic
of Belarus is aimed at industrialization, since the industrial sector accounts for 30% up to 85% of
Belarusian export in the structure of GDP. The main industrial giants are «Minsk Tractor Worksy,
«Minsk Automobile Plant», «Mogilev Automobile Plant», «Gomel Plant of Agricultural
Engineering», «Minsk plant of wheel tractors», «Belarus car plant», oil refining plants in
Novopolotsk («Naftan») and in Mozyr («Mozyrskyi oil refining plant»), «Belarusian metallurgical
plant» in Zhodino, «Belaruskaliy», «Grodno Azot», «Bilenerhoy», «Beltransgaz» («Gazprom
Transgaz Belarusy), «Atlanty. There are a number of state programs in the republic to support the
development of the industry, thanks to which enterprises have state subsidies, benefits and priorities
in investing.

The agro-industrial complex provides domestic needs for foodstuffs by more than 80%, and
only about 17% of the total food consumption is imported (mainly fish and tropical products). Such
a balance of food resources is sufficient to strengthen the country's food security. The government
has implemented a program for rural regeneration and development, helping to form new types of
rural settlements — agro-towns the number of which is more then a thousand and a half.

Alexander Lukashenko’s decree number 8§ «On the development of the digital economy»
came into force on March, 18 2018; it legalized cryptocurrency in the country, Bitcoin in particular,
ICO and smart contracts. The country is attractive for outsourcing — remote software development,
for example, Viaden Media is a software developer for All-in Fitness, Smart Alarm Clock and
Yoga.com for iPhone and iPad. All-in Fitness has been a front runner for a long time in more than
40 countries in Healthcare & Fitness section in AppStore. The total number of application usage
exceeded 200 million, by 2011 the company itself has become the largest mobile app developer in
the post-Soviet space. In 2016, Facebook bought Masquerade (MSQRD), an application of
Belarussian developers, Masquerade Technologies for photo and video overlays of masks and
filters; in 2017 Google bought Belarussian company AlMatter, which specializes in computer
vision [17]. Therefore, the country's services sector has the closest possible structure to the ideal
one.

Applying formula (1) the authors made calculations of integral indicators of structural
changes during 2010-2018 in Ukraine, EU countries, the USA and Respublic of Belarus (Table 2).

Each of the studied country and their alliances show a positive trend towards achieving an
ideal GDP structure, but the mechanisms of transformation of the sectors are different for each of
the economies.

Thus, in the post-industrial economy, globalizational transformations and informatization of
the society, firstly, the nature of work (where intellectualization and the ability to work with
significant amounts of information) is changing significantly, and secondly, the division of
production activity by sectoral principle, on the basis of which a fundamentally new intellectual and
creative sector is formed, and thirdly, there is a change towards satisfaction of needs from material
to cultural and personal, and, consequently, the change in the human motivational complex.

As a result of these processes, structural changes in the economy are observed, which in turn
requires the introduction of a methodology for assessing structural changes in order to reduce their
negative impact, develop scenarios for the development of the national economy and satify its needs
with highly qualified specialists.

Conclusions. The approach offered by the authors concerning building the integrated index
and evaluating structural changes in the sectoral structure of GDP, which is built on the proportion
of «golden ratio», will allow the national authorities to determine the strategic directions of
development of perspective sectors and to develop prognostic scenarios by calculating the deviation
of some objective indicators.

The prospect of further research is to improve the methodology of evaluation of structural
changes in the national system of training highly qualified specialists in order to ensure the growth
in GDP; another prospect is to identify deviations between the future labour market demand and the
existing structure of higher education in order to define the strategic directions of development and
implementation of new educational programs.

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OCENA KONKURENCYJNOSCI POLSKIEJ GOSPODARKI

Artykut  podejmuje istotng dla wspolczesnego Swiata kwestie konkurencyjnosci gospodarek
narodowych. Uwaga rozwazan zostata skoncentrowana na udzieleniu odpowiedzi na pytanie: jak nalezy
ocenic¢ konkurencyjnos¢ polskiej gospodarki narodowej na tle gospodarek krajow sgsiedzkich? Dgzgc do
udzielenie odpowiedzi na nie rozpoznano istote pojecia konkurencyjnosci gospodarek, jej wyznacznikow i
miernikow ich opisu. Umozliwito to w kolejnym kroku przeprowadzenie analiz i ocen konkurencyjnosci
polskiej gospodarki i gospodarek krajow sgsiedzkich oraz wskazanie odpowiednich miejsc w rankingach
regionalnych i Swiatowych.

Stowa kluczowe: konkurencyjnosc polskiej gospodarki, potencjat konkurencyjny, podstawa okreslania
konkurencyjnosci.

Wprowadzenie. We wspélczesnym $wiecie uwaga teorii ekonomii jak i praktyki
gospodarczej koncentruje si¢ w znacznym zakresie na problemie rozwoju przedsiebiorczosci
postrzeganej tak w wymiarze makro- jak i mikroekonomicznym. Jej efektem jest konkurencyjnosc
podmiotéw gospodarczych na rynku. W zwigzku z postepujacymi procesami regionalizacji i
integracji istotnego znaczenia nabiera konkurencyjno$¢ poszczegélnych gospodarek narodowych,
przektadajaca si¢ na ich konkretne miejsce, role i znaczenie w systemie gospodarki §wiatowej, czy
tez w systemie gospodarki kontynentalnej lub regionalnej.

W $lad za tym czgsto pojawia si¢ pytanie: jakie jest miejsce, rola i znaczenia konkretnych
gospodarek narodowych na tle gospodarki $wiatowej? Udzielenie odpowiedzi na nie wymaga
rozumienia poje¢cia konkurencyjno$ci gospodarek, jej wyznacznikdw i miernikéw ich opisu, co
umozliwi wskazanie odpowiednich miejsc w rankingach oraz poréwnania konkurencyjnosci w
krajach sasiedzkich, przy uwzglednieniu zmiennych uwarunkowan procesow regionalizacji i
globalizacji.

Majac na uwadze konsekwencje procesow konkurencyjnosci dla realizacji wyzwan
rozwojowych kazdego kraju interesujagcym wydaje si¢ spojrzenie na ich ksztattowanie w Polsce w
relacji do krajow sasiedzkich.

Przeglad literatury. Pojecie konkurencyjnosci zwane rowniez rywalizacja lub
wspotzawodnictwem jest znany od zarania dziejow. Wspolczesnie traktowane jest jako zjawisko
uniwersalne. Uwidacznia si¢ ono najbardziej w gospodarce, ale dotyczy takze takich dziedzin takich
jak: polityka, sztuka, nauka, a czasem takze Zycie osobiste. We wspolczesnej mysli ekonomicznej
problematyka konkurencji, konkurencyjnosci 1 konkurowania jest przedmiotem zainteresowania nie
tylko teoretykdw ekonomistow i praktykdw zycia gospodarczego, ale rowniez jak rowniez rzadow
poszczegbdlnych panstw, a takze organizacji migdzynarodowych.

Che¢ poznania i1 zglebienia problemu konkurencyjnosci gospodarczej we wspotczesnym
$wiecie wymaga rozpoznania samej idei konkurencyjno$ci gospodarki narodowej, jej
wyznacznikow oraz ogdlnej charakterystyki czynnikow jej wzmacniania.

Pojecie konkurencyjnosci zwigzane jest z pojeciem konkurencji. W literaturze ekonomiczne;j
przyjmuje si¢, iz pochodzi ono od tacinskiego slowa ,,concurrere”, tlumaczonego jako ,biec
razem”. Oznacza ona w istocie ,,wspétzawodnictwo, rywalizacja” [3;5.275]. Charakteryzuje wigc
ona relacje pomigdzy podmiotami, ktére by osiagna¢ wyznaczone cele rywalizuja z innymi
podmiotami. W sytuacjach tego typu pojawia si¢ zagadnienie konkurencyjnosci. Pojecie
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konkurencji i konkurencyjnosci odnoszone jest najczesciej do przedsigbiorstw, ale najwigkszy
wymiar odnajduje w odniesieniu do gospodarek narodowych.

Termin ,konkurencja” jako kategoria ekonomiczna ma wiele definicji. Literatura
ekonomiczna przedmiotu konkurencje definiuje najczesciej jako: .,...proces, w ktorym uczestnicy
rynku dazac do realizacji swych interesoOw, probuja przeciwstawi¢ korzystniejsze od innych oferty
ceny, jakosci, warunkow dostaw 1 platnosci oraz innych waznych dla kontrahentow elementow
transakcji”’[5;s.25]. Oznacza to, ze dziatlania podejmowane przez jednych dla osiggnigcia
okreslonych celow utrudniajg (a niekiedy nawet uniemozliwiajg) osiggniecie takich samych celow
przez innych”[4;s.272], a takze jest to ,,...zdolno$¢ kraju lub przedsigbiorstwa do tworzenia
wiekszego bogactwa niz konkurenci na rynku §wiatowym” [6;s.30].

Pojecie konkurencyjno$ci, mimo wielu uje¢, nie doczekalo si¢ jednak zwigztej i ogélnie
akceptowanej przez wszystkich definicji. Ich ilo§¢ nieustannie wzrasta, z kilkunastu z konca lat
czterdziestych do ponad 400 obecnie [2;5.17]. Mimo, ze wiele cech powtarza si¢ w definicjach u
roznych autoréw, to jednak kazdy definiujacy konkurencyjno$¢ wnosi co$ nowego, sprawiajac ze
nie jest ono definicjg precyzyjnag. W badaniach ekonomicznych rozpatrywana jest ona w dwoch
nurtach. Pierwszy odwoluje si¢ przede wszystkim do klasycznej teorii konkurencji (E. Chamberlin, J.
Bain, G. Stigler) na bazie teorii rynku. Zajmuje si¢ on dwoma kluczowymi dla gospodarki
zagadnieniami: generalng charakterystyka rynku, tj. jego struktura, rozwojem, funkcjonowaniem,
panujaca na nim sytuacja, oraz strategicznymi zachowaniami przedsigbiorstw, ktore z jednej strony sa
zdeterminowane przez istniejgce cechy rynku, a z drugiej - same ten rynek ksztaltuja. Drugi z nurtow
odnosi si¢ do roli panstwa w gospodarce rynkowej (M.E.Porter). Wiaze si¢ on z analizg ograniczen
rynku jako mechanizmu regulacji, to jest z oceng tych sfer gospodarki rynkowej, w ktorych mozna
zakwestionowac efektywnos$¢ ,,niewidzialnej reki rynku”.

Na Swiatowym Forum Ekonomicznym w Lozannie w 1994 roku konkurencyjnos¢ okreslono
wowczas jako ,zdolnos¢ kraju lub przedsiebiorstwa do tworzenia wigkszego bogactwa niz
konkurenci na rynku swiatowym [9;5.18]. Tak rozumiana konkurencyjnos$¢ sktania do wniosku, iz
gospodarka by zosta¢ uznana za konkurencyjng musi tworzy¢ bogactwo, ktore bedzie wieksze niz
bogactwo konkurentow. Przywotana definicja wydaje si¢ by¢ bardziej trafna do okre$lania przewagi
lub pozycji konkurencyjnej, gdyz wskazuje wynik poréwnywania podmiotéw ze wzgledu na
konkurencyjnos¢.

Przywotane podejscia do konkurencyjnosci wskazujg na jej wielopoziomowy charakter, co
oznacza, ze mozna przypisa¢ jej cechy wielu podmiotom [4;s.272]. Przyjmujac za podstawe
klasyfikacji podmiot analizy, konkurencyjno$¢ mozna ocenia¢ na poziomie: konkurencyjnosci firmy
na tle innych firm w sektorze: w ramach kraju oraz w aspekcie migdzynarodowym; konkurencyjnosci
sektora na tle innych sektoréw (w przypadku, gdy produkty sektorow mogg by¢ substytucyjne); oraz
konkurencyjnosci gospodarki danego kraju [1;s.137]. W literaturze najwigcej miejsca poswigca si¢
konkurencyjno$ci przedsiebiorstw oraz konkurencyjnosci gospodarek narodowych. Wiele kwestii
pozostaje jednak niezbadanych lub ich interpretacja jest dyskusyjna, dlatego tez spotecznosc
naukowa potrzebuje dalszej uwagi.

Cel artykulu naukowego: analiza indywidualnych podejs¢ do okreslenia istoty
konkurencyjnosci i ocena poziomu konkurencyjnosci polskiej gospodarki.

Wyniki i dyskusja. Roznym koncepcjom konkurencyjnos$ci gospodarek narodowych odpowiadaja
odmienne proby wyjasnienia przyczyn wzrostu konkurencyjnosci. Zalicza si¢ do nich najczescie;:
posiadanie bogactwa naturalnych, ktorych rozmiary — w tradycyjnym ujeciu — wyjasniaja przewage
konkurencyjng narodéw; posiadanie taniej sily roboczej; korzystne parametry makroekonomiczne,
polityke gospodarcza rzadu oraz szeroko rozumiane metody zarzadzania.

We wspolczesnym $wiecie, gdy rywalizacja zyskuje charakter globalny i wptywa praktycznie na
wszystkie dziedziny Zycia spolecznego waznym jest aby zastanowi¢ si¢ jakie sa uwarunkowania
konkurencyjnos$ci gospodarek narodowych. Czynnikami wptywajacymi na ksztalt konkurencyjnosc
zajmujg si¢ instytucje analizujagce konkurencyjnos¢. Do znanych oraz cenionych analiz
konkurencyjnoéci naleza ujecia World Economic Forum (Swiatowe Forum Ekonomiczne) oraz
International Institut for Managementh Development (Mig¢dzynarodowy Instytut Zarzadzania i
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Rozwoju) w Lozannie). Oba osrodki cho¢ analizg obejmujg ten sam problem, zasadniczo réznig si¢
w podejsciu merytorycznym zaro6wno co do liczby krajow objetych analiza, jak réwniez w metodzie
obliczania wskaznikow. Ustalenie pozycji kraju w migdzynarodowym rankingu konkurencyjnosci
gospodarek 1 spoteczenstw moze by¢ dokonane réznymi metodami. Przywotuja one indeksy
syntetyczne (zagregowane), ktore sktadaja si¢ z kilkunastu wskaznikow prostych, takich jak:
indeksy konkurencyjnosci. Prace tych instytucji publikowane sg co roku w raportach. Dostarczaja
one bogatej informacji o badanych krajach, poprzez oceny poziomu konkurencyjnosci kraju w
postaci konkretnego wskaznika [7].

Organizacja ktora zajmuje si¢ w najszerszym zakresie analiza konkurencyjnosci jest World
Economic Forum. Publikuje on ,,Raport Globalne;j Konkurencyjnosci”,
w ktorym zaprezentowane indeksy buduje si¢ w oparciu o dane liczbowe i badania ankietowe.
Badaja i oceniajg one przez pryzmat poziomu konkurencyjnosci gospodarek mocne i stabe strony
funkcjonowania gospodarek poszczeg6élnych krajow.

Przy konstruowaniu indekséw miarg oceny jest siedmio stopniowa skala. Warto$¢ srednia
wskaznikow ksztattuje si¢ na poziomie 3,5. Wskazniki, ktore zblizaja si¢ do maksymalnego
poziomu 7 oznaczaja ocen¢ najwyzsza, za$ te ktore sg bliskie 1 oznaczaja oceng bardzo niska.

Gléwnym indeksem rankingu Swiatowego Forum Ekonomicznego jest indeks GCI (Global
Competitiveness Index) — indeks wzrostu konkurencyjno$ci (zdolnosci konkurencyjnej kraju) [9].
Odzwierciedla on potencjal rozwoju danego kraju na najblizsze kilka lat. GCI sktada si¢ z trzech
zbioréow czynnikow, bedacych podstawa wzrostu ekonomicznego w $rednim i dlugim okresie,
ktorymi sa: pierwszy — podstawowa baza wymagan, drugi - czynniki zwigkszajgce wydajnosé oraz
trzeci - czynniki innowacyjnosci i specjalizacji.

Analiza przywotanych zbiorow czynnikéw w odniesieniu do Polski i krajow bezposredniego
otoczenia wymaga w pierwszej kolejnosci wskazania podstawowych wielkosci  opisujacych
potencjat rozwojowy tych krajoéw (tabela 1).

Potencjat rozwojowy Polski i krajow sgsiedzkich wedtug danych za lata 2017 rok byt dalece
zréznicowany wzgledem siebie. Wiodacym krajem pod wzgledem powierzchni jest Rosja, a w
dalszej kolejnosci Ukraina, Niemcy i1 Polska. Natomiast pod wzgledem liczy ludnosci Rosja,
Niemcy, Ukraina i Polska. Z kolei pod wzgledem wielkosci PKB i jego % udziale w wytwarzanym
Swiatowym Produkcie Globalnym przoduja Niemcy, Rosja i Polska. Przywotane wielkosci i relacje
przekladaja si¢ takze na warto$¢ wskaznika GCI na lata 2018-2019. Byty one dalece zréznicowane
wzgledem siebie (tabela 2, 3 14). W analizach konkurencyjnos$ci przez pryzmat wskaznika GCI nie
uwzgledniono Biatorusi, ze wzglgdu na brak poréwnywalnych danych.

Pierwszy ze zbioréw (tabela 2) — formutujacy podstawowa baze wymagan - odnosi si¢ do
czterech filaréw konkurencyjno$ci (instytucji, infrastruktury, $rodowiska ekonomicznego oraz
zdrowia 1 szkolnictwa podstawowego). Sumaryczne ich wskazniki GCI wskazuja na wyrazng
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dominacje¢ Niemiec pod tym wzgledem. W dalszej kolejnosci lokuja si¢ Litwa, Czechy, Rosja i
Polska. Najnizsze warto$ci 1 wskaznika i miejsca w rankingu osiggnety Stowacja 1 Ukraina.

Z kolei w odniesieniu do filaru otoczenie (sSrodowisko) makroekonomiczne ktory obejmuje 5
wyznacznikow (deficyt budzetowy jako % PKB, stopa oszczgdnosci brutto jako % PKB, inflacja
jako zmiana roczna w %, dlug publiczny jako % PKB oraz rating kredytowy panstwa: 0-100
najwyzszy) wiodgcym krajem sg Niemcy, dalej w rankingu lokuje si¢ Rosja. Wzglednie zblizony
poziom reprezentuja Czechy, Litwa, Stowacja 1 Polska. Dalece w rankingu odbiega Ukraina.

Ostatni z filaru zdrowie 1 szkolnictwo podstawowe odnosi si¢ do 10 wyznacznikdéw (8 w
odniesieniu do zdrowia: wplyw malarii na przedsigbiorczo$¢; liczbe zachorowan na malarie na 100
tys. ludnos$ci; wptyw gruzlicy na przedsiebiorczos¢; liczbe zachorowan na gruzlice na 100 tys.
ludnosci oraz wptyw HIV/AIDS na przedsigbiorczo$¢, $miertelno§¢ noworodkoéw; wpltyw poziomu
$miertelnosci noworodkow oraz oczekiwanej dlugosci zycia na przedsiebiorczos$¢; oczekiwana
dlugos¢ zycia; 1 2 w odniesieniu do szkolnictwa podstawowego: edukacja na poziomie
podstawowym oraz wplyw edukacji na poziomie podstawowym na przedsigbiorczos¢) lokuje
réwniez na jednym z czotowych miejsc Niemcy.

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STATE CONTROL OVER THE SAFETY AND INDIVIDUAL QUALITY INDICATORS
OF LIVESTOCK PRODUCTS IN UKRAINE

The scientific article reveals the vectors of evolution of state control over safety and individual
indicators of quality of livestock products in Ukraine. The analysis of the state control system is carried out
in the context of five components: 1) legislation; 2) management and its organizational structure; 3)
inspection service; 4) laboratory service; 5) information, training and communication. The problems that
cause the low quality and danger of many livestock products in Ukraine have been identified. The ways of
improvement of the state control over safety and separate indicators of quality of livestock products in
Ukraine are shown.

Key words: state control, safety, quality, livestock production, state veterinary inspector, accredited
laboratory.

Introduction. European model of the control system (supervision which is considered to be
one of the most effective) is being introduced in Ukraine due to acute problems in the sphere of
livestock production safety. However, the results of such implementation are still far from desirable.
There is an urgent need to strengthen state supervision of quality assurance processes, guaranty
detailed legislative regulation of these processes, and mechanisms for the functioning of quality
management systems in livestock farming in addition to solving of livestock production hazard
problem.

Literature review. Issues of quality and safety of livestock products, as well as state control
over the processes of their guarantee, scientific works of such scholars as G. Duffy, J.-F. Hocquette,
F. Medale, R. Richardson, S. Prache, N. Scollan [1], A. Nardone [2], J. Higgs [3], J. Noordhuizen,
J. Metz [4], I. Kravchenko, Yu. Oglashennyi, Ye. Horovets [5] and others were devoted to these
problems. The results of many of these studies have become the basis of certain government
decisions to ensure the proper quality of livestock products in Ukraine.

Over the past 7 years, there has been an intensification of efforts towards the functional
approximation of the Ukrainian system of technical regulation to the requirements of the EU and
the WTO. However, these efforts in most cases relate to the formation of a system of technical
regulation in general, regardless of the sector of livestock breeding. There is a need for a thorough
assessment of the system of state control over the safety and quality of livestock products, as well as
the justification of mechanisms, tools and measures that would ensure the implementation of an
integrated or process approach to guaranteeing quality and safety.
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The purpose of the article is to evaluate the effectiveness of the system of state control over
the safety and quality of livestock products in Ukraine and to substantiate ways of improving this
system.

Results and Discussion. In the joint document of the Food and Agriculture Organization of
the United Nations (FAQO) and the World Health Organization (WHO), "Ensuring Food Safety and
Quality: A Guide to Strengthening National Food Control Systems”, the effectiveness of the system
of state control is to be evaluated due to the following main components:

— legislation;

— management and its organizational structure;

— inspection service;

— laboratory service;

information, training and communication.

Only if all of these components are at the acceptable level, one can state the effectiveness of
the system of state control (supervision), which can guarantee the safety and quality of livestock
products and protect the consumer.

From our point of view, with regard to the situation in Ukraine, the process of evaluation
should begin with such an element as management and its organizational structure. In accordance
with modern (in particular, European and American) requirements, the precondition for ensuring the
effectiveness of the system as a whole should be the existence of a single body to monitor the safety
and quality of food "from field to the table™ (similar to the FDA in the United States or EFSA in the
EUV).

However, functions for controlling the quality and safety of food products, consumer
protection were scattered among the three entities in Ukraine, by 2015: 1) the State Veterinary and
Phytosanitary Service of Ukraine; 2) the State Sanitary and Epidemiological Service of Ukraine;
3) the State Inspection of Ukraine on consumer rights protection. Moreover, by 09.12.2010, such
control structures were even more, as the State Veterinary and Phytosanitary Service of Ukraine
were created on the basis of the State Committee for Veterinary Medicine, the State Plant
Inspection on Quarantine and the State Plant Protection Inspectorate.

Thus, in Ukraine for 25 years (1991-2015), the system of state control (supervision) in the
field of safety and quality (as in many other areas) was too bureaucratic and in fact remained
oriented on the principles of the administrative-command economy. According to O. Bakumenko
[6], under the conditions of limited financing from the state budget, among the controlling bodies,
there was observed rent-oriented behavior and "pursuit of finances of market operators”. Each
supervisory authority, under the slogan of consumer protection, tried to introduce as many paid
services, types of state control, permits, as possible which do not exist in developed countries.

Departments created a "self"- regulatory framework that covered a certain segment of the
food chain. The main criteria for evaluating of the activity of these monitoring services were the
total number of inspections carried out and fines imposed thereafter [6]. This contributed to a
further increase in the number of inspections and fines for entities that did not perceive such rent-
oriented behavior of officials and lobbied their interests in power structures. However, such a
procedure did not in any way contribute into guaranteeing the quality of products and protecting the
interests of consumers’ problems solving.

The large number of control bodies, the dispersal and duplication of their functions, the
division of the latter depending on the stages of the promotion of feed or end product to the
consumer only increased the pressure on businessmen and did not contribute to raising the level of
quality and safety of food products of animal origin. In fact, until 2016, in the case of the
implementation of poor-quality products and consumption of it by people, it was virtually
impossible to find and punish the responsible market agent or official. Only in early 2016 the State
Service of Ukraine for Food Safety and Consumer Protection began to function in Ukraine
(02.09.2015 Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine approved the Regulation on State Committee for
Consumer Safety, 16.12.2015 - its territorial bodies were formed). The State Committee for
Standardization and Civil Service transferred functions on the implementation of state policy in the

areas of veterinary medicine, safety and specific indicators of quality of livestock products,
identification and registration of animals, compliance with sanitary legislation, implementation of
metrological and market surveillance, consumer rights protection and advertising.

Now, due to the insignificant term of functioning of the newly created body and the lack of
proper funding, the effectiveness of control and market surveillance of the processes of ensuring the
quality and safety of livestock products remains extremely low.

A similar problem with terms and efficiency in Ukraine is observed in the analysis of such a
factor of the effectiveness of the system of state control and supervision as legislation. Although
only in 2002-2014 the EU has adopted almost a hundred legislative acts on issues of food safety and
quality, in Ukraine, real steps to formulate relevant legislation (its separate elements) that would
meet modern requirements were made much later in Ukraine. Only in September 2015 the Law of
Ukraine "On Basic Principles and Requirements for the Safety and Quality of Food Products” [7]
entered into force in a new wording and under the new title (in accordance with the Law of Ukraine
No. 1602 of 22.07.2014 "On Amendments to Some legislative acts of Ukraine on food products *).
It envisages, without exaggeration, revolutionary measures for Ukraine to organize and implement
state control over the safety and quality of livestock products. In particular, the legal basis for the
creation of a single state body for the implementation of state control and supervision throughout
the food chain (plants - feed - water - animals - food products of animal origin) is laid down.

The competent authority, as noted above, has become the State Service of Ukraine for Food
Safety and Consumer Protection. A number of specialists (in particular, M. Marenych, S.. Arancii,
N.. Mariuha [8] Ye. Kyryliuk, A. Proshchalykina [9, pp. 195-196], etc.) substantiated the need for
such an institution since the beginning of the 2000s, however, this idea met considerable resistance
on the part of the controlling entities that were operating at that time.

Among other important provisions of the Law of Ukraine "On Basic Principles and
Requirements for the Safety and Quality of Food Products™ [7], it is worth highlighting:

- bringing terminology in the field of quality and safety in line with EU legislation;

- establishing detailed hygiene requirements and implementing the HACCP system, in
accordance with Regulation (EC) No. 852/2004. Regarding activities with food products, which
contain raw ingredients of animal origin, the functioning of the HACCP system becomes obligatory
from 20.09.2017;

- implementation of traceability requirements as a compulsory element of any effective
livestock production safety system. Traceability ensures obtaining as much information as possible
about the origin of feed, water, veterinary drugs, the products themselves on the principle of "step
back - a step forward", and in case of a threat to human life and health - to determine the source of
danger and its distribution channels;

- obligation for market operators to provide information to competent authorities and other
entities on the basis of records of measures taken for the integrated management of hazardous
factors. Relevant entries that must be kept for 3 months after the end date of sale of products are
conducted concerning: a) the type and origin of feed; b) veterinary preparations for animals, their
date of application, time of rational expectation, after which the use of an animal or livestock
products is permitted; c) the existence of all animal diseases that may affect the safety of livestock
products; d) the results of tests of samples taken from animals for diagnostic purposes; e) data
concerning inspections of animals or livestock products;

- regulation of real possibilities for stopping production and prohibiting the circulation of
livestock products harmful to human health, even if its production formally complies with the
norms of safety legislation and certain quality indicators;

- prohibition of the circulation of food products of animal origin, the labeling of which does
not meet the requirements of safety legislation and individual indicators of food quality;

- mandatory preparation and implementation of a long-term plan of state supervision and
control and its continuous improvement as a response to the identification of new risks;

- requirement for the necessity of regular reporting on the implementation of state
supervision;
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- the necessity of obligatory accreditation of all laboratories that carry out product testing for
the purposes of state control in accordance with the standard DSTU ISO 17025: 2006 "General
requirements for the competence of testing and calibration laboratories";

- requirement to create a network of reference laboratories.

With the adoption of the Law of Ukraine No. 1602 "On Amendments to Certain Legislative
Acts of Ukraine on Food Products”, significant deregulation of the livestock production market was
ensured by eliminating those ineffective and bureaucratized permitting procedures, requirements
and documents that do not exist in the EU. In particular, it was canceled due to lack of connection
with the guarantee of safety of products obligatory sanitary-hygienic expertise, the use of GOST,
DSTU and TU (their replacement with 1SO standards and European standards), provides the
simplification of the procedure for the market introduction of new products.

In general, this legislative act is harmonized with Regulation (EC) 178/2002, Regulation (EC)
852/2004, and partly with Regulation (EC) 882/2004.

It is also important to note some positive impact on the processes of ensuring the quality and
safety of livestock products. Laws of Ukraine No. 1648 dated August 14, 2014 "On Amendments to
Certain Legislative Acts of Ukraine on Identification and Registration of Animals” and # 161 of
15.07.2015 "On Amendments to the Law Of Ukraine "On identification and registration of
animals”.

Recently, the formation and updating of the sanitary legislation of Ukraine, which should play
a key role in establishing the parameters of product safety, has been observed.

Compliance with the State sanitary norms and rules "Medical requirements for the quality and
safety of food products and food raw materials”, which provides for the availability of veterinary
documents containing information on the use of pesticides for the control of ectoparasites or animal
diseases for processing of food raw materials of animal origin premises where animals and poultry
are kept in fish-water reservoirs intended for the breeding of fish, bees, indicating the name of
pesticides, as well as veterinary remedies, antibiotics, hormones.

In the manufacture of food raw materials of animal origin it is not allowed to use veterinary
preparations (feed additives, growth stimulators of animals, including hormonal preparations,
veterinary preparations, including antibiotics), preparations for the treatment of animals, poultry,
and also for processing premises for their maintenance, not allowed to use.

In accordance with medical requirements, animal products (including hormonal preparations),
medicines (including antibiotics) used for the purpose of fattening, treatment and prophylaxis are
monitored for residues of veterinary preparations of animal growth promoters, including for infant
food, in accordance with medical requirements, diseases of cattle and poultry, pond fish, and bee
families. In the meat, meat products, by-products of slaughter cattle and poultry, pond fish, products
of beekeeping control the content of the most commonly used in animal husbandry and veterinary
feed and medical antibiotics: 1) bacitracin (Bacitracin A, B, C, zinc- bacitracin); 2) tetracycline
group (tetracycline, oxytetracycline, chlortetracycline - the sum of the starting substances and their
4-epimer); 3) groups of penicillin (benzylpenicillin, phenoxymethylpenicillin, ampicillin,
amoxicillin, pentametamate); 4) streptomycin; 5) levomycetin (chloramphenicol) [10].

In addition, the Order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine No. 548 "On Approval of
Microbiological Criteria for Determination of Food Safety Indicators” [11], which was harmonized
with Regulation (EU) No. 2073/2005, came into force on 08.20.2015. The order sets the list of
sanitary-microbiological indicators in food products and criteria of their safety, hygienic criteria of
the technological process; general requirements for testing on microbiological criteria, requirements
for research (testing) and sampling of food products; measures to address shortcomings in
unsatisfactory results of the study.

The system of microbiological risk assessment on microbiological and bacteriological
parameters includes monitoring of four groups of microorganisms: 1) sanitary-indicative, which
include mesophilic aerobic and optional anaerobic microorganisms (MAFAM) and bacteria of the
group of intestinal sticks (BGKP), including E. coli ; 2) potentially pathogenic microorganisms,
which include S. aureus, bacteria of the genus Proteus, B. cereus and sulfitreducing clostridia;
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3) normalization and control of pathogenic microorganisms - salmonella and L. monocytogenes;
4) microorganisms of damage - mold, yeast and lactic acid microorganisms.

Somewhat earlier, May 18, 2016, the Order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine No. 368 "On
Approval of State Hygiene Regulations and Norms" of the Regulation of Maximum Levels of
Certain Pollutants in Food Products [12], which established maximum levels in livestock
production of mycotoxins (in particular, aflatoxins metals (lead, cadmium, mercury), dioxins and
dioxin-like PCBs, polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons, melamine), came into force.

It should be noted also the fact that the 03.09.2016 orders of the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine No. 694 "On approval of hygienic requirements for poultry meat and certain indicators of
its quality” [13] and No. 695 "On Approval of Parameters on the Safety of Poultry Meat™ came into
force.

The first of these is a complex document harmonized with the EU regulations, which contains
clear terms and definitions, specific hygiene requirements for slaughter, cutting and slaughtering
meat, slaughtering requirements, processing plants, crushing meat production facilities, semi-
processed products from meat and meat processing, requirements for raw materials, as well as for
minced meat, meat semi-processed products, meat products and their production, requirements for
poultry carcasses for sale to the consumer, packaging requirements, labeling and informing
consumers, hygiene requirements for the content of water in products, the procedure for making
decisions on non-compliance with requirements, etc.

The document provides the regulation of the concepts of "extensive retention or growing
indoors", "free walking", "traditional free walk", "free walking - full freedom."

The second order (No. 695) approved clear parameters of the safety for poultry meat for the
admissible content of toxic elements, antibiotics, nitrosamines, pesticides, dioxins, microbiological
indicators. Compliance with the requirements of these documents will increase the competitiveness
of Ukrainian poultry farming, will facilitate the conquest of domestic segments of the world poultry
market by Ukrainian producers.

This is evidenced by official Derzhstat data on exports of the specified products: during 7
months of 2017, Ukrainian enterprises exported 169.5 thousand tons of poultry meat, which is 31%
higher than in the same period in 2016 [14].

It is important to transfer the progressive provisions of the document and establish modern
hygienic requirements for beef, veal, pork, lamb, goat milk, milk, eggs, honey and other livestock
products.

However, the key legislative act was adopted to improve the efficiency of the control system
and the supervision of the safety and quality of livestock products in Ukraine only in 2017. This is
the Law of Ukraine No. 2042, May 18, 2017 "On State Control over Compliance with Legislation
on Food Products, Forages, By-products of Animal Origin, Health and Welfare of Animals" [15],
which will take effect in April 2018.

This law (in case of further ensuring of the implementation) introduces a new level of the
system of state control over the safety of livestock products, eliminating those drawbacks that do
not allow to guarantee safety in an appropriate manner. It defines the system of state control bodies,
their power and basic principles of activity; rights and obligations of market operators; principles
and requirements for the state control of food products of animal origin (fresh meat, raw milk and
colostrum, fishery products, etc.) and the welfare of living animals; requirements for sampling and
laboratory research (tests) and methods for their implementation; qualification requirements for the
persons who control (state veterinary inspectors and their assistants, official veterinarians,
authorized veterinarians); the basic principles of planning and financing of state control, its
implementation at the border and in exporting countries; strict liability for violating the legislation
on food and feed.

It is worth emphasizing the details of the types of state control (supervision) in the market of
livestock products, methods of its implementation, and those who have the right to implement it.
So, if one of the types of state supervision is considered - the audit of procedures based on the
principles of HACCP, then it contains verification: documentation; keeping records of processes
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that affect the safety of livestock and feed products; internal control system of the market entity;
corrective actions taken by them as a result of the analysis of detected inconsistencies; level of
qualification of the personnel. Authorized persons for state supervision - state veterinary inspectors
and their assistants - only can be official veterinarians, authorized veterinarians, employees of the
massacre, authorized by the competent authority of the laboratory. Other physical and legal persons
are not authorized to exercise state supervision.

The law lays the basis for a risk-oriented approach during inspections - each company is
assigned a certain risk category each year, which will determine the frequency of inspections. At the
same time, it should be noted that assessing the effectiveness of specific options for introducing a
risk-oriented approach will only be possible in the process of implementing the provisions of the
law, the development and implementation of the relevant by-laws.

In general, a risk-based approach makes it possible to reduce the cost of checking procedure
led by the state by increasing their effectiveness. For operators of livestock products market there is
an opportunity to act "ahead" due to compliance with safety legislation and separate quality
indicators. The consumer, in turn, gets guaranty of the products safety. This confidence will be
further enhanced by the complexity of inspections at all stages of the production and circulation of
livestock products.

One of the problems which negatively affected the effectiveness of inspections was the
necessity to inform market operators about it what is a contradictory with European principles.The
State Procurement Service generally could not carry out planned inspections of livestock production
market operators before 2017. At the same time, in order to carry out an unscheduled inspection, it
was required to receive a corresponding complaint from the consumer and agree with the Ministry
of Agrarian Policy and Food of Ukraine (Ministry of Agrarian Policy). Because of the bureaucracy
between the filing of the complaint and the actual inspection it could take up to a month and a half,
which undermined the meaning of verification [16].

Currently, the Law of Ukraine "On state control over compliance with legislation on food
products, feed, animal by-products, animal health and welfare™ clearly states the need for audits of
market operators without any warning. The procedure for obtaining an unscheduled inspection
permit is simplified. Unified forms of state veterinary inspection acts were approved (Orders of the
Ministry of Agrarian Policy No. 41 and No. 42 of 02.06.2017). A norm has been applied that
enables the audit of procedures based on the HACCP principles to be carried out at an enterprise
only if the state veterinary inspector sent to the audit has not participated in the state control over
such an enterprise during the last three years.

In general, the emergence of clarity and unambiguousness in determining the responsibility of
operators of the market of livestock products for violation of the legislation in the field of
production and circulation of food products should be emphasized.

Also, according to European approaches, a special regime of control on food products of
animal origin at the border is defined. Products should not be allowed on the territory of the country
until they are properly checked at the designated border inspection post. Prior to that, in Ukraine,
state control of imported animal food products at the border took place in the form of preliminary
documentary control. Other types of inspections were taken at the customs office at the place of
destination. Hence, dangerous products could only be detected inside the country, far from the point
of import. At the same time, the system of constant official control of the production and circulation
of products and raw materials of animal origin of the European Union (one of the hardest in the
world) was recognized as equivalent to the system of ensuring the safety and quality of food
products of Ukraine (Order of the Ministry of Agrarian Policy of 01.04.2014, No. 118).

There is a need to develop a number of by-laws and to allocate the necessary funding to
implement in practice the provisions of the Law of Ukraine "On State Control over Compliance
with Legislation on Food Products, Forms, By-products of Animal Origin, Health and Animal
Welfare", which came into force in April 2018. As V.Lapa, the chairman of the State Committee for
Consumer Goods and Consumer Protection, said that now it is necessary to develop and adopt
about 40 subordinate acts (more than half of which refer to livestock products) and to bring
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Ukrainian system of state control of the safety of animal products in compliance with EU directives
and regulations [16]. Indeed, as experts note, the success of the introduction of European norms
concerning the quality and safety of livestock products in Ukraine depends on the attention to the
details in the by-laws, as well as on the efficiency and transparency of the work of the controlling
body, the State Committee for Consumer Goods and Consumer Protection.

Currently, only certain subordinate acts are adopted, in particular, the CMU Resolution No.
460 of July 4, 2017, "Issue of Strengthening Veterinary and Sanitary Control as to Movement of
Animals and Animal Food Products of Animal Origin®, which provided creation of
Interdepartmental Mobile Group on the Prevention and Detection of Violations of Veterinary-
sanitary legislation at the State Committee for Proceedings of Consumer Goods. Participants of the
mobile group, in the case of suspicion on the spreading of infections, have the appropriate authority
for unrestricted access to controlled facilities, vehicle stops, inspections, sampling and dispatch for
research and examination.

From our point of view, it is expedient to ensure the avoidance of corruption risks and
excessive pressure on the subjects of the livestock production market in developing the above-
mentioned by-laws. Otherwise, the system of guaranteeing the safety of products will be corrupt,
ineffective, will lead to excessive expenditures of agricultural producers. Corruption became one of
the factors of the ineffectiveness of the system of state price regulation in Ukraine, which in fact
was abolished in 2017.

It is important to define the mechanism of state audit of procedures based on the principles of
HACCP, in the production, processing, storage and transportation of livestock products by a
separate by-law. The indicated mechanism should include a complex checking of: a) the necessary
documentation; b) records of processes that affect the safety of livestock products and feed; c) the
system of internal control of dangerous factors by the relevant commodity producer or other market
entity; d) corrective actions taken by the market operator as a result of the analysis of detected
inconsistencies; e) level of personnel qualification.

In our research, other problems related to the technical regulation of the processes of ensuring
the quality and safety of livestock products in Ukraine have been identified.

Thus, practice has proved the need for a substantial revision of the Law of Ukraine "On the
Production and Circulation of Organic Agricultural Products and Raw Materials" [17], which came
into force in January 2014, as well as the development of a number of sub-legal acts for its
implementation. Also, certain adjustments are required for “Detailed rules for the production of
organic products (raw materials) of animal origin”, approved by the CMU (March 30, 2016, No.
241). The norms of the current normative legal acts do not foresee the certification of the whole
process of organic production, according to the EU, and regulate the certification of the final
product only. There is no organic feed in Ukraine similar to that in the European countries. No
relevant standards and regulations have been developed, which forces domestic producers to
undergo organic certification of their production in accordance with current international standards.
They are the European standards most often.

Among other things, , the necessity of elaborating the new edition of the Law of Ukraine "On
Veterinary Medicine™ became evident if to take into account European requirements. Nowadays,
there are significant difficulties in the enforcement of its basic provisions. The new wording of the
law should, first of all, regulate the issues of ensuring the health and welfare of animals, the
implementation of private veterinary practice, the circulation of veterinary drugs, etc. As experts
note, for the implementation of a systematic approach to addressing these issues in one document it
is advisable to combine a number of developments that are contained in the draft laws "On
Veterinary Medicines”, "On Private Veterinary Practice”, "On Amendments to the Law of Ukraine"
On Veterinary medicine ", etc.

Consequently, legislation in the sphere of guaranteeing the quality and safety of livestock
products in Ukraine remains incomplete and not fully developed. The veterinary rules regulating the
production, processing, distribution and importation of products of animal origin (in line with
Council Directive 2002/99 / EC) remain inadequately detailed and developed; There are no special
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hygiene rules for most types of food products of animal origin - fresh meat of domestic ungulates,
industrial animals and game, including internal organs, minced meat (minced meat), meat semi-
processed products, mechanical collapse meat, fresh products, live bivalve molluscs, fishery
products, raw milk, colostrum, dairy products and colostrum products, eggs and egg products, frog
legs and snails, fried animal fat and ghee, gelatin well, raw materials for the production of gelatine
for human consumption, treated stomachs, bubbles and intestines, collagen (Regulation (EC) No.
853/2004); special hygiene rules for honey and beekeeping products (Council Directive
2001/110/EC); not prepared and implemented measures to implement the rapid alert system for
food products of animal origin and forage (Regulation (EC) No. 16/2011), measures for the proper
labeling of products (Regulation (EC) No 1169/2011), measures for food additives, dyes
(Regulations (EC) No. 1331/2008 and No. 1333/2008), flavorings, including with a smell of smoke
(Regulations (EC) No. 2065/2003 and No. 1334/2008); Measures for Genetically Modified
Organisms (GMOs) (Regulations (EC) No. 1829/2003 and No. 1830/2003).

It is necessary to ensure the development and adoption of the Laws of Ukraine "On the Safety
and Hygiene of Foodstuffs”, "On Providing Information to Consumers on Foodstuffs of Animal
Origin™, "On the Newest Food Products and Ingredients”, "On Items and Materials in Contact with
Food Products”.

In addition, as mentioned above, within 3-4 years it is necessary to adopt a large number
(about 40) by-laws, designed to fulfill already adopted key Laws of Ukraine "On the Basic
Principles and Requirements for the Safety and Quality of Food Products™ and "On State Control in
compliance with the legislation on food products, feed, animal by-products, animal health and
welfare. " if not to mention the subordinate acts necessary for the implementation of the laws
mentioned in the preceding paragraph. In general, this area has the largest amount of work, and it is
almost impossible to make it quickly. One of the reasons is the limited range of professionals who
can professionally work with such secondary legislation.

Proper implementation of the new requirements needs to be ensured - legislative
harmonization itself is not enough. This applies primarily to another component of the assessment
of the effectiveness of state control (supervision) — existence of a sufficient number of professional
inspection and laboratory services. After all, in Ukraine, territorial bodies of the State Committee
for Consumer Goods and Consumer Protection have only recently been formed, there is an urgent
need for training of at least four thousand inspectors in accordance with European standards
(primarily on the issues of carrying out the HACCP system audit, on the basis of which an
appropriate act is drawn up, the form of which is approved by the Order of the Ministry of Agrarian
Policy and Food of Ukraine Feb. 06, 2017, No. 41).

After all, the audit of the HACCP system is the basis of a modern system of state supervision
(control) in the field of production and circulation of livestock products. It is impossible to
introduce one of the most important principles of the European model of state supervision (control)
- the priority of the application of risk-oriented approach without proper training.

In order to ensure effective state laboratory control, an immediate optimization and
improvement of the laboratory diagnostic network (first of all, by consolidation and corresponding
reduction of the number of laboratories several times) is necessary. Currently, the technical and
technological equipment of these laboratories remains at an extremely low level, which does not
allow to effectively do research (tests) for the purposes of state control. The lack of appropriate
equipment and the necessary qualifications of staff may prevent the accreditation procedure to meet
the requirements of ISO / IEC 170250f most laboratories. There is an objective need to introduce
and improve a quality management system for test laboratories that can provide the appropriate
level and accuracy of tests.

There are 21 regional (regional) state veterinary laboratories, 15 branches of regional
laboratories of veterinary medicine, and also the testing center of the Institute of Animal Husbandry
of the National Academy of Agrarian Sciences (NAAN), accredited by the National Accreditation
Agency of Ukraine according to DSTU ISO / IEC 17025: 2006 on 01.09.2017 [18]. However, only
the testing center of the State Research Institute for Laboratory Diagnostics and Veterinary and
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Sanitary Expertise (DNDILDEVSE) accredited according to 1SO / IEC 17025 by the German
accreditation body DAKKS. Therefore, it was decided to create a reference laboratory for the
identification of residues of veterinary drugs, including forbidden, toxic elements, mycotoxins,
pesticides, microbiological parameters, GMOs, vegetable fats in dairy products, etc. on the basis of
DNDILDVSE.

Thus, there is actually one accredited laboratory (center), which is accredited by a foreign
accreditation body and has the appropriate technological equipment for complex testing through
European technical assistance projects in Ukraine. This is clearly not enough to carry out a large
number of investigations on the safety and quality of livestock products in all regions of Ukraine.
At present, there is no reason to carry out a large amount of such research, because the necessary
equipment in most of the regional accredited laboratories is absent.

There is a need to facilitate the technical equipment and accreditation of foreign accreditation
bodies by a number of testing laboratories; otherwise, effective state control of the safety and
quality of livestock products is technically impossible. There is an urgent need for strategic
investments that will improve the work of accredited laboratories and their innovative development.

In addition, taking into account a large number of studies on the safety and quality of
livestock products for the purposes of state control, it is important to ensure that specialist
accredited internship laboratories are trained in the leading laboratories of veterinary medicine in
the USA and EU countries (in particular, the United Kingdom, Germany, France, Belgium, Sweden,
Denmark , Poland, Lithuania, Latvia, etc.), as well as participation in internship-level professional
testing (FAPAS, GEMMA) rounds. These measures involve the need for significant amount of
financial resources, so part of these costs should be assumed by the state [19, p. 7].)

Finally, it should be noted that for the development of a network of accredited laboratories for
the purpose of state control in the field of safety and quality of livestock products, it should be
ensured:

- radical updating of devices and laboratory equipment of a number of accredited laboratories
authorized by the competent authority to carry out research (tests) for the purposes of state control,
or those test laboratories which are yet to undergo accreditation and authorization;

- participation of specialists in international professional testing (FAPAS, GEMMA, etc.);

- passing internships in reference laboratories in the USA and EU countries;

- purchase of reagents, referent materials, test systems, consumables for validation,
verification, methodical provision of laboratory research;

- increase of inspection audits by foreign accreditation bodies - members of the European Co-
operation for Accreditation (EA).

Without the measures indicated in the preceding paragraphs, the financial resources of the
state budget, market operators, and, ultimately, consumers will continue to be extremely ineffective,
without them it is impossible to achieve an acceptable level of protection of health of people and
animals.

Conclusion. Comprehensive assessment according to FAO and WHO classification of the
five main components of the system of state control (supervision) in the field of safety and quality
of livestock products in Ukraine (legislation, public management and its organizational structure,
inspection and laboratory services, information, training and communications) gives the reasons for
the conclusion that the efficiency of the operation of this system remains extremely low.

In view of the unsystematic nature of the measures to create an equal to the European system
of state control, a large amount of work that is to be carried out in a very short time, lack of proper
funding and appropriate qualified specialists, this system does not yet guarantee the proper quality
and safety of livestock products. The competent authorities are still not able to stop the production
of low-quality domestic livestock products and the import of foreign products of dubious quality
into the territory of Ukraine.

In Ukraine, according to the Consumer Protection Committee, about 80% of food products of
animal origin are falsified on one or more indicators. The most widespread is assortment
falsification or, in other words, fake. It is carried out by a complete or partial replacement of food
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ingredients with their substitutes (most often - of vegetable or chemical origin). In the organism of
the average Ukrainian, more than 10 kg of various chemicals come into contact with food each year,
which gives the food fresh appearance, pleasant smell and extends the storage period (the
inhabitant of Europe gets more than 2.5 kg of them) [8]. The consequence for our health is the
existence of various types of diseases, primarily cancer. A particular threat to the health of the
population is food poisoning of microbial origin (botulism, salmonella, etc.) derived from the use of
low-quality food products of animal origin.

According to numerous studies, about 60% of dairy products in Ukraine do not meet quality
standards. If earlier butter and condensed milk were basically falsified, now these processes include
cheese and whole milk products. Quite often, manufacturers use animal fat substitutes, not
indicating this when marking products.

After obtaining export quotas for dairy products to the EU, it turned out that no brand of
products meets European quality standards and cannot be present on the European market. Almost
50% of the products contained antibiotics, and they were in large quantities [20]. Currently, it is
virtually impossible to check the compliance of milk with European standards systematically,
because in Ukraine, as noted above, practically there are no specialized accredited laboratories.
Systemic and extremely acute is also the problem of the content of residues of antibiotics,
hormones, veterinary drugs, insecticides, heavy metals in meat and meat products, and eggs.

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RISK-ORIENTED ENTERPRISE POLICY: BASIC ASPECTS

The article deals with the risk-oriented approach to management in the system of economic security of
the enterprise. A number of basic principles and policy aspects of a risk-based approach to enterprise
management based on international risk management standards are proposed. The general information on
the basics of enterprise risk, the difficulties involved in determining risk readiness, and the components of
the process of determining risk readiness are explored. In the article, the author discloses the distribution
and reporting of information on risk readiness by all structural units of the enterprise, the procedure and the
process of informing external parties about the willingness to take risk. It also raises the issue of promoting
and rewarding the risk-oriented approach, eliminating conflicts of interest and risk culture, which are
integral to the successful process of implementing and operating a risk-oriented approach.

Key words: risk-oriented approach, economic security, policy, enterprise management, risks,
stakeholders

Introduction. The basis of national security, in particular its economic component, should
contain an effective mechanism for managing the risks of enterprises as leading subjects of
economic activity of the economic system of the state. In order to solve the problem of effective
processes of ensuring economic security at the macro level, it is advisable to study more deeply the
experience in the field of enterprise risk management, which is an integral part of the economic
security management of leading foreign companies. The current atypical circumstances for Ukraine
to conduct economic activity determine the urgency of solving the problem of developing an
unconventional methodology for risk management and its integration into a comprehensive system
of economic security of enterprises. Globalization and integration provoke increased levels of
competition, the accuracy of risk assessment requires more and more parameters to be taken into
account, so diagnostic tools tested in the world do not provide accurate forecasts. Therefore, the
creation of effective mechanisms for ensuring economic security at the micro, meso and macro
levels is an urgent need for economic development.

At present, there is no conceptual approach to managing the economic security system from
the standpoint of counteracting risks, and accordingly, there are no developed paradigms for solving
management tasks related to the mechanism of effective implementation of risk management. Top
management of domestic enterprises has always had an urgent need to build an effective risk-
oriented economic security system. Until recently, enterprises used two tools in risk management -
insurance and regulatory standards (at the enterprise level - safety standards, regulations,
instructions). To date, such measures are not enough: they are constantly changing, complicating
business conditions, increasing reputation risk, increasing corporate responsibility of management
for making managerial decisions. All of these are the consequences of an ineffective risk
management policy for modern businesses, which can cause them to fall into bankruptcy categories
and be forced to leave the market. The liquidation of business is one of the biggest threats to the
economic security of Ukraine, which, in turn, largely determines the level of national security of the
state. Therefore, economically safe business development with minimal risks is an important task at
the state level, and its solution should start at the level of top-management of enterprises to
implement the practice of economic security management using a risk-oriented approach.

Literature review. Today, the issue of risk-oriented approach to management in ensuring the
economic security of the enterprise has not been fully considered. A number of domestic
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researchers have dealt with individual issues in the risk-oriented approach, but financial institutions,
banks and insurance companies have been the subject of research. The application of this approach
to companies in the real sector of the economy has remained out of the limelight of researchers.
Yes, V.V. Begun and E.P. Buravlev [1] investigates the issues of risk-oriented approach, world
trends in its development in management and management and considers ways of its initiation in
Ukraine, as well as introduction in the insurance business. Osinskaya OV in [2] an attempt was
made to investigate the issue of implementing a risk-oriented approach in the field of business
management, where the author points out this approach as a new stage in the path of large-scale
introduction in our country of fundamental principles of risk management. Utkina OV [3] considers
in his writings the foreign experience of counteracting the legalization of criminal proceeds using a
risk-oriented approach in the banking sector. A number of authors such as Glushchenko OO [4],
Egoricheva SB [5], Andriychenko Zh.O. [6] investigate the problem of risk-oriented approach in
counteracting the legalization of criminal incomes.

The purpose of the article has been disclosure of the essence of risk-oriented management of
the enterprise in order to ensure the economic security and stability of the whole company.

Results and discussion. The development and integration / implementation of the risk
management process mainly falls within the scope of responsibilities of the Risk Director, the
Economic Security Professional, the business line managers, the economic security / risk
management department / department, and the responsibilities of other services / departments / audit
/ control departments at the enterprise.

The principles outlined below are relevant to any business entity, in almost every stage of its
development, and in any country. However, their practical implementation may vary depending on
regional and national factors, as well as the size, nature and complexity of the institution. However,
any business entity must be able to understand the principles and their practical implications for the
business. Each enterprise should seek to develop its own practical mechanisms for adhering to these
principles and be able to demonstrate to third parties both its actions in this direction and their
effectiveness.

An entity must determine its willingness to accept different types and levels of risk, taking
into account the organizational ability to manage such risks. A comprehensive understanding of risk
preparedness at different levels should determine the balance between risk and return, capital
allocation, product pricing, and incentive mechanisms and reward structures for employees, top
management. The business strategy should be developed and constantly aligned with the risk-
oriented approach to management in the process of ensuring the economic security of the enterprise.

The willingness to take risk as an integral part of ensuring the economic security of an
enterprise and choosing its business strategy should determine the highest level of management.
The level of risk that top management is willing to take can be associated not only with the desired
level and likelihood of earning profit, but also with the pursuit of other business goals such as
market share, innovation, reputation and more. However, in the end, the ratio between risk and
income is the clearest and most useful way of expressing your willingness to take risk.

The willingness to take a risk (the other side of which is risk avoidance) is the willingness to
agree to a particular risky project in exchange for a defined return. The difficulty in risk readiness is
to measure / evaluate the risk itself. Risk readiness / risk propensity should be expressed in what
level of risk can be accepted. However, the measurements / units of risk - although more objective
and consistent - are still far from perfect. They are particularly difficult to use when comparing
different "types of risk" (for example, market risk, credit risk, liquidity risk, operational risk), or
when combined to evaluate and compare complex activities. In view of these factors, it is really
difficult to be willing to accept risk taking and is highly reliable.

However, risk readiness is one of the few variables that can be controlled by an enterprise (as
opposed to market conditions, legislation, and other external factors). Therefore, willingness to take
risks is one of the most important factors that determine the success (or failure) of any organization.

Strategic goals, objectives and incentives should be set in such a way and at a level that can be
achieved in a stable business environment and without exceeding the maximum risks that the
enterprise is prepared to take. Once the risk readiness level has been established, it should be
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reviewed on a regular basis (more often than once a year, if necessary), in the light of changes in the
business environment and in accordance with the evolving risk assessment and understanding
situation. Top management must demonstrate a clear understanding of the relationship between risk
and profitability, meaning that the pursuit of higher levels of profitability is usually associated with
higher levels of risk and the potential for significant losses.

A well-developed risk assessment system is required to enable top management to identify
different types of risks and to obtain an assessment of the level of such risks associated with
different business strategies. Where quantification is not possible, mechanisms should be developed
for a clear, comprehensive qualitative description of risks.

To the extent that the risk assessment capabilities allow, the willingness to take the risk
should be expressed in the standard units of risk used by the entity. This facilitates the
communication of decision-making information to lower levels of the organization and a consistent
distribution of risk-readiness among business lines, products, types of risk, etc. However, as some
areas of risk metric activity may be lacking, willingness to accept risk should be expressed in
qualitative terms.

Once the risk readiness is set at the top management level, it must be distributed and balanced
at lower levels - for individual business areas and units, different products, branches in different
regions, and for different types of risk. This process, also called cascading, involves a
comprehensive consideration of the dependencies of risk - interconnections and differences - that
need to be addressed. Although in practice it is difficult to achieve accuracy in this process, it
nevertheless needs to be given maximum attention and to give the most accurate definition.

The Board of Directors is also responsible for ensuring that the enterprise has clearly
informed all external stakeholders for whom such information matters (investors, regulators,
partners, suppliers, consumers) about its willingness to take risks.

Businesses should reward and encourage employees and executives on the basis of long-term,
risk-adjusted value-added for the organization. The profitability of business units and any estimates
of financial profitability should be adjusted to reflect the value of the risks involved. Behavioral
incentives affect risk management at every level of the organization - from a board member or
senior executive who directs business activities to specific markets, products, customer segments,
and business practices, to the trade / sales office / host individual risk-taking decisions on behalf of
the enterprise in any transaction. As practice shows, excessive emphasis on short-term profit
without risk and long-term financial implications at all levels of the enterprise is a fatal mistake in
risk management and economic security.

The impact of remuneration and incentives / incentive mechanisms is less noticeable but
equally important at the level of control functions, including the risk management function. The
main problem here is the lack of a generally accepted and transparent methodology for assessing the
contribution of these functions to the “final practical result” (ie profitability). In spite of this
problem, providing appropriate incentives for control functions, including risk management, is
absolutely essential to ensuring that these functions are performed in the best and best interests of
the institution.

Preventing any form of conflict of interest is an absolute requirement of a proper risk-oriented
approach to management. A proper process of eliminating potential conflicts of interest for all new
members of the Board of Directors, senior officials of the executive body and employees should be
established at the enterprise. The separation of responsibilities, the independence of control
functions from revenue-generating functions, and the appropriate containment and counterbalancing
mechanisms at all levels of the organization must be implemented and maintained at all times.
Issues of conflict of interest (or simultaneous responsibilities to different parties where the interests
of one stakeholder are contrary to the interests of others) are closely linked to the incentives that
affect decision-makers. Conflict of interest prevention is achieved through the introduction of key
containment and counterbalancing mechanisms. Perhaps the most important of these is the
delineation of any decision to take risk from risk assessment and control, that is, these functions
must be independent. The main component of the practical implementation of the principle of
independence is organizational structuring at all levels.
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Employees of risk-taking services (ie, revenue generators) should exercise caution about the
risks and operate within the established risk standards, but should not have any risk control
responsibilities over their own business decisions. Similarly, effective risk-oriented management
assumes that functions such as profit and loss assessment, risk assessment and reporting, and
financial performance, and compliance with the rules and procedures, cannot remain solely within
the competence of risk-taking agents. These activities should be conducted by independent entities -
including financial reporting and product control, risk control and auditing - that cannot gain
something or lose something by distorting risk assessment decisions. The reverse is also true, that
is, employees performing risk control functions should not be involved in risk-taking activities as
this would compromise their position of independence and impartiality. The existence of an
independent risk management function also means that for all types of risk-taking activities, there
are numerous levels of risk assessment - the first at the level of the risk-taking function, the second
at the level of the independent risk-management function, and the third "line of protection™ at levels
of independent internal audit. This kind of multi-level vision of risks not only serves as a measure
of operational security, protecting against conflicts of interest, human factors, incompleteness of
information or fraud, but also promotes transparency and improved communication.

All aspects of the enterprise management system should be periodically reviewed by an
external independent body or bodies. This will prevent conflicts of interest specific to the enterprise,
and will ensure that market risk management, sectors, geographical regions, and other external
factors in which the organization operates are appropriate. It will also promote consistency and
consistency between the internal rules and procedures adopted by the company and its public
statements.

Businesses need to constantly develop a culture of risk understanding, recognizing the
importance of risk management and bearing personal responsibility for identifying and managing
risks. In addition to implementing proper rules, procedures and structures, a risk culture plays a key
role in the success of risk management and organization. Building a risk-based culture requires
recognition - at all levels and by all members of the organization - of individual responsibilities and
responsibilities in identifying and managing risks. It also requires constant open dialogue and
revision / adjustment of business goals, evaluation processes and employee incentives. It is a long
and difficult process, but its effect is long-term and far-sighted. As with the determination of risk
readiness and risk assessment, the risk culture should extend to all business units and areas of the
organization, and cover all relevant risks, both financial and non-financial.

Establishing a proper organizational structure, based on the principle of independence and
with the elimination of all conflicts of interest at all levels of the enterprise, which does not
eliminate the need to define clear areas of responsibility. The members of the Board of Directors,
senior executive officers, departments and individual employees should be clearly aware of the
scope of their responsibilities and the consequences of late or improper performance of their duties.
Disclosure and transparency create the best environment for accountability. They must be ensured
through formal requirements and daily informal interaction within the enterprise, as well as between
the enterprise and its external stakeholders - investors, clients, regulators and business partners. The
Board of Directors and senior management should promote disclosure and transparency by giving a
personal example, in approved policies and procedures, and through any other communication
channel.

Even the most extensive efforts to regulate, enforce binding principles and set specific rules
cannot exhaustively cover all situations and necessary behaviors that would ensure proper risk
management. In situations where other principles are lacking, it is still necessary to call for honesty,
honesty, justice and concern for the interests of others. Key individuals involved in the process of
implementing effective risk-based management to ensure the economic security of the enterprise
should also set and set a personal example of the highest ethical standards of conduct.

A positive risk culture is expressed in a variety of everyday behavioral patterns:

* Employees of the organization are generally aware of the risks and carefully consider
aspects of risk in their day-to-day work.
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* Organizations have a respect and appreciation for the role played by the specialized risk
management function, the desire to support, learn from, and learn from its work.

* Openness and willingness to disclose and discuss risk-related information and challenge
established views and assumptions.

« All levels of the organization feel responsible and adhere to the principles of good risk
management in a collaborative spirit that promotes not only top-down control but also bottom-up
engagement by employees.

* The risk function is considered by others to be a function that supports and contributes to the
success of the business, rather than a function that only controls and imposes restrictions.

» The methodology and risk assessment is consistent and appropriately integrated across all
lines of business and risk.

* There is adequate coordination between risk and finance functions as part of a proper risk-
adjusted profitability framework for business planning and incentive structuring.

* There is a proper balance between quantitative and qualitative risk assessment - employees
seek quantification - but they understand the limitations involved, including the assumptions, data
availability and capabilities of the systems.

Good risk management requires highly effective communication, including training,
feedback, reporting and involvement in a constructive risk dialogue. For proper risk management,
communication about them is no less important than risk assessment and control. The role of risk
managers and all persons involved in the risk management process should include a significant
responsibility for communicating risk information to all interested employees within the enterprise.

Effective communication on risk issues is in many ways another component of a
comprehensive risk culture. However, it addresses many aspects of risk management (very specific
and sometimes formal) that should be considered as a separate principle.

Communication involves training, feedback, reporting and involvement in a meaningful risk
dialogue. For proper risk management, risk communication is no less important than risk
assessment and control. The role of risk managers and all persons involved in the risk management
process should include a significant responsibility for communicating risk information to all
interested employees within the enterprise.

Each business must be assigned a senior executive responsible for all aspects of risk
management and all types of risk - as a rule, such officer is, for example, the Risk Officer. The
organizational hierarchy and the distribution of executive powers should reflect the importance of
the Risk Director and the risk management function, which should be on par with the revenue-
generating functions. In every organization, the risk management function must have the proper
status, authority and resources. The characteristics of an effective Risk Director include:

- independence from any direction of business activity;

- Membership of the Management Board / Executive Body that has a direct impact on the
organization's strategy definition;

- the ability to challenge and potentially veto the Board's risk-related decisions;

- direct accountability to the Chief Executive Officer (Chairman of the Board); recent research
indicates that direct accountability to the Board of Directors / Supervisory Board has significant
benefits and strengthens the position of the Risk Director.

- financial remuneration comparable to the level of importance in the organization.

The financial and technological resources that the risk management function possesses are
also an indicator of the importance of this function. These resources should be weighed against the
complexity and importance of the role played by the risk management function.

The enterprise must develop a deep understanding of the knowledge, skills and experience
necessary for all employees involved in the risk-oriented management process to successfully fulfill
their functional responsibilities. These competencies should be clearly stated and systematically
evaluated upon hiring, including testing or certification requirements. In general, all risk assessment
professionals should be competent in economics, finance theory, mathematics and statistics, as well
as information technology. Most risk management managers must also have exceptional writing and
oral communication skills.
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Personnel requirements should not be limited to academic education alone and, in most cases,
should include a component of hands-on business experience. If the available candidates do not
have the necessary skills or work experience, specialized trainings should be organized that can fill
in the missing knowledge and skills. Experience in risk management should be supplemented (to
the maximum extent possible) by experience in other units or experience in performing other
functional responsibilities. It is particularly useful to provide risk managers with the knowledge and
experience of functional risk-taking responsibilities, as well as product, customer and market
knowledge over which they will exercise independent risk control. Risk managers must also have
exceptional writing and verbal communication skills.

Conclusions. A risk-oriented approach to managing economic structures in various
modifications will find use in all industries without exception, will allow to modernize the systems
of management of economic entities of all types of economic activity, and therefore, will have a
positive effect on the strategic development of national economic sectors and the level of national
security. . Risk-oriented management will help control the level of economic security of business
entities, as well as create new risk management tools with predefined properties, based on the data
on the probability of their occurrence and the amount of probable losses for enterprises from their
operation. Thus, the proposed policy of risk-oriented management in the system of economic
security will become the core of the effective work of the enterprise and its sustainable
development.

MODELS OF REDUCING INEQUALITIES IN GLOBAL DEVELOPMENT

Introduction. Recently there has been an increase in income inequality in almost all countries. This
poses a threat to political, economic and social stability in the country. In most countries, there is no
strategy to reduce inequality or little attention is paid to it. Therefore, there is a need to develop concrete
practical measures to strike a balance between equal access to economic independence and social justice.

Purpose. The research aims is to analyze and identify models of reducing inequality (social justice) in
the face of global development.

Results. Equity is seen as the optimum level of inequality, so a fair distribution of national income
(national wealth) is the most important component of socio-economic development that affects economic
growth and its determinants. It is established that social justice provides the necessary link between social
structure of society and economic efficiency. Five concepts of social justice are analyzed: egalitarian,
utilitarian, rosian, market and meritocratic, their principles, main tenets, advantages and disadvantages are
revealed. It is established that most modern models of social justice (distribution) are mixed in nature and
combine in different proportions the principles of market model, economic efficiency and social justice.
Studying the experience of implementation of different models of social justice has allowed to establish the
following features: they acquire signs of universality, institutions of equalization and incentive policy are
being formed, they are changing according to the spatial, external and internal challenges of the present. It
is argued that in today's global development, justice models are gradually transforming and inclusive. The
inclusive development model is a hybrid model of social justice that focuses on equitable distribution of
goods, sustainable economic growth in incomes and the level of protection and quality of life.

Originality. The categorical apparatus of the concept of “justice” has been improved, which, unlike
the existing ones, is proposed to be considered as a certain order that ensures equal opportunities for
everyone and an honest distribution of wealth, benefits and income between members of society. Scientific
and practical approaches to the formation of an inclusive model of social justice are proposed, which is a
kind of clone of different models of justice, takes into account the combination of a number of development
factors and uses swap mechanisms that will allow moving to a multi-level and multi-polar system of
balanced development. Firstly, this is budgetary maneuvering to ensure a minimum level of social
protection with the following options: 1) redistribution of current government spending; 2) an increase in
tax revenue; 3) expansion of insurance premiums; 4) reducing the illegal movement of financial resources
and establishing control over the dynamics of capital; 5) additional assistance, credit or restructuring of
existing debt to free up resources; secondly, reorientation to the development of policies aimed at social
protection of certain social categories and equalization of income (as is the practice in European countries);
thirdly, ensuring conditions of social integration and equality in the provision of common services:
expanding universal access to health care, education, and culture.

Conclusion. The problem of inequality is perceived when the distribution of common goods is
considered unfair. In practice, countries use various types and elements of socio-economic policy that
dominate and are implemented in models of state development: liberal-democratic, corporatist (continental),
conservative, social-democratic. The universal model of reducing inequality should be an inclusive model of
social justice, which follows the principles of: accessibility of basic needs for each member of society; equal
access to basic needs: education, medicine, etc.; compensation - the actual distribution between persons of
the benefits (income) that the company receives from cost-effective changes. An inclusive justice model
should be accompanied by a steady increase in population incomes, economic opportunities, security and
quality of life, and not just simple GDP growth.

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HEALTH CAPITAL AS THE MAIN COMPONENT OF HUMAN CAPITAL IN
MODERN CONDITIONS

Introduction. In modern conditions, the concept of a human capital is a solid basis for the
development of programs for the development of the education system, science, healthcare, and the
distribution of labor resources. A human capital has become the main factor in the development of the
society, the economy and the state as a whole, in the study of which it is important to know the origins and
formation of the concept of "human capital".

Purpose. The aim of the work is to study the dynamic development of the concept of “human capital”,
a generalization of the considered concepts and designation of the place of health capital in the process of
formation and reproduction of a human capital.

Results. In the study of the impact of a human capital on the development of the state, it is necessary
to clarify some positions characterizing the most general boundaries of the phenomena under consideration
and the peculiarity of the author's approach to their study. This applies to general ideas about the concept of
a human capital, the nature of the methodology and methods of its development. The article explores various
approaches to the interpretation and development of the concept of "human capital” in the context of the
historical chronology of this economic category, gives an overview of the key definitions developed in the
framework of various economic schools, directions and works of individual researchers. The authors
examined the defenition of the structure of a human capital and determined the distinctive features of health
as a capital. It is proposed to use the methodology of analysis of the capital of education for the analysis of
health capital: according to the classification by the criterion of a scale, general and specific health are
distinguished. Using the classification of a health capital according to the criterion of the source of
investments, investors are defined in the total health capital - the state and the individual himself and the
specific health capital - the company (since the enterprise is primarily interested in the specific labor
abilities of the individual). In order to identify the issues of the formation of an effective system for
maintaining the health of citizens of Ukraine, the main socio-economic factors that directly affect the
formation and development of a health capital have been considered and analyzed.

Originality. The authors specified the structure of a human capital - the allocation of a health capital,
namely general and specific health. This refinement made it possible to determine the value of health not
only for an individual, but also for enterprises and the state, which requires the implementation of a new
approach to preserving and strengthening the health of the nation.

Conclusion. A variety of approaches to the study of the category of "human capital” makes it possible
to explain the versatility of this concept and define it as the main element in the development of socio-
economic relations at the present stage. The question arises about the relevance of teaching the subject
“health economics” as a science of the limited resources of people's health and the choice of ways of its
effective reproduction. Thanks to the health economy, a person as an economic entity is able to have
systematic ideas about various aspects of ensuring a healthy life and the main economic problems associated
with health.

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BIENERGY DEVELOPMENT TRENDS IN UKRAINE

Introduction. World and national experience in using renewable energy sources confirms that at the
present stage of development, an independent sector of the agricultural economy is being intensively formed
- bioenergy, which assumes the production of solid, liquid, gaseous fuels on the basis of biomass processing,
including agricultural wastes; thermal and electrical energy; environmentally friendly biofertilizer. A
positive aspect of the use of biomass is its almost annual renewal and availability in the main regions of
agricultural production. The importance of waste from the agricultural sector in the energy sector is
confirmed by comparing its bioenergy potential with the volume of consumption by the industry of petroleum
products, electricity and natural gas.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to substantiate the directions of efficient use of biomass energy
for ensuring the sustainable development of bioenergy in Ukraine.

Results. The forecasting of bioenergy production in Ukraine is maintained while maintaining the
current trends of its growth compared to the forecasted indicators of the Energy Strategy of Ukraine and the
possibilities of achieving the planned indicators are determined. Possibilities and threats of bioenergy
development in Ukraine are identified. The threats to the development of bioenergy in Ukraine are
significant, which requires measures to eliminate them in the conduct of state policy. The priority should be
to accelerate the development and adoption by the state of a transparent legislative framework and relevant
by-laws that will promote the development of national renewable energy, including bioenergy, and the non-
discriminatory access of RES facilities to centralized grids. Measures should be taken to stimulate the
economic development of RES and bioenergy: maintain an effective pricing policy for bioenergy products;
introduce a system of tax breaks and preferential credits for producers; develop direct budget support
mechanisms for innovative projects in this area.

Originality. The advantages and disadvantages, opportunities and threats of the development of the
bioeconomy in Ukraine are determined. The forecast of bioenergy production in Ukraine is made and the
possibilities of achieving the planned indicators of the Energy Strategy of Ukraine are substantiated.

Conclusion. Bioenergy resources should be used efficiently through the use of environmentally sound,
technically feasible, economically feasible and socially acceptable measures. This is the scientific concept of
energy saving in agroindustrial complex, for the implementation of which the investment and technical
policy, the system of government management should be aimed.

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TRENDS AND STRUCTURE OF AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS IMPORTS

Introduction. Ukraine annually imports more than 20 commodity groups for about a hundred
commodity items, of which four (I-1V) out of 24 items are agricultural and food products. At the same time,
the balance of foreign trade activity was negative overall (-9.6 billion USD), while in the agricultural sector
products it was positive (+13.6 billion USD). For the period 2001-2018, the total value of imports increased
from $ 15.8 billion. Up to $ 57.2 billion US, or 3.6 times, with a negative balance each year. Agricultural
imports increased from $ 1.1 billion to $ 5.1 billion US, or 4.5 times, with a positive balance annually. The
pace of increase in the value of imports has varied over the years. The highest indicators of the total value of
imports for the period under review were observed in 2008 and 2012, respectively at $ 85.5 and $ 84.7
billion with a negative balance of $ 18.6 and $ 15.8 billion USA. The cost of imports by years of agri-food
products was unstable, with the largest sums in 2012 and 2013, which amounted to $ 7.5 and $ 8.0 billion,
respectively. US with a positive balance annually. Thus, there is a tendency to increase the purchase of
imports of agricultural products. The predominance of imports over exports is a significant drawback of
foreign trade activity, which not only causes irrational use of foreign exchange earnings, but also reduces
the value of the country's national potential.

Purpose. The purpose of the scientific article was to analyze the dynamics of the cost of purchase on
imports of agro-food products and to determine its place in the structure of imports by the economy as a
whole for the period 2001-2018 and to develop proposals for increasing domestic production.

Results. It is established that the cost of purchase for imports of agricultural and food products for the
period under review increased from $ 1.1 billion. Up to $ 5.1 billion USA. Dynamics and structure of agri-
food imports by commodity groups I-1V according to UCCFT of Ukraine are investigated. It was found that
commodity group IV - finished food products (46.3%) with the amount of USD 2.3 billion accounted for the
largest share in the structure of purchase costs for imports of agricultural and food products. USA. It was
found that the highest growth rates were recorded in the costs of imports of products of commodity group Il -
products of plant origin (5.7 times) and group | - live animals and products of animal origin (5 times). It is
established that the largest share belongs to item 03 - fish and crustaceans (59.86%) in the structure of the
cost of purchase of goods of import of commodity group | - fish and crustaceans (59.86%), which increased
by 17.2 pp during the studied period. ., and the cost of imports increased 7 times. It has been researched that
in structure of cost of purchase costs on import of products of commodity group Il - products of vegetable
origin in 2018 the largest share belongs to item 08 - edible fruits and nuts (34,4%) and item 12 - seeds and
fruits of oilseeds (26.0%), with an increase in the cost of their purchase, respectively 8.2 and 11.8 times. It is
established that the increase in the cost of purchase costs for imports of products of item 10 - cereals was 3.8
times with their share in the structure of crop production 12.5%. The main amount is spent on the purchase
of corn seeds.

Originality. Studies have shown that foreign economic activity in the field of agricultural production
is carried out in the following areas:

- purchase on import of agro-food products, the own production of which does not meet the growing
needs of consumers in terms of quantity, quality, species nomenclature, assortment, packaging and price;

- purchase on import of agro-food products, the own production of which is impossible because of
inconsistency of natural and climatic conditions;

- purchase of imports of products and goods of technical and technological nature, which are
necessary to ensure the functioning of the agro-industrial sector, whose production in Ukraine is in decline,
or their volumes do not meet the needs of enterprises and organizations to ensure the production processes
in innovative products and goods (new varieties) and hybrids of agricultural plants, new more productive
animal and poultry breeds, etc.).

In the course of the research, the dynamics of the cost of purchase on agricultural and food imports
was analyzed and its place in the structure of imports on the economy as a whole during the period 2001-
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2018 was determined. from $ 1.1 billion Up to $ 5.1 billion USA. Accordingly, the value of imports on the
economy as a whole increased from $ 15.8 billion. Up to $ 57.2 billion US, or 3.6 times. At the same time,
the share of imports of agro-food products increased from 7.1% to 8.9%, or by 1.8 pp, which indicates that
the import growth rate was ahead.

It was found that commodity group IV - finished food products (46.3%) with the amount of USD 2.3
billion accounted for the largest share in the structure of purchase costs for imports of agricultural and food
products. However, their share dropped from 52.2% to 46.3%, or 6.2 pp, during the period under review,
while the volume of expenditures increased by almost 4 times.

The highest growth rates were recorded in the costs of imports of products of commodity group Il -
products of plant origin (5.7 times) and group | - live animals and products of animal origin (5 times), which
testifies to the growing consumer demand for these products and its insecurity. market.

In the structure of the cost of purchase of imports of products of commodity group Il - products of
vegetable origin in 2018, the largest share belongs to item 08 - edible fruits and nuts (34.4%), and item 12 -
seeds and fruits of oilseeds (26, 0%), with an increase in the cost of their purchase respectively 8.2 and 11.8
times, which indicates the growing consumer demand for the domestic market insecurity of these products,
which needs to intensify the development of the respective industries.

The insignificant share of costs (about 7%) for the purchase on import of vegetables - item 07, but the
largest increase (by 22.6 times) indicates the need to study the structure of purchase of vegetables by their
types and assortment and the available possibilities of their production in Ukraine.

It is established that the increase in the cost of purchase costs for imports of products under item 10 -
cereals was 3.8 times with their share in the structure of crop production 12.5%. The main amount is spent
on the purchase of corn seeds. This demonstrates the need for the development of seed breeding and maize
seed directly in the country.

It is established that the largest share belongs to item 03 - fish and crustaceans (59.9%) in the
structure of the cost of purchase of imports of products of commodity group Il - fish and crustaceans
(59.9%), which increased by 17.2 pp during the studied period. ., and the cost of imports increased 7 times.
This indicates the growing consumer demand for fish and the need to step up the development of the fisheries
industry in Ukraine.

Conclusion. Globalization transformations and rapid changes in natural and climatic conditions
make it necessary to intensify the scientific search and development and introduction of innovative products
of domestic production (varieties, hybrids of crops and species and species of animals), adapted to changing
zonal natural and climatic features.

The unlimited possibilities of thinking of a conscious highly intelligent person, the speed of movement
of scientific thought and scientific and technological progress cause the variability of the foreign trade
environment, significantly influence the change in the structure of supply and demand of goods and services
and the level of market price. Accordingly, there is a need of the society and the state for a stable sufficient
level of funding for scientific research, research and development in order to solve the problem and
prospects of development of all traditional sectors of the national economy, including the agrarian sector,
formation of a branched infrastructure of the components of the production process of production of final
products, goods and services, respectively. to the needs of both domestic and foreign consumers. This is due
to the need to avoid the negative consequences of under-production, to promote the stable supply of agri-
food and non-food products to the domestic market in accordance with the needs of consumers.

In addition, it will, firstly, lead to the industrial preservation of manufactured products and the
avoidance of losses in the event of overproduction; secondly, the reduction of the hype in the under-
production of products caused by adverse natural and climatic conditions of its production and restraining
the rate of increase of the market price. Therefore, the need for consumers to compete for products will be
met.

At the same time, the actualization of scientific researches in the field of new technologies of industrial
storage, deep processing and refining of manufactured products (drying, freezing, cooling, etc.), deepening
of economic relations in the direction of increasing the motivation of production teams in the manufacture of
finished commodity products with greater added value is archiving cost

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IMPLEMENTATION OF ZERO WASTE PRINCIPLES IN THE RESOURCE
CONSEVATION MECHANISM IN AGRICULTURE

Introduction. Target priorities for accomplishing resource conservation tasks in agriculture require
conceptual framework in order to determine the driving principles of taking effective measures in practice.
As the problem of resource conservation is rather complicated, the implementation of resource conservation
policy involves overcoming a number of existing organizational and economic problems, which updates the
topic of the research.

The purpose of the article is to explore the possibilities of implementing Zero Waste principles in the
resource conservation mechanism in agriculture.

Results. Basic concepts and theoretical models of resource conservation have been considered. The
focus is on the Zero Waste concept, which involves: zero discharge, zero emission, and waste reduction to
zero. The downside of the Zero Waste concept is that it focuses mainly on the environmental parameters of
investing in the resource conservation technologies, while the enterprise is primarily interested in the profits
from them. The author proves the necessity for expanding the concept line with a specific to the agrarian
complex concept of organic farming based on the agrobiological concept of farming. The place of organic
agriculture in the system of multifunctional resource conservation agrarian production and ways of
achieving the main goals of resource conservation organic farming are presented.

Originality. Taking into account the effectiveness of the concepts of introduction of resource
conservation systems of management it was proved that the main task is making scientific and technological
advances in agriculture, as well as developing and implementing the mechanisms for the introduction of
their elements, which in the future should change the concept underlying the resource conservation
economy. The author has systematized the elements of the economic mechanism of resource conservation,
the role of which is to create an environment for the interaction of the key components of agriculture in the
system of the efficient resource conservation production. The experience of developing an effective practice
of resource conservation in agriculture was generalized and the principles of harmonization of the
management system were defined. A model scheme of the economic mechanism of resource conservation in
agriculture has been developed, based on four subsystems that reflect the sources and target directions of the
information, tangible and intangible flows: innovation field, functional basis (market environment and
resource base), production subsystem (crop production and animal husbandry),as well as the strategic core
of the management system. It is proved that a prerequisite for the development of the system of agricultural
resource use is availability of an appropriate functional basis, provided by the solvent demand from the
market environment, and an appropriate resource potential of a natural origin, to create economically
advantageous conditions for the development of agriculture. It is the needs of the market environment that
are decisive in shaping the conditions of establishing and developing relevant agricultural sectors in the
region concerned. The resource potential appears to be an appropriate equalizer of competitive conditions,
providing economic entities with a margin of economic strength in shaping their competitiveness. Using the
proposed architecture, the scheme of the mechanism of resource conservation in agriculture in the
innovative field of the Zero Waste concept was devised.

Conclusion. It is concluded that the management of resource conservation in agriculture should take
into account the general principle of nature management; the principle of replacing material and energy
resources with intellectual and organizational ones; the principle of interconnectedness and synchronization
of processes; the principle of the proportionality of the processes of evolutionary and revolutionary
approaches in the innovative provision of resource conservation processes; the principle of the need to
ensure the long-term and systematic development and build-up of resources, their transformation into
knowledge and their effective management, forming the basis of the proposed mechanism of resource
conservation in agriculture in the innovative framework of the Zero Waste concept.

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THE FORMATION OF THE DEVELOPMENT STRATEGY OF DOMESTIC SEED
ENTERPRISES

Introduction. In the last decade of Ukraine, as a result of competitive positions in the world market
of agro-food activity, there is a common and market grain. Our country is a well-known exporter of cereals
(wheat, barley, corn). Agrarians, who sell a wide variety and exposure of cereals, medium-sized maize is a
priority crop, which is the leader for the crop (78.4 ¢ / ha in 2018). According to the Seed Association of
Ukraine, improving the population today can increase the high reliability of crops by up to 30%. Grain seed
export volumes are at a rather low level, with Ukraine selling no more than 10-12 thousand tonnes of seeds
annually. Developing export opportunities to enter the perspective markets of grain crops of other countries,
including the European Union, domestic seed growers practically dumped in comparison with import
purchase prices by reducing the price of own sale of seed material: for wheat - by 2.4 times, barley - by 2
times, rye and corn - 2.0 times. Given the competitive advantages of seed companies, there is a growing need
to address a number of strategic problems in formulating a strategy for their development. To form a
mechanism for adaptation to changes in the external environment, seed companies, at the conceptual level,
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should justify the strategic development model.

Propose. The purpose of the scientific article is to substantiate the theoretical and methodological
foundations and to formulate a conceptual model of the seed enterprise development strategy, as well as to
develop development strategies for the investigated seed enterprises in order to improve their financial and
economic indicators and improve marketing potential.

Results. The object of the study was the activity of individual seed farms. Therefore, to improve their
financial and economic performance and to improve their marketing potential, it is logical to use the
following strategies. We offer LLC "Agro-firm" Kolos "to choose a strategy of diversification, JSC"
Lischinskoe "- strategy of integration development, State enterprise” Research enterprise "Cherkasy" -
strategy of economic growth on the basis of innovations. It is established that the introduction of innovative
production technologies at the expense of cost optimization at a constant selling price will allow the State
Enterprise "Research Enterprise” Cherkasy "to increase profits by 15% and to ensure profitability of crop
production at the level of 40.4%. The analysis of the efficiency of crop production due to the integration of
the production process participants in the Lishchinskoye JSC indicates the increase of crop yields and the
prices of their realization. Thus, analyzing the corn yield on grain, we will note that the yield will increase to
105,34 ¢ / ha, and the selling price up to 507,85 UAH, respectively, which will allow to provide corn
profitability at grain level of 80,97%. Establishing close cooperation with all participants of the seed market
will enable JSC "Lischinskoe™ to reach the level of profitability of crop production - 62.75%, compared to the
actual level in 2018 — 50.48%. The conducted SWOT-analysis has made the following conclusions: for the
further effective functioning of these enterprises it is necessary to apply an innovation-investment strategy of
development. First and foremost, the seed industry should consider the potential and threats, as well as the
weaknesses and strengths of the enterprises themselves, which in the long run will provide them with the
production of high-quality products, with the aim of enhancing their competitive advantage, both
domestically and internationally.

Originality. The methodological aspects of forming the strategy of development of the seed plants
under study were further developed on the basis of the use of the economic-mathematical model with the use
of the simplex method, which allowed to optimize the structure of the acreage and increase their level of
competitiveness. Based on the developed economic and mathematical model, it is established that by
improving the structure of acreage under limited resources, profit of LLC "Agro Firm" Kolos "will increase
by 67.9% and will amount to 10185,47 thousand UAH at the actual level of 6065,9 thousand UAH.

Conclusion. The main task of strategic development of seed enterprises is to improve the quality of
seed material, determine the priority areas for their effective functioning and counteract the risks of the
environment. \We believe that the seed industry must develop in the conditions of creation and functioning of
a transparent and regulated market for seeds and seeds materials. Therefore, it is necessary to: establish
state control over seed producers; to support domestic breeding enterprises through preferential taxation and
low credit rates; to increase the role of the seed association of Ukraine in controlling the introduction of the
seed base in the section of varieties and hybrids; attracting foreign investment in order to improve the quality
of domestic breeding varieties; ensure the equivalence of the seed production certification and control system
with the requirements of the European Union; improve the state regulation of the seed system and the
protection of plant variety rights. One of the conditions for increasing the export of seeds of Ukrainian
production is improving the domestic seed system and our country's membership in the International
Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) and joining the variety certification
schemes. As a result of the strategy of development of seed companies will increase their competitiveness in
the foreign market and increase the profitability of the industry as a whole.

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MAIN ASPECTS OF THE HACCP SYSTEM FOR CATERING COMPANIES

Introduction. In the context of Ukraine's integration into the European space and in order to attract
foreign investors to the restaurant market, the issue of food security is important. Food security is one of the
main factors for ensuring the competitiveness of the restaurant industry and is becoming more relevant every
year. One of the instruments of effective influence and improvement of food safety is the introduction of
Hazard Analysis and Critical Control Points (HACCP) in the restaurant industry.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to characterize the main aspects of the HACCP system for
restaurants catering.

Results. It is established that the need to implement the HACCP system is conditioned by the provision
of quality products and strengthening the competitive position of the company in the restaurant services
market. The main advantages and disadvantages of implementing the HACCP system are identified. The
features that should be taken into account when implementing the HACCP system at restaurants catering to
restaurants with special orders (catering) are noted. The main critical points of the HACCP system for
catering restaurants were established, as follows: purchase and acceptance of products; defrosting
products; preparation of products; cooking and drinks; cooling of ready meals. Catering restaurants need to
adhere to the concept of food safety in their operations and to have strict controls at all stages of the
technology cycle. It is necessary to carry out strict control over the following processes: procurement and
supply of products and raw materials; disinfection of air and work areas; hygiene of kitchen staff and service
staff; compliance with the rules of transportation, transportation and unloading of products; temperature
storage modes; methods of selling ready meals and drinks.

Originality. The main aspects of the HACCP system are defined in combination with the
implementation of the following processes: environmental and product safety, its high quality, efficiency of
catering services and their quality organization, optimization of necessary risks, organization of controls for
catering companies in order to meet consumer demand and ensure the competitiveness of the enterprise.

Conclusion. Therefore, the need to implement HACCP quality system for special-order restaurants is
driven by consumer demand for quality products that must be environmentally friendly and safe and of high
guality. The introduction of the HACCP system will ensure the competitiveness of the enterprise both in the
domestic market of services and in foreign countries, as well as increase the flow of foreign investors to our
country. It is established that when designing the HACCP system for catering restaurants it is necessary to
take into account the types of catering services and the types of events that will be served by the catering
company, which will allow to properly organize the implementation of the HACCP system and to take into
account the more necessary risks that may arise the process of providing catering services. The main critical
points and processes that need to be monitored for catering restaurants are identified.

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THEORETICAL ASPECTS OF SOCIAL POLICY FORMATION IN THE CONDITIONS OF
DIGITAL ECONOMY

Introduction. In the digital economy, which covers more and more types of economic activity, as
well as the transaction sector (public administration, information services, consulting, finance, services,
etc.), social policy plays an increasingly important role as a tool to protect and ensure the safety of
enterprise workers.
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Purpose. The purpose of this article is to deepen the theoretical foundations of the concept of
"social policy" in the digital economy, which provides for a more detailed understanding of traditional
interpretations and the development of new approaches to the essence and features of the formation and
implementation of social policy.

Results. The article presents theoretical approaches to the concept of "social policy" and its features
in the digital economy. Various approaches are critically evaluated and the author’s interpretation of the
concept of ‘“social policy in the digital economy” is proposed, which provides for certain areas of its
formation and implementation. The directions of establishing a unified system of registration of citizens
entitled to benefits, deepening the targeting of state social assistance, which will contribute to the
development of national social policy, are considered. The most priority areas for the formation of social
policy in the digital economy are proposed.

Originality. Social policy in the digital economy is a system of directions and activities using digital
technologies, the object of which is human capital, which is realized in socio-economic, political, legal,
cultural-ethnic and other relations, which will contribute to the maximum achievement of social protection
and harmonization of needs and interests of society.

Conclusion. The formation of social policy, which is based on a detailed study of the concept itself,
features in the digital economy, contributes to more effective approaches to its development and
implementation. The development of the digital economy in Ukraine does not depend on the number of IT
companies, but on the number of consumers of their products and developments. The factor of reduction in
labor supply should be taken into account. Not new technologies, but a narrowing of demand is the main
danger to the labor market and social policy. The problem is the presence of a significant number of low-
skilled and highly specialized office workers, the employment of which requires significant retraining efforts,
which largely depends on state policy. If the state policy in the field of information technology does not
change, and it is based on the import of equipment, technology and software, this will lead to negative
consequences in the field of social policy.
