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The purpose of this article is to outline the possibilities of academic mobility and assess the prospects for
the development of international exchange mechanisms in higher education during martial law. To achieve the
goal, a number of scientific publications were developed, which were devoted to the internationalization of higher
education by strengthening the role of mobility, the features of the development of offline and online academic
exchanges taking into account modern conditions. Attention is paid to the variety of available academic mobility
programs: exchanges, internships, and grants, and their differences are extensively characterized.
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Introduction. Martial law makes adjustments in all spheres of the social life of the country, not
bypassing the processes of higher education institutions. Thus, the previous idea about the significance
of intercultural mobility of students and scientists on a global and local scale is changing. The expected
exchange of experiences, knowledge, and narratives only increases its value component during armed
aggression, helping the affected country to maintain its level of education and visibility in academic and
public circles. The threat to the security of academic participants and the possibility of the cessation of
continuous training causes the outflow of intellectual capital permanently or with a return after a certain
period of time with the investment of acquired skills abroad in the development of the affected country.
Along with the visible advantages of the development of international relations, the obstacles caused by
military actions and political restrictions are becoming noticeable, which make amendments to the
prospects for the functioning of sustainable mechanisms of exchange in higher education.

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Literature review. The search for connections between international activity and the development
of higher education and the outline of the prospects for the mobility of intellectual capital led to
numerous studies in domestic and foreign scientific circles, designed to provide an analysis of the
prospects of intercultural exchange, its advantages and disadvantages. Therefore, the internationalization
of higher education was considered from the point of view of essence, main models, and mechanisms
by Anisimova O. [1]. The relationship between the Second World War and the establishment of the
Fulbright Program was studied by Lebovic S., emphasizing the contribution of the basic ideas of the
program to American globalism and the development of science [2].

Meanwhile, in their work, researchers Zabiaka I. and Kovalchuk O. studied the experience of
universities in the EU countries regarding the internationalization of the educational process and the
identification of its rational ideas to adapt them to the peculiarities of the Ukrainian higher professional
school [3]. The scientist Teichler U. [4] approached the study of the essence of academic exchanges, in
particular, considered mobility as a tool for overcoming hatred and mistrust between countries, which
promotes mutual understanding and readiness for cooperation. The opportunities for the development of
intercultural academic mobility after the identification of obstacles to its implementation were
substantiated in the work of Agné JuskeviCiené A., SamaSonok K., Raksnys A.V., Zirnelé L., and
Geguziené V. [5]. Instead, researchers Shen W., Xu X., and Wang, X. in their work [6] outlined the role
of the mechanism of exchange programs in national, regional, and global knowledge systems,
emphasizing the connection between them and the worldwide production, transfer, and circulation of
scientific experience.

Scientists Bakhmat O., Lisina L., Nikolenko L., and Buglai N. focused their attention on the
peculiarities of the development of online and offline academic student exchanges taking into account
modern conditions [7]. Tsvyd-Grom O. [8] emphasized the importance of regulating mobility issues in
wartime. And educational analytics through the prism of the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine was
carried out by Shevchuk I. and Shevchuk A., who focused on identifying threats to the development
process of higher education and opportunities that can be used to minimize the impact of military actions
[9]. The peculiarities of the higher education system, determined by joining the Bologna Process, during
the war and the management of the Erasmus+ Program projects were the key issues in the work of
Polyanska A. [10].

The purpose of the article is to outline the possibilities of academic mobility and assess the
prospects for the development of international exchange mechanisms in higher education during martial
law.

Results and discussion. International activity in higher education institutions, thanks to the
expansion of the network of connections, is an important tool for the exchange of experience and
knowledge, a mechanism for transferring and borrowing ideas, supporting the visibility of higher
education and the country in general as an active community.

Internationalization of the educational process has become a bright trend in the globalized world,
ensuring the need for constant interaction with foreign representatives for competitive development
through numerous exchange programs, scholarships, and internships. International activity is especially
important for countries suffering from military aggression, overcoming the consequences of which in
educational activities requires the accumulation of effective teaching methods and a modern knowledge
base, which can be provided by exchanging experience with foreign students and researchers.

The most common types of international exchanges are available in most countries and include
credit mobility for bachelor's and master's programs, internships, scholarships, and research grants. In
addition, there are short-term exchange programs designed to spread certain knowledge through training
for a period of one to three weeks through a combination of cultural diversity. Short-term and long-term
volunteering opportunities are also offered, which can be combined with university educational
activities, providing additional skills and communication benefits.

A feature of a country in a state of war is the attraction of a flow of aid from other states and
institutions, aimed at supporting the livelihood of citizens inside the country and beyond by allocating
additional funding to ensure a larger number of quotas for participants from the affected region.
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Mechanisms of international exchange in the academic plane can become factors in mitigating the
impact of military actions on higher education, helping to avoid forced interruption of the educational
process. Other interrelated effects of war include:

— the destruction of educational infrastructure;

— financing difficulties due to economic instability;

— the outflow of students abroad for temporary or permanent studies;

— demographic loss of the academic personnel base;

— causing physical and psychological injuries;

— changing the content of education;

— loss or partial reduction of scientific research.

Based on the experience of the Russian-Ukrainian war, it is possible to determine the main tasks
of the development of higher education in the post-war period, including:

— the creation of a program for post-war restoration of damaged and destroyed infrastructure,
premises, material, and technical bases;

— restoration of personnel potential and involvement of students;

— development of a state support program;

— creation of modern institutions of postgraduate education;

— adaptation of the higher education system to European standards;

— conducting educational practice through the development of public-private partnership” [11, p.
142].

Solving some of the identified tasks facing the higher education system during the war can be
accomplished with the help of academic mobility mechanisms. Therefore, there is an opportunity for the
participants of the educational process to gain new knowledge in a safe and progressive environment,
and in the future to implement the acquired skills in the reconstruction of the post-war economic and
political system of their own country. In addition, the list of offers for international exchanges is
extensive, the most important of them are presented in Tab. 1.

The above list outlines the opportunities that participants in the higher education process can get
in the usual period. However, when a particular country faces armed aggression, mobility programs can
allocate additional funds to more broadly involve the affected region in knowledge sharing. It is
important that educational exchanges in the conditions of war have certain specific features: due to their
forced nature, mobility is activated and accelerated, expanding the category of its participants [14, p.
120-121]. In the future, by participating in international exchanges, it is possible to gain important skills
in various fields by attracting grants, completing internships and courses at foreign universities.

Short-term projects that contribute to the loyal perception of cultural diversity are also significant
for building a network of connections. In addition, the visibility of war victims in various fields, in
particular in the academic field, contributes to the improvement of mutual understanding with those who
do not have similar experiences. The most vivid example of building an intercultural bridge in the
context of war turmoil can be considered the Fulbright Program, which has been successfully operating
since 1946 in more than 160 countries of the world. Its fundamental values are key in determining the
importance of international exchange for society: it was believed that the idea of international education
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made it possible not only to overcome geographical boundaries for scientists and students but also
contributed to the improvement of mutual understanding and the establishment of a network of personal
and professional contacts, becoming the basis for more significant mutual knowledge between by people
[15].

Another illustration of the importance of mobility mechanisms in the context of peacekeeping is
the attempts to stabilize intercultural interaction between the countries of the Western Balkans. It is
worth noting the Regional Youth Cooperation Office (RYCO), which is an independent institution
established by the six participating countries of the Western Balkans: Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Kosovo, Montenegro, North Macedonia, and Serbia, with the aim of promoting a spirit of reconciliation
and cooperation among the youth in the region through youth exchange programs. One of the key
missions of the Office is to intensify regional cooperation between youth and youth institutions, ensuring
the implementation of joint programs with an emphasis on the principles of democratic governance,
sustainable economic development, education, and innovation [16, p. 35]. Thus, the program contributes
to the preventive stabilization of the region and initiates a dialogue, involving the school and students in
international exchanges.

In addition, the international activity of the Sumy State University (SSU), which developed the
Internationalization Strategy for 2019-2025 [17] and was able to continue its implementation despite the
full-scale invasion of Russia into Ukraine, speaks of the importance of academic mobility in the
conditions of military upheaval and the possibilities of its mechanisms. The institution implements a
systematic approach to the path of integration into the European and global scientific and educational
space, in particular, through cooperation with foreign universities, associations, foundations and
institutions.

One of the ways to help the international society of the Ukrainian higher education sector in 2022
was the implementation of network initiatives, which provided for the consolidated participation of
various foreign institutions in the analysis of needs, the development of support mechanisms, and their
further implementation. For its part, when overcoming the consequences of military actions, the main
task for the structures of international activity of Sumy State University was to ensure the direct
participation of the university in the most effective initiatives and projects, which involved systematic
work on contacting relevant organizations, presenting the necessary analytical and presentational
information, forming teams and topics for potential interaction [18, p. 6]. The university's invested
efforts in obtaining available opportunities for international programs helped not to change the trend of
expanding the circle of foreign partners, as evidenced by Fig. 1.

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It is worth emphasizing that participation in international grant projects also contributes to the
improvement of the material and technical base - therefore, in 2022, computers, technical equipment,
and materials were brought to Sumy State University as part of the implementation of scientific projects
for UAH 9.58 million, which significantly more than in 2021 - UAH 1.99 million. In addition, in the
year of the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war, the largest number of university-wide grants was achieved
for all the years of the university's activity [18, p. 11-12].

According to the topics of projects implemented by Sumy State University in 2022, it is possible
to say about the prospects of international programs as tools for implementing world experience into the
experience of a warring country, since they were aimed at:

— implementation of European values in educational activities;

— modernization of educational programs by European standards;

— improving the quality of educational activities and the level of academic integrity;

— implementation of restorative technologies in biomedicine;

— the strategy of building green campuses;

— protection of the financial system from cyber threats;

— implementation of EU mechanisms;

— countering modern challenges and threats;

— bioenergy innovations in waste management;

— promoting the sustainable development of education through the language of the brand;

— a study of EU migration policy and modern realities of migration, primarily related to the
military invasion of Ukraine [18, c.12].

Adopting the practices of the organization of education during the period of upheaval caused by
the COVID-19 pandemic becomes noticeable during the adjustment of the process of higher education
in the conditions of war. Therefore, the example of Sumy State University shows an increase in the
percentage of students who participated in virtual international academic mobility, which is illustrated
in Fig. 2.

The use of the provided opportunities together with the awareness of the participants of the
educational process about them determine short-term and long-term prospects, which consist in the
consequences of the exchange of experience and skills. Thus, an internship or study at a foreign
university can become an intermediate stage in the scientific life of students or university employees,
which will allow them to develop, keeping up with global trends, until they safely return to their country.
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However, the outflow of intellectual capital for permanent residence can also be viewed positively
in the context of the visibility of researchers as coming from a certain country, which will need loyal
coverage to fight the information wars that currently accompany real ones. In addition, taking into
account the peculiarities of the largest mobility programs, it is also important to emphasize the possibility
of the inflow of foreign representatives through exchange programs in teaching and learning. Also, an
important aspect of exchanges is close cooperation between universities, which consists in particular in
the adoption and transfer of teaching methods during cooperation. In addition, cooperation between
universities promotes information and technological progress and increases academic integrity.

It is important to note that international academic mobility contributes to increasing the
competitiveness of future specialists both on the domestic and foreign labor markets and, at the same
time, significantly affects the improvement of the quality indicators of education and science in the
country, which brings national educational systems closer to the requirements of international education
standards, increasing the general level of education of the population [7, p. 151]. In addition, the problem
of reducing the number of researchers during martial law may also find a partial solution in the
participation of domestic scientists in the grant programs of the European Union, America, and Asia. It
is also worth paying attention to the importance of higher education institutions' loyalty to student
mobility, exchange programs for educators, and scholarship programs for research and projects - this
has the potential to become a fundamental idea for establishing a system of persuading education seekers
to stay in the country despite the difficult situation, laying the groundwork in advance.

Conclusion. To summarise, it is necessary to outline the variety of international mobility programs
and their important role in ensuring continuous learning and sharing of experience, knowledge, and
skills. Especially significant for countries suffering from the consequences of the war is the opportunity
to compensate for educational losses by attracting grant and scholarship offers and strengthening the
role of domestic researchers in the world scientific community. Awareness of the beneficial interaction
of the environment of higher education with the mechanisms of intercultural mobility will make it
possible to use favorable conditions to reduce the impact of armed aggression on the educational process.
An example of this was the Sumy State University, which managed to maintain the developed Strategy
of Transnationalization during the beginning of the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war, meanwhile
increasing some mobility indicators compared to previous years. In general, international exchange
mechanisms have a significant impact on the long-term development path of higher education
institutions, developing a network of academic connections, mobilizing the best global practices of
teaching and scientific achievements, and increasing the competitiveness of mobility program
participants in the national and global labor market. This is especially important for universities located
in the territory where military actions are taking place, due to the constant redirection of scarce resources
to more priority areas, causing underfunding of educational institutions, as a result of which numerous
exchange, grant, and internship programs may be partially minimized.

TREND ANALYSIS OF CHANGES IN THE LEVEL OF ENERGY EFFICIENCY
IN THE NATIONAL ECONOMY

The article examines trends in energy policy efficiency changes in Ukraine and EU countries during 2000-
2021. Based on a comparative analysis of actual energy consumption with strategic guidelines for reforming state
energy policy, gaps in energy efficiency in the national economy are assessed. A conclusion about the need to
reform the state energy policy of Ukraine from the point of view of accelerating the transition of economic entities
to alternative energy sources and attracting investments into the country’s energy sector was made. The state
mechanism for evaluating the effectiveness of the state policy of reducing energy consumption on the basis of
comparing actual energy consumption with the declared strategic goals of transition to renewable energy sources
has been improved.

Keywords: energy efficiency, national economy, environmental policy, renewable energy sources.

Introduction. One of the biggest global environmental problems is the problem of excessive
energy consumption, the volume of which is constantly growing and, according to experts' forecasts,
will grow almost 1.5 times by 2050. Realizing this, the EU countries developed strategic guidelines for
reforming the state energy sector in the direction of reducing energy consumption: reducing greenhouse
gas emissions by 40% compared to 1990, an increase in the share of renewable energy consumption to
32%, energy savings of at least 32.5% [3]. In 2021, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine approved the
National Economic Strategy until 2030, in which target indicators for the reform of the state energy
sector were declared. However, the military actions in Ukraine, which were accompanied by the
destruction of a significant number of power plants, only exacerbated the energy crisis and intensified
the problem of finding additional mechanisms for the transition to renewable energy sources and
reducing the total volume of energy consumption in the country and the world.

Literature review. The problem of excessive energy consumption attracts the attention of a
significant number of scientists from different countries of the world. The role of renewable energy in
ensuring regional sustainable development and the dependence between the volumes of renewable
energy consumption and carbon emissions were considered in the work [4]. Based on the study’s results,
the authors proved that a 1% increase in renewable energy consumption in the region leads to a 0.05%
reduction in carbon emissions. The role of atomic energy and natural gas in promoting environmental
sustainability in India is substantiated in the work of T. Adebayo [1]. Based on causality analysis, the
authors confirm that nuclear power, human capital, gas consumption and economic growth can predict
long-term environmental sustainability in India. S. Tsemekidi Tseyranaki and others. studied the
evolution of the development of the energy sector of the European Union (EU) in the context of the
energy and climate goals of the EU for 2020, 2030 and 2050 [5]. Based on econometric modeling and
decomposition analysis, the authors identified indicators that affect the volume of energy consumption
and analyzed the impact of state policy and technology improvement on the speed of achieving EU goals.

At the same time, the issue of analyzing the compliance of the actual performance indicators of
the country’s energy sector with the declared goals and the compliance of the rates of change in the
consumption of individual energy sources with the expected indicators requires a more detailed analysis.

The purpose of the article is to carry out a trend analysis of energy efficiency in the national
cconomy.

Results and discussion. For comparative analysis of the actual volumes of energy consumption
to the target orientations of the reform of the energy sector of Ukraine and the EU countries, we will
analyze the degree of activation of the transition processes to renewable energy sources in terms of their
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main components. The dynamics of changes in the share of renewable energy sources in the volume of
total final energy consumption shown in Figure 1 shows that over the past 20 years, this indicator has
increased 6.7 times in Ukraine and almost 2.5 times in EU countries.

According to the energy strategy of Ukraine for the period until 2035, “Security, energy efficiency,
competitiveness”, by 2020, the share of renewable energy sources in Ukraine should be 7%, by 2025 —
10%, by 2030 — more than 13% and by 2035 — exceed 25%. Achieving the targeted values is possible
only under the continuous implementation of measures to transform the country’s energy market, search
for and implement innovative methods of achieving carbon neutrality, transition to renewable energy
sources, etc. In March 2023, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine approved the “National Economic
Strategy for the period until 2030, the mission of which is to create an opportunity to realize the
country's existing geographical, resource and human potential, including to achieve climate neutrality
of Ukraine no later than 2060 [6]. It involves balancing the volume of greenhouse gases removed from
the atmosphere over the importance of their emissions due to human activity.

In addition, one of the vectors of transformation of the state energy policy is the reduction of CO2
emissions within the framework of decarbonization of the economy. CO2 emissions 2020 should be at
least 60% of the 1990 level, and in 2035 — at least 50%. By 2025, CO2 emissions from final fuel
consumption should be reduced by 10% from the 2010 level, by 15% in 2030, and by 20% in 2035.

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At the same time, as shown in Figure 2 results of the trend analysis, during the entire analyzed
period in the EU countries and in Ukraine, there is a constant decrease in CO2 emissions. According to
the results of 2020, the volume of CO2 emissions in Ukraine was almost 3.5 times less than the indicator
of 1990. Thus, it can be said that in the absence of a significant increase in CO2 emissions by 2035, the
targeted indicators will be significantly exceeded.

An equally important indicator characterizing the country’s energy market is the amount of carbon
intensity of electricity, which reflects the amount of CO2 emissions emitted per kilowatt-hour of
electricity. The change trend of this indicator (Figure 3) shows a significant decrease in the carbon
intensity of electricity in all analyzed countries.

At the same time, the comparative analysis shows the inconsistency of trends in Ukraine and EU
countries. Constant fluctuations characterize the level of carbon intensity of electricity in Ukraine. The
highest values of the carbon intensity of electricity were obtained in 2014 and 2016. Thus, it can be
concluded that there is no stable and effective policy for reducing the carbon intensity of electricity and
the significant dependence of this indicator on external factors (political and economic crisis in the
country, the COVID-19 pandemic, etc.).

Positive dynamics are characterized by the policy of EU countries in the direction of reducing the
share of coal in energy production, which decreased by 6.7% over the period 2000-2021 (Figure 4). In
Ukraine, there are no stable positive dynamics in the direction of reducing the share of coal in energy
production. Since 2013, this indicator has been increasing periodically, and according to the results in
2021, it was 28.6%. At the same time, the energy strategy of Ukraine for the period until 2035 plans to
reduce this indicator to 16.1% by 2025, 14.3% by 2030, and 12.5% by 2035.

Thus, the given data testify to the low effectiveness of the current mechanisms of reforming the
state energy market of Ukraine and their inability to ensure the achievement of targeted values. This
actualizes the need to find additional mechanisms for switching to renewable energy sources and
increasing their share in the country’s energy balance.

An equally important direction of reforming the electricity market in both Ukraine and the EU
countries is the gradual abandonment of gas. These issues became especially relevant during the period
of military operations in Ukraine. In conditions where almost 40% of Ukraine’s energy is imported from
abroad, direct energy dependence on the aggressor country only exacerbates the problems of the
country's economic danger.

As evidenced by the data shown in Figure 5, a gradual decrease in the gas share of energy is
observed in Ukraine. Over the past 20 years, this indicator decreased by 18.6% and at the end of 2021
was 28.18%. At the same time, in the EU countries, the average value of the gas share of energy in 2021
was 23.25%, which is 3.5% more than the figure of 2014 and 3.3% more than the figure of 2000.

The given data show that in most EU countries, transition to renewable energy sources only allows
partially abandoning gas and compensating for them at the expense of non-renewable energy sources.

The share of low-carbon energy indicates the effectiveness of the country’s energy policy and the
degree of its compliance with the Sustainable Development Goals. This indicator reflects the combined
specific renewable, nuclear and hydropower weight in the country’s overall energy balance. A
comparative analysis of the trend of changes in this indicator in Ukraine and EU countries during 2000-
2021 (Figure 6) shows its significant growth (9.2% in EU countries and 13.5% in Ukraine). By the end
of 2021, Ukraine’s share of low-carbon energy was almost equal to the EU countries (29.47% and
29.58%, respectively).

Thus, during the analyzed period, Ukraine managed to significantly reduce the level of carbon
intensity of energy. One of the reasons for this situation is that the cost of such energy sources is minimal,
while the cost of electricity production from gas-fired power plants in most EU countries exceeds 600
euros per megawatt-hour.

One of the most cost-effective low-carbon energy sources is nuclear power.

According to IAEA estimates, by 2030 the share of nuclear energy in global energy production
will range from 12.4 to 14.4%. In general, in 2021, more than 30 countries of the world produced
electricity with the help of nuclear power plants, with a total volume of more than 15% of electricity
production.

Trends in the share of nuclear energy in Ukraine show its significant growth in 2014-2015 (by
almost 7% compared to last year) and the absence of stable and positive dynamics in the period from
2000 to 2014 and 2016-2021. At the same time, the share of nuclear energy in the EU countries is
constantly decreasing and according to the results of 2021 it was 11% compared to 13.5% in 2000.

The aggravation of energy problems in the world led to a more active search by the international
community for alternative energy sources. One sustainable renewable energy source with a much lower
impact on the environment is wind energy, which has been increasingly used for electricity production
in recent years. It is primarily due to several economic advantages of wind energy compared to
traditional sources: the absence of harmful emissions into the atmosphere, inexhaustibility, and safety.
At the same time, the unpredictable nature of any natural element and the high equipment cost limit the
possibilities for a complete transition to this energy source.
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Analysis of the growth rates of the global wind energy market indicates a decline in the amount of
energy produced in recent years. Thus, according to the results of 2022, the growth rate of the energy
capacity level was 10.5%, which is one of the lowest indicators in the last 40 years. At the same time,
Finland — 74%, Poland — 21%, Brazil — 19% and Sweden — 17% had the highest growth rates in 2022.

The trend of changes in wind energy power in EU countries shown in Figure 8 shows the constant
growth of this indicator. At the same time, in 2014, 2016, 2018 and 2021, there was a reduction in the
level of wind energy capacity.

A comparative analysis of trends in the development of wind energy capacities in Ukraine and EU
countries allows us to conclude that in Ukraine, unlike EU countries, a significant reduction in wind
energy capacity was observed in the period from 2014 to 2018 (in 2016, a 13% decrease compared to
from 2015).

The energy strategy of Ukraine for the period until 2035, “Security, energy efficiency,
competitiveness”, envisages an increase in the share of solar and wind energy to 2.4% by 2025, 5.5% by
2030, and 10.4% by 2035. The data shown in Figure 9 shows that in 2022 the share of wind energy in
Ukraine was 2.864%, which exceeds the planned indicator of 2025.

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Along with wind energy, solar energy is gaining popularity worldwide as one of the safest energy
sources. Every year, more and more households, hospitals and small businesses are focusing on installing
solar collectors that can generate electricity, heat water, and more. It leads to a constant increase in the
share of solar energy in the overall electricity production structure. The indicators shown in Figure 10
show a significant increase in the percentage of solar generation in electricity production in the EU
countries starting from 2010. By the end of 2022, its value was 7.3%. At the same time, in Ukraine, the
intensification of the processes of using solar energy for the production of electricity began only in 2018
and, by the end of 2022, was 3.8%.

An equally important source of energy is hydropower, which in the conditions of the Ukrainian-
Russian war, the seizure of the Zaporizhzhya TPP and the shutdown of its units plays an increasingly
important role in the successful and stable functioning of the country’s energy sector.

Analysis of the dynamics of changes in the share of energy production from hydropower (Figure
11) confirms the absence of positive dynamics regarding the growth of the percentage of hydropower in
the energy balance of Ukraine and EU countries. According to the results of 2021, the share of
hydropower in Ukraine was 2.9% compared to 2.1% in 2000; in EU countries, this indicator decreased
slightly and was 5.4% compared to 6% in 2000. At the same time, the Energy Strategy of Ukraine for
the period until 2035, “Security, energy efficiency, competitiveness”, defines that by 2025 the share of
hydropower should be 1.1%, and by 2035 it should decrease to 1.0%.

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At the same time, table 1 shows the installed capacity volumes and hydropower plants’ energy
generation in 2021. Ireland, France, Spain and Italy have the largest capacities among the EU countries.
The power of Ukraine’s HPP is at an average level. At the same time, the volume of energy generated in
Ukraine is one of the smallest (2 TWh*) among the analyzed countries of the world.

Conclusions. The results of a comparative analysis of the actual and declared energy consumption
indicators proved the presence of deficiencies in specific components of the state energy policy. The
non-compliance of the share of renewable energy sources in the structure of energy consumption with
the target indicators of 2025 and 2030 indicates the need to transform certain areas of implementation
of the state energy policy, increase the level of investment attractiveness of this sector of the economy,
identify and implement the most influential mechanisms for stimulating economic entities to switch to
alternative sources energy.

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UNSHADOWING OF EMPLOYMENT IN THE HOSPITALITY SPHERE UNDER
THE STATE OF WAR: ASECURITY ASPECT

Introduction. The study considered theoretical and methodological approaches to the definition of shadow
and informal employment, analyzed processes in the field of employment both at the national level and in the field
of hospitality in the period 2016-2020, revealed the main trends in the dynamics of informal employment
indicators and the factors that determined them, both in crisis conditions and in conditions of uplift. The identified
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trends were extrapolated to the period of the full-scale war with the Russian Federation, which made it possible
to draw a conclusion about the growth of shadow employment both in the economy in general and in the field of
temporary accommodation and catering. The causes of such dynamics caused by the state of war and its
consequences for the socio-economic and military security of the country are determined.

The need for detinization of employment is substantiated, the main directions of reforms and comprehensive
measures in this direction are outlined. Special attention is proposed to be paid to overcoming corruption and
ensuring transparency and ease of doing business, ensuring cooperation of the state with public organizations,
mass media and representatives of society. The received information and recommendations can be used to develop
a reform plan for detinization of the national economy and employment as components of the strategy for ensuring
the socio-economic and military security of the country.

Purpose. The purpose of the research is to develop the theoretical and methodological foundations of the
study of shadow employment in terms of its impact on socio-economic security and military security, to develop
practical recommendations for the unshadowing of employment in the hospitality sector.

Results. The conducted study of the main processes in the domestic labour market in the pre-war period
made it possible to identify the main trends in the field of employment both in the economy of Ukraine and in the
field of temporary accommodation and catering, to compare the dynamics of shadow employment at these levels,
and to identify the main trends and factors that determined The extrapolation of the identified trends in the field
of employment during the period of rapid growth of the industry in the period 2016-2019 and during its rapid
decline in connection with the COVID-19 pandemic to the period after the full-scale invasion of the Russian
Federation made it possible to draw a conclusion about the growth of shadow employment as in economy in
general, and in the field of hospitality in particular. The causes specific to the period of martial law, as well as its
consequences in terms of threats to the socio-economic and military security of the country, were determined.

Originality. The generalization of different approaches to defining the concepts of "shadow employment"
and "informal employment, determination of the causes, general and specific to the field of hospitality
characteristics of shadow employment and its consequences in the aspect of ensuring socio-economic and military
security; determination of the main ways of unshadowing of employment in this field.

Conclusions. The need for the unshadowing of employment both at the national level and in the field of
hospitality is substantiated, the main directions of reforms and comprehensive measures are outlined. An
important task should be to ensure greater transparency and legality in the field of temporary accommodation
and catering, unshadowing of the industry and the economy, and the fight against corruption at all levels. Special
efforts should be aimed at raising the civic consciousness of Ukrainian society, the state fulfilling its social
obligations. It is recommended to revise the approaches to replenishment of the personnel of the Armed Forces in
the direction of strengthening their motivation, emphasizing the need for state cooperation with public
organizations, mass media and representatives of society. The received information and recommendations can be
used to develop a reform plan for unshadowing of the national economy and unshadowing of employment as
components of the Victory Strategy.

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EDUCATIONAL COMPONENT OF SECURITY-ORIENTED ECONOMIC BEHAVIOUR
FORMATION UNDER THE RISK OF DISPLACEMENT IN THE CONDITIONS OF
DIGITAL WORLD AND BANI WORLD

The components of the formation of security-oriented economic behaviour are characterized. The features
of the economic behaviour of young people have been established, including: a tendency towards financial
independence, activity in making economic decisions, placing economic responsibility on close people only in
certain cases; low level of financial savings, the amount of which will not allow maintaining the usual standard
of living in case of loss of the source of income; rejection of expensive purchases; low level of expenses for
personal needs; prudent attitude to the financing of priority, daily needs. An algorithm for the development of the
author's educational course "Economic Behaviour" at the Bohdan Khmelnytsky Cherkasy National University
has been developed.

For people who find themselves in new economic conditions, have lost their usual sources of income and
are forced to integrate into a chaotic, unstable and unfamiliar economic environment, it is important to acquire
or develop social skills such as presentation skills; communication skills; listening skills; storytelling;
influencing; decision making; problem solving; as well as skills that will help them in their job search, including
professional development; people management; organizational conflict solving; leadership; strategic thinking;
teamwork; time management. The main stages of development of the author's course "Economic Behaviour"
included: to form the goal and objectives of the course, to determine a set of competencies and program learning
outcomes; to choose topics to be studied, taking into account existing educational needs; to determine the number
of lectures and seminars (or practical) classes; to develop lecture plans and select literature for each topic; to
develop presentation materials for each topic of the course; to create a list of tasks and points for their
performance; to create a short synopsis of lectures and a promotional video for the course, to develop a syllabus,
course work program; to place the syllabus and promotional video on the university's website.

Introduction. The relevance of the research is determined by the need to adapt a large number of
people to new living conditions due to a forced change of residence. There is a constant movement of
population in the world — for various reasons and under the influence of various risks. War is a
particularly dangerous and stressful factor that can intensify the movement of the population, and there
IS no time for preparation and adaptation in such a case. The BANI world model creates additional threats
that prevent migrants from quickly adapting to new living conditions — this is the fragility (brittle) of the
economic and social systems into which they have to integrate; anxiety, which is intensified by global
and local crises and leads to emotional burnout, loss of zest for life in the most productive segment of
the population, which is the basis, including the economic one, of any society; non-linearity, non-
predictability of the future, total instability of seemingly familiar phenomena and processes;
incomprehensibility of the causes that determine the circumstances of life, and experiencing their
consequences, without the possibility of intervention and control. The first thing a person should do
under such conditions is to realize what is happening, and to react to changes and stabilize his or her life
in new circumstances with own behavior. Modern education gives the ability to form a model of rational
economic behavior of an individual, which is based on the analysis of information and the search for
relevant data in a chaotic information space; on the basis of digital and financial literacy, cultural
tolerance, highly developed emotional intelligence and empathy.
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For many displaced Ukrainians, education has become almost the last chain connecting them to
their homeland. Having left their own homes, jobs, farms, lost family ties and property, Ukrainian
citizens, however, insist that their children continue to study remotely in Ukrainian schools and
universities. Even intentions to stay abroad for permanent residence do not prevent the desire to complete
studies and obtain secondary or higher education in Ukraine. Therefore, it is through education and high-
quality educational services that the nation's intellectual capital can be preserved and a high-quality
personnel potential can be formed for the recovery of the economy in the post-war period. To a large
extent, this statement applies to economic education.

Literature review. The importance of economic education has long been emphasized in numerous
scientific publications. Thus, the archives of The Journal of Economic Education starting from 1969 are
freely available [1]. Their study and detailed analysis made it possible to understand how educational
needs changed and the educational practices used to meet them. After the beginning of studies of
behavioral economics and the role of human behavior in making economic decisions, the question arose
about what benefit education has or can have — in general, or economic in particular, for increasing the
level of human well-being. And so far, this issue is being studied in various scientific fields — from
methodological positions, related to psychology, sociology, management and self-management [2-10].
For example, Bazetska H.l. emphasizes the importance of the factor of influence of information on
economic decision-making and economic behavior of a person. The researcher notes: "In modern
conditions of population concentration in large cities, the role of the influence of informal information:
rumors, gossip, etc. has increased. And with the development of mass media, it is much easier and faster
to spread this information. The advent of television, the Internet, and advertising have created powerful
tools to manipulate the behavior of millions of people. Thus, the mass distribution of information attracts
consumers to the same type of actions” [3, p.60].

"But simply having more information does not necessarily mean people have more knowledge"
[9, p.1]. While receiving an education, a person acquires the skills of analyzing information, filtering
fakes from true and reliable data, assessing the level of relevance of available information for decision-
making in various spheres of life. In Germany, economic education begins at school [10], and this allows
for the formation of rational economic behavior from childhood and encourages young people to realize
the importance of their own economic decisions and the need for balanced and intelligent use of available
resources. In Ukraine, economic education is popular, and specialties related to the economic field are
considered opportunistic. At the same time, the content and quality of teaching material within
educational courses must be constantly improved in response to the manifestation of new challenges and
requirements of modernity.

The purpose of the study is to determine the possibilities and specific directions of using education
and educational services to correct the patterns of economic and social behavior of persons who were at
risk of internal and external displacement, or were forced to change their place of residence under the
influence of military operations or due to other life circumstances. To realize the set goal, it is necessary
to perform a number of tasks, in particular: to analyze the market of educational services for the existence
of tools and services capable of developing the skills of safety-oriented economic behavior; to find out
the economic mood of the population under the influence of the risk of displacement and in the
conditions of BANI World; to offer our own educational product to meet the need for acquiring new
knowledge and skills regarding security-oriented economic behavior.

Results and discussion. The domestic education system lags significantly behind in its
understanding of the necessary and relevant knowledge and competences for specialists. For example,
back in 1985, Warren Bennis and Burt Nanus drew society's attention to the VUCA concept, according
to which the surrounding world was characterized by such parameters as Volatility, Uncertainty,
Complexity and Ambiguity [11]. To adapt to such difficult living conditions, it was recommended to
develop social or soft skills, which were actively discussed in domestic education after the National
Agency for Quality Assurance of Higher Education (created in 2015) became fully operational, and
therefore only in 2018-2020. Thus, only since the 2020s, educational services aimed at acquiring skills
that were important for the social, economic, and professional survival of people in the era of the 90s of
the XX century began to be actively offered.
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In a speech given by President of Federal Reserve Bank of Philadelphia Antony M. Santomero at
the Pennsylvania Economic Association Annual Conference in West Chester University on May 30,
2003, that is, exactly 20 years ago, we find the following quote: «Economic education is vital to the
future health of our nation’s economy. It gives our students the building blocks for a successful financial
future. It empowers consumers by giving them the knowledge and tools to improve their economic
wellbeing. It is the best investment we can make to strengthen our nation’s economy» [9, p.1].

The post-war recovery of Ukraine's economy will require specialists who have an economic
education, but at the same time, possess communication skills, the ability to cooperate and rational use
of time. The restoration and development of the national economy, increasing its potential in the future
must begin with the restoration of the state of individual economic security of each citizen, because only
the satisfaction of personal needs and the absence of anxiety about one's own future stimulates a person
to selflessly work for the public, collective good. Achieving a state of economic security is possible only
under the condition of rational economic behavior, which in the conditions of BANI World and in the
country on the territory of which hostilities are taking place, is rather an exception than a generally
accepted norm.

Petinova O.B. notes: "Economic behavior in the narrow sense is defined as a set of socio-
communicative actions aimed at the rational use of resources with the aim of obtaining profit and
harmonizing economic practices with the value-normative settings of society through predominantly
equivalent mutual rewards in the process of exchange™ [1, p.62]. Verkhovod L.I. emphasizes: "Economic
behavior is a rather difficult phenomenon to analyze. It is interpreted as a form of economic activity of
people in the field of production, distribution, exchange and consumption of various goods and services,
which are carried out in order to satisfy their needs and maximize utility" [12, p.166]. Agreeing in general
with such definitions, we suggest the detailing list of components of the formation of security-oriented
economic behavior, factors that determine success or failure in the process of making economic
decisions by a person (Fig. 1).

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Economic behavior is closely related to a person’s economic culture. "Economic culture is defined
as a way of organizing life and development of people in the economic sphere, which is aimed at
regulation, preservation and development of society in accordance with economic values that reflect the
socio-economic state of society at a certain historical stage” [13, p.2]. In the conditions of BANI World,
taking into account the trends of the spread of the digital economy and the risks of displacement today,
in 2023 a completely new culture of economic behavior is being formed in Ukraine, which has signs of
orientation towards achieving at least a minimum level of economic security, but at the same time, it
does not have a pronounced strategy and is being formed mainly from short-term financial decisions.

A study of the peculiarities of the economic behavior of young people who are getting a higher
education or a doctor of philosophy degree shows the following results (Fig. 2).

According to the results of the survey, we come to the conclusion that the economic behavior of
young people during the war acquired the following characteristics:

- tendency towards financial independence, activity in making economic decisions, placing
economic responsibility on close people only in certain cases (in 24-25% according to respondents’ answers);
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- a low level of financial savings, the amount of which will not allow maintaining the usual
standard of living in case of loss of the source of income; 8% of respondents have no desire to save at all;

- rejection of expensive purchases; low level of expenses for personal needs; prudent attitude to
the financing of priority, daily needs.

Also, 33.3% of respondents believe that education contributes to the formation of a model of
rational economic behavior in any case, and another 44.8% claim that it is economic education that has
a positive effect on economic behavior. Thus, more than 78% of respondents admit that education is
important for the formation of individual economic culture and that a person without education will
make less rational economic decisions in most cases.

At the macro level, the problem of preserving human capital in Ukraine, which has intensified and
gained a large scale due to the displacement of persons at risk of war, is increasingly voiced. Evaluation
of human capital at the methodological level takes into account the presence or absence of education.
Thus, The Human Capital Index (HCI) score is based on a set of indicators that capture the quantity and
quality of education, health, and work experiences of people in each country, or region [14, p.15]. So,
education largely determines the quality of human capital, which, along with finance, land and other
resources, will become the basis for the post-war recovery of Ukraine's economy.

Education, which is necessary for rational economic behavior in the conditions of BANI World,
should ensure the acquisition of the following competencies: the ability to search, find and analyze
information for its reliability and relevance (information literacy), the ability to rationally manage one's
own finances based on knowledge about tools and range of services in the financial market (financial
literacy), ability to lead, take responsibility, teamwork; organizing one's own time and maintaining labor
discipline when working online and in remote employment conditions; the ability to establish
communications, contact with compliance with traditional ethical norms; tendency to create an
atmosphere of mutual respect in the team, to conduct negotiations and resolve conflicts.

Most of the listed skills belong to the so-called soft or social skills, which are very important for
people who are at risk of displacement or have had to change their place of residence, because the first
step to survive in new conditions and a new environment is socialization.

With the help of education, it is possible to develop relevant competencies for displaced persons
— first of all, soft skills, the top list of which, according to Coursera (Coursera is a project in the field of
mass online education, an educational platform that hosts distance courses from various educational
institutions and companies that have the right to provide educational services) include: communication
skills, cultural interaction skills, cooperation and conflict resolution skills, the ability to make decisions
based on available information and existing alternatives, storytelling, influencing skills and digital
competences.

Below are lists of skills that Coursera experts believe are relevant and necessary for a person
seeking to succeed in today's unpredictable BANI world:

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The following list of competencies demonstrates the priority skills that are primarily needed by
displaced persons for their rapid adaptation to the economic and social systems of other regions or
countries, and can be acquired by using several educational products listed in Table 2: 1) Presentation
Skills; 2) Communication Skills; 3) Professional Development; 4) People Skills; 5) Listening Skills;
6) People Management; 7) Soft skills; 8) Organizational Conflict Solving [18].

We systematize the characteristics of modern education that allow us to meet the needs of
displaced persons in lifelong learning:

— distance form of education (online education);

— short duration of training (up to 3 months);

— absence of tuition fee or minimum course price;

— a combination of video, audio and text educational content, available in digital format
throughout the study period,;

— forms of education that allow the absence of constant access to the Internet;

— admissibility of bilingualism in the learning process (in educational materials and when
completing tasks and passing forms of control of acquired knowledge and skills).

Antony M. Santomero once said: "Improved economic education will result in more productive,
fulfilling lives for individuals and families — and, in turn, more vibrant, economically stable
neighborhoods and communities” [9, p.5]. In the book by Sam de Muijnck and Joris Tieleman.
"Economic Studies. A Guide to Rethinking Economics Education™ there are offered various options for
training courses that can meet the educational needs for adjusting economic behavior in accordance with
the threats and risks of the time. One of the examples is the course The Challenges of Our Time (delving
into the real-world knowledge, theoretical ideas, empirical studies, and normative visions surrounding
today's main challenges) [8, p.378]. Another example of a training course is A Historical Perspective on
Economic Success (examining how thinking about the objectives of the economy has evolved in
different societies across time and place) [8, p.383].

The authors also give advice on a step-by-step algorithm for creating your own course, which is
planned to be used for the development of the author's educational course "Economic Behavior" at the
Bohdan Khmelnytsky Cherkasy National University (Table 3).

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It is assumed that in the first academic year after development, the course will have optional status
and its study will be scheduled for the spring semester of 2023/2024. After collecting feedback from the
course participants, it will be proposed to add this course to the curricula of Bachelors majors in
Management and Public Management and Administration specialties as a mandatory course in the third
year of study.

Filling the course with high-quality video and audio content will make it possible to create a
comprehensive educational product that can be offered on the online education market, including for
persons who have or will have special educational needs after their participation in military operations
(as a result of injuries, experienced stress, completion of education through military service, etc.).

Conclusions. Having studied the educational component of security-oriented economic behavior
formation under the risk of displacement in the conditions of digital and BANI World, we can draw the
following conclusions.

1. According to the results of a survey of young people who are at risk of displacement and are
starting their own economic life in the world of the digital economy and under the influence of BANI
World trends, the characteristics of their economic behavior were determined, such as: the desire for
financial independence, activity in making economic decisions, trust economic responsibility for
relatives only in certain cases; low level of financial savings, the amount of which will not allow
maintaining the usual standard of living in case of loss of the source of income; rejection of expensive
purchases; low level of expenses for personal needs; prudent attitude to the financing of priority, daily
needs. A significant percentage of respondents recognize the importance of education, in particular,
economic education, for the formation of security-oriented economic behavior and making rational
economic decisions. More than half of the respondents plan to increase their level of education by
obtaining a second higher education, taking short-term online courses and using self-education.

2. Analysis of the educational services market, in particular, monitoring of the offer on the
Coursera educational platform and reports on the results of this educational project for a three-year
period, demonstrates the list of the most relevant for employers, and therefore for other participants of
the labor market, knowledge and skills, and also allows to form a list of educational products for
acquiring these skills. For people who find themselves in new economic conditions, have lost their usual
sources of income and are forced to integrate into a chaotic, unstable and unfamiliar economic
environment, it is important to acquire or develop social skills such as presentation skills;
communication skills; listening skills; storytelling; influencing; decision making; problem solving; as
well as skills that will help them in their job search, including professional development; people
management; organizational conflict solving; leadership; strategic thinking; teamwork; time
management.

3. Based on information from the book by Sam de Muijnck and Joris Tieleman. "Economic
Studies. A Guide to Rethinking Economics Education” it is offered an algorithm for developing the
author's educational course "Economic Behavior" at Bohdan Khmelnytsky Cherkasy National
University. Its main stages, which will last from August 2023 to January 2024, include: formation of the
goal and objectives of the course, determination of a set of competencies and program learning
outcomes; selection of topics to be studied, taking into account existing educational needs; determining
the number of lectures and seminars (or practical) classes; development of a lecture plan and selection
of literature for course topics; development of presentation materials for each topic of the course;
formation of a list of tasks and points for their performance; creation of a short synopsis of lectures and
a promotional video for the course, development of the syllabus, work program of the course; placement
of the syllabus and promotional video on the university's website.

Prospects for further research are the development of scientific and educational content to increase
the level of economic literacy and form a pattern of security-oriented economic behavior of people who
are forced to live in the era of the digital economy in the conditions of BANI World.

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HUMAN DEVELOPMENT LEVEL AND ECONOMIC COMPLEXITY OF THE COUNTRY

Introduction. In modern economic research, consistency and interdisciplinarity are the most universal
methods. Similar approaches are widely used by the UN and other international organizations to conduct
research on the level and quality of life of the population in different countries. Various characteristics influence
the differentiation of the economic development of states: the total cost of agricultural products, industry and
services, the size of the urban population, the level of education, demographic characteristics, etc.
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Economic complexity theory considers a country's export basket as a factor influencing economic growth
and social development. The impact of economic complexity on differences in the economies of countries (income
per capita, dynamics of economic growth, etc.) was the subject of research by scientists from the Center for
International Development at Harvard University R. Hausmann and C.A. Hidalgo.

The positive impact of complexity on the dynamics of economic growth should be considered a proven fact.
But the process of complicating the economy is also influenced by various factors of an economic, political and
social nature.

Purpose. Since it is impossible to directly assess the impact of the state of human capital on the production
of complex products, the purpose of the article is to conduct such an analysis indirectly.

Results. The human development index was chosen as an indicator that can have a significant impact on
economic complexity.

It can be concluded that an increase in the level of human development contributes to an increase in the
level of economic complexity of the country (direct relationship). For a more detailed analysis of the impact of
the HDI index on ECI, taking into account the institutional characteristics of countries, similar calculations were
carried out for a population structured by the HDI indicator.

The analysis includes countries that have changed HDI grouping (from low to medium, from medium to
high, from high to highest) in recent years.

Originality. Statistical analysis of the relationship between the human development index and the indicator
of economic complexity gave results that differed across groups with a transitional HDI. An explanation for this
phenomenon can only be given by considering in more detail the components of the HDI index and the differences
in the values of indicators in the considered groups of countries.

As the level of human development increases, statistical analysis shows that the impact of HDI on economic
complexity decreases. Thus, in the group of countries that have changed the level of human development from
high to the highest, the closeness of the relationship between these indicators is less than in the two previous
groups.

Conclusions. The statistical analysis carried out showed a close relationship between the level of human
development and the economic complexity of the country. The results of the analysis of a structured sample of
countries indicate that as the level of human development increases, the strength of the influence of this indicator
on economic complexity decreases. There may be several reasons for this. One of them is the strengthening of the
influence of economic and political institutions in countries with a high level of human development and a labor
market saturated with highly qualified specialists. Another reason should be sought in the relationship between
the economic indicators that make up the human development index: life expectancy, education level and GDP
per capita.

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DIGITAL MANAGEMENT IN THE INNOVATIVE DEVELOPMENT OF INDUSTRIAL
ENTERPRISES

The article is devoted to issues of digital management in the conditions of industrial enterprises innovative
development. The problems of management in the conditions of the “digital economy” are considered, as well as
directions of development for their elimination. 4 new understanding of the “digital management” category
essence is proposed. The advantages of effective use of digital management are determined. The role of managers
in digital management structures is highlighted and the basis of requirements is outlined. A system of digital
competencies was formed for the managers of the enterprise in the context of its innovative development.
Emphasis is placed on the necessity and expediency of introducing managers’ accurate (calculation) work
methods, formation and development of a social system (enterprise) functioning parametric model in an active
environment for the creation of appropriate tools and methods. A structural model of an innovative enterprise
digital transformation has been developed.

Keywords: digital economy, digital transformation, digital management, digital technologies, business
processes, structural model of enterprise digital transformation.

Introduction. The industrial landscape is formed under the influence of the fourth industrial
revolution (Industry 4.0 and 4IR) [1], which, according to K. Schwab, will have four main effects on all
industries. These are: changing consumer expectations; improving the quality of goods with the help of
data, which increases the assets productivity; awareness by companies of new cooperation forms
importance; integration of operational models into the new digital model [2]. In this context, the modern
economy is going through a difficult period of structural and technological transformation due to the
growing digitalization of economic activity. In such conditions, along with the already familiar
mechanisms of activity and its management, there is a need to use new principles of activity organization.
It is obvious that the classical approach to management is losing relevance and giving way to the
principles of digital management.

Despite certain successes, Ukrainian enterprises have not fully converted their modern capabilities
in the field of digital technologies into economic and social benefits (digital dividend). This requires a
systematic approach that includes the implementation of approved measures, development of digital
capacity and consistency with strategies for achieving the innovative development goals. Therefore, the
introduction of digital technologies at enterprises requires the implementation of key digitalization
initiatives to promote inclusive growth within the following tasks: digital development strategy
development; creative and technological business entities modernization; strengthening of investment
activity and economic breakthroughs; digital culture improvement; human resources development, their
innovative and creative potential and competencies; increasing the human capital digital literacy; digital
management communications management; transformation of internal market segments into highly
efficient and competitive ones. The development of modern information technologies is the basis for the
digital management implementation.
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Literature review. The issue of digital management is widely considered in research and practical
spheres. The feasibility of introducing digital management at enterprises is substantiated in the book [3].
In this context, the authors of the study [4] define digital management as managing a company using
digital tools and specify this management as the last step in the process of digitization and robotization
of companies’ activities. In the article [5], the problem of digital management opportunities for business
is raised based on modern key indicators. A number of domestic authors [6; 7] highlight the prospects
of digital management as an integral component of the digital economy. At the same time, V. Melnyk
[8] explores the conceptualization of digital management as the realization and expression of creativity
in education and personality. Worthy of attention is the article [9], where the authors developed the
concept of knowledge management of an industrial enterprise. The study [10] proposes steps to eliminate
existing problems on the way to ensure high efficiency of digital management at enterprises.

However, the dynamism of the processes associated with the digital technologies spread and the
digital management use requires further research into their impact on increasing the efficiency of all
economic agents.

The purpose of the article. The purpose of the study is to justify the need and determine the
prospects for the development of digital management in the innovative enterprise. The research
hypothesis is that in today's conditions there is a conceptual transformation of the classic management
paradigm.

Results and discussion. The digital management concept, as one of the key factors of ensuring
the enterprises’ efficiency in their innovative development context, is new for domestic business
practice, therefore its features require a thorough study. The conducted research content in the context
of digital management indicates a scientific interest in the issue of such a concepts conceptual
determination as: “digitalization of economy”, “digital enterprise”, “digital transformation”.

According to the estimates of a number of experts, “digitalization of the economy... takes place in
the following strategic directions: digitalization of vertical and horizontal value chains — automation of
production and supply management — “smart” production; digitization of goods and services — “smart”
goods/services; digital business models ...” [11]. Digitalization provides high quality and convenience
in many types of activities, such as online ordering of goods and services; remote work; distance
education; electronic government; automated design; production; sales and artificial intelligence in the
management of mechanisms, objects and systems.

A digital enterprise is an enterprise that uses computer technologies in all areas of its activity:
production, marketing, accounting, warehouse accounting, etc., which, accordingly, involves the
automation of most processes, including organizational and managerial ones.

Digital transformation of the enterprise is a transition to activities that widely use digital
information and communication technologies, including automatic collection of activity data, which
increases transparency and controllability of activities. The logical consequence of this is an increase in
the human capital digital maturity of business structures [12].

Digital transformation is preceded by processes of changing the industrial paradigm, namely, the
main areas (components) that ensure the stable functioning of the enterprise in general (Fig. 1).

Digital changes in the financial component form a value vector of transformation. It is on the basis
of the correct management of financial and investment flows that quality work is formed to determine
the value of these resources, which will make it possible to reduce operating costs and identify new
niches of income sources.

It is also worth paying attention to the technical and technological elements of the enterprise’s
structural model. Production processes radically change their form. Digital technologies bring the
integration of various elements of work to a new level, allowing timely decisions to be made on the
production lines reconfiguration and the new types of production introduction. Digital technologies
collect information, control and measuring devices calibrate decisions in individual nodes of the
production process and visualize the accepted concept of work if the risk of negative trends is high.
Then, the enterprise’s equipment is integrated into a common information platform, where artificial
intelligence, using statistical competencies, comprehensively interprets the researched information and
makes flexible and accurate management decisions regarding the operation of the company as a whole.

The intellectual and personnel sphere of enterprise functioning is also important in the context of
the structural transformation model. This is due to the fact that the success of any economic entity
depends on the human capital potential in the context of creating manufactured product added value.
The degree of digital technologies use in the human resources management system determines the
transformation from a traditional to a technological organization, which leads to an increase in the
competitiveness of the enterprise. An actual task for enterprises is the deep network interactions
formation between various structural units based on the process of platformization. Information flows
become increasingly complex in nature as every digitized worker acquires digital value.

Power components play an important role in the functioning of the enterprise. Managers should
not forget about the security measures of the organization as a physical object. It is necessary to use
digital technologies from a security point of view, which can form a protective dome against both
external and internal intrusion into the company. This facilitates biometric accounting of working hours
and continuous monitoring of people’s movements during the working day.

Digital transformation has led to a rethinking of the enterprises’ functioning paradigm, making the
information component one of the most urgent issues of secure development. Information flows lead to
changes in markets and new attitudes towards customers and products. Platform-ability creates a trend
to transfer the “locomotive” to digital rails thanks to artificial intelligence, which enables enterprises to
provide a competitive advantage in this area. The digital model addresses some of the industry’s most
pressing environmental challenges. Digital platforms can provide a point and system analysis of current
indicators trends, develop solutions to increase the efficiency of equipment, record the fact of incorrect
operation when technological equipment deviates from the specified parameters, provide authentic full-
fledged work processes to eliminate potential emergency situations. The use of digital solutions in the
field of environmental protection directly affects the interests of various contractors and investors who
want to improve the competitiveness of their companies.

Digital technologies are also undergoing changes in the legal field, as they require the development
of basic legal solutions aimed at regulating quality in the context of their direct use in production. The
development of standardization processes contributes to the transfer of knowledge and the further
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development of digital solutions. Standards are one of the technological innovations effectiveness
indicators.

By transforming separate elements, enterprises can ensure a higher level of competitiveness in the
future. If management rests on this digital foundation and aspires to implement a full-fledged unified
digital platform, it will achieve great success in the context of strategic development.

Let’s highlight alternatives for making decisions based on the digital transformation of the
enterprise.

1. Selection of production areas or specific activity types where modern technologies can be
implemented. The direction analyzes the specifics of the enterprise and its potential for full or partial
technological modernization. This variant of the innovations introduction is the main one and can be
considered as a new structure and activity formation of the enterprise.

2. The second option — management makes a decision based on the chosen technology. A specific
technology is chosen, and then a new activity forms developing process takes place. The enterprise is
transformed under the technology, but not the technology under the enterprise.

The efficiency and effectiveness of the technologies use is not determined by their number. The
successful implementation and adaptation of technology at the enterprise depends on how it is used in
all its divisions, how much the innovation affects the results of the enterprise and how ready the
employees are to implement the innovation.

Original management methods in the conditions of digital transformation are: creation of an
innovation-oriented organizational structure and corporate culture, which guarantees the flexibility of
the enterprise, adaptation to environmental changes, perception of innovations; building
multidimensional trust relations with consumers; establishing direct contact with consumers; reduction
of information asymmetry; formation of individually oriented value offers; transformation of the system
leaders’ role and requirements for their competence; creating an architecture based on the partners’
interests, trust, accumulation of innovations and stimulation of creativity, but not on compliance with a
set of norms.

Management of modern enterprises takes place in conditions of external environmental factors
instability and temporal uncertainty, and one can agree with the opinion of some experts that such
activities efficiency and the enterprise’s competitiveness are largely achieved thanks to constant
monitoring.

From the perspective of corporate dynamics, the enterprise is a strictly dynamic nondeterministic
system operating in an active environment, which, by its very nature, is also a strictly dynamic
nondeterministic system. In other words, these systems have at least one phase variable (system
parameter) that has a non-zero rate of change at any instant of time. The nondeterminism of the system
in general is defined by the fact that the system phase variables values change rate sign cannot be
accurately predicted by the activity.

The enterprise management principles in the conditions of the digital economy development can
be defined as follows: 1. the balance between digital and modern management technologies creates a
single space for effective management; 2. traditional business models get improved or completely
changed; 3. information space in management; 4. optimization of communication channels and balance
between traditional and electronic business models; 5. activation of remote work models, such as
outsourcing and outstaffing; 6. dynamic phases of the product and enterprise life cycle; 7. constant
communication with clients through various channels and forms.

The use of the term “digital management” in modern scientific literature is still fragmentary.
Sometimes digital management is used as a general term to denote information or, more precisely,
computer management technologies that use large arrays of information for prompt and high-quality
management decision-making. Digital management is based on the principles of technological
development, scientific and technical methods of organizing business processes and so-called
breakthrough technologies, which are formed on the basis of the knowledge society and smart society.
The value of digital information management lies in its focus on digitization, which is determined by
the efforts, competencies, qualifications and capabilities of specialists to solve complex computerization
problems.
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Therefore, digital management is a management process that uses information technology to
collect and process large amounts of data in order to make optimal managerial decisions. In the modern
world, computer technologies of data collection and processing not only ensure the availability and
reliability of information, but also partially replace a person in the process of making manager decisions
and their implementation. And in the future, computers will be able to replace managers in the daily
management of many types of activities. It should be understood that in the concept of digital
management, the main focus is on management. First, it is necessary to improve management systems,
improve the quality of management potential, and then implement digital management methods. Under
other conditions, it can lead to long-term managerial backwardness (wrong type of organizational
structure, imperfect motivation systems).

Let’s describe the approach to digital management (Table 1).

The difficulty of implementing the digital management concept is largely related to how well
deterministic processes are automated (technical processes, material production processes, preferably
without human intervention), but as soon as the process requires human intervention, the process ceases
to be deterministic and unsuitable for automation by modern means. Traditional approaches (ERR,
CRM, BPM, etc.) do not provide adequate automation of enterprise management processes and allow
only fragmented solutions implementation. BigData also does not solve many management tasks and
often creates the illusion of awareness.

Let’s determine how to ensure the necessary digitization of management. In our opinion, the basis
of digitization is the management activities computability. Management should be calculated. This
applies to all management activities, but mainly to decision-making processes.

Computability in relation to business and management means the following: knowledge and use
of a set of necessary and sufficient parameters that uniquely determine the state of the object; formative
assessment of individual and team activity; calculation of managerial influences, including calculation
of control documents.

Computability does not create itself. In order to improve management systems, extensive
theoretical, methodological and organizational preparatory work is required. All this requires new
competencies from managers, in particular:

— modeling of corporate systems, use of models for decision-making, obtaining information about
the object (enterprise, division, individuals as functional units, market);

— determination of the target state of the enterprise in a parametric form;

- determination of the situation and development enterprise’s trajectory;

— calculation of strategies and action plans (activity calculations);

— calculation of managerial influence (including documentation and advertising materials);

—assessment of the activity effectiveness by individual activities types; team’s effectiveness
evaluation based on the total activity of the participants;

— evaluation of the company functional (systemic) stability coefficient.

This is certainly not an exhaustive list of the managers’ competencies in the era of the digital
economy. However, even this list shows that the process of training management personnel needs
significant restructuring. In this context, scientific and educational organizations play an important role.
Firstly, the conceptual and categorical apparatus of management needs rethinking, revision and addition.
Therefore, a new terminology is needed in the context of solving management tasks. With regard to
computerized automation, theoretical material should be prescriptive, not descriptive, and avoid
ambiguity. Secondly, it is necessary to continue work on the formation and refinement of parametric
models that adequately reflect the enterprises’ functional processes in the conditions of an active external
environment, in particular, the inflow of resources, including cash.

One of the problems with modern theories used to train managers is that they ignore activity as an
economic category. In addition, many parameters that determine the state of the social system
(enterprise) and the environment in which it functions are not taken into account. The models used by
economists do not take into account the availability of information (for example advertising) and are
often based on assumptions that are convenient for proving theorems. Therefore, solutions cannot be
calculated.

Parametric models of social systems functioning in an active environment provide for the system
and environment phase variables (parameters) fixation, which allows to clearly determine the state and,
accordingly, monitor the dynamics of the system [13]. At the same time, computer technology and
electronic devices that exist in today’s conditions have high capabilities in the context of providing data
collection and processing for the assessment of system changes in real time. As a result, it has become
possible to create software that enables managers to calculate managerial implications, system dynamics,
information for planning and, thus, to solve a range of business tasks.

Conclusions. Digital transformation of domestic enterprises is a process that is ambiguous in terms
of effectiveness and difficult to manage. Digital transformation should have a continuous nature, due to
the speed of changes in digital technologies, and should be carried out taking into account a thorough
analysis of the enterprise’s external and internal environment. Without taking into account the current
digital trends that are actively spreading among enterprises, the choice of technologies is impossible. At
the same time, it is necessary to forecast which of the digital products will have a long-term effect and
will be useful for the enterprise, considering the peculiarities of the internal environment and the
management system, and which are only short-term trends. Platformization processes form the
development of the business model of a specific business entity. The management of the enterprise must
understand the problem of rapid changes in digital processes regarding the maintenance of objects and
subjects in the digital system for the need to ensure continuous work on the correlation of separate
business models elements, as well as, if necessary, to fully reconstruct the ecosystem in general. On this
basis, it is possible to ensure a stable and progressive evolution in cases of new digital counterparties or
technological innovations entry, which will make it possible to ensure a higher level of enterprise’s
competitiveness.

Digital technologies are able to change the level of enterprises’ competitiveness, labor
productivity, and the business process management efficiency. However, like any tool, they do not
guarantee high results without the right strategy of innovative development and balanced management
decisions. In this context, the classical approach to management loses relevance and gives way to the
principles of digital management. Under these conditions, enterprises that have implemented digital
management are more dynamic. In addition, such enterprises are well prepared for changes and self-
learning. Digital management changes business processes, enterprises and the role of managers. Thus,
managers are required to be able to work with digital technologies, analyze large volumes of data,
implement innovations and develop strategies in a dynamic environment. With the use of digital
management, it is possible to comprehensively track business and increase the efficiency of management
decisions; brand recognition, as the geography of the company’s presence expands; improving
interaction with customers; growth of economic efficiency in comparison with the traditional form of
management; displaying key performance indicators and, as a result, providing additional competitive
advantages of the enterprise.
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Human capital is a key element for successful digital management, as the knowledge, skills,
experience and mental abilities of employees influence the digital development of an enterprise or an
entire country. The Industry 4.0 development strategy will probably soon pass to an improved version
of this strategy — Industry 5.0, which will strengthen the human-centric approach in all areas of life,
since not all processes can be robotized, and it is people who will play a key role in the transition from
a digital to a virtual economy.

The conclusions and recommendations of the study serve as the basis for further scientific,
theoretical and applied developments in the context of building an organizational and economic
mechanism for ensuring the effective use of domestic industrial enterprise’s intellectual potential in the
knowledge-based economy formation.

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INCREASING THE EFFICIENCY AND ADAPTABILITY OF BUSINESS IN CRISIS
CONDITIONS BY USING AGILE-MANAGEMENT

Introduction. In the conditions of uncertainty and informational stochasticity, it is extremely important for
business organizations to be able to adapt to today's unstable environment. Today, the role of forming the concept
of ensuring sustainable development and finding a way out of crisis conditions is growing. For Ukrainian
economic space, these conditions are complicated by military aggression and the imposition of martial law on
the state territory. In turn, it exacerbates the need to find ways to bring business out of a crisis situation and
ensure self-regulation of management system. In this context, consideration of the prospects of using Agile
management technologies in the activities of enterprises in order to ensure their necessary flexibility and
adaptability to modern socio-economic conditions of business becomes especially relevant.

Purpose. The research aims at outlining the prospects for improving efficiency and achieving business
adaptability in crisis conditions with the help of Agile management technologies in Ukraine.

Methods. There are used the following methods of scientific research: systematization in studying the
interpretation of «flexible management» category and its key features; generalization in determining the benefits
of using flexible management at enterprises in wartime conditions.

Results. The study substantiates the essence of Agile management. The properties that distinguish Agile
management from traditional management are characterized. The advantages of using Agile management in
business organizations management in crisis conditions in Ukraine are singled out. The main roles in the Agile
team (manager, investor and customer) are described.

Originality. A proper definition of the term Agile-management is proposed, which should be understood
as a set of management principles capable of ensuring prompt achievement of results by flexible and innovative
approach to the performance of tasks under the conditions of the most efficient use of resources and the
involvement of employees in team and value-oriented cooperation.

Conclusions. Dynamic changes in market environment of Ukraine and the world, constant transformation
of global processes create some challenges to business organizations. A strategically oriented management
system allows the organization to survive in long term, which is especially relevant in the conditions of worsening
crisis phenomena in the national economy of Ukraine. Agile management differs from traditional management in
both strategy and tactics. The innovative approach of Agile management is, first of all, the flexibility of the system.
Agile technologies are a necessary attribute of nowaday, which in a new way shapes the values and principles of
functioning of a successful business in conditions of uncertainty. Agile management technologies help solve many
tasks related to enterprise management.

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RETROSPECTIVE STUDY OF THE DYNAMICS OF CHANGES IN PUBLIC DISTRUST
IN THE FINANCIAL SECTOR IN THE CONTEXT OF MAJOR EVENTS

Introduction. The banking and non-banking sectors constitute crucial components of the financial system.
If society exhibits a high level of distrust towards these sectors, it can escalate the risk of vulnerability within the
entire financial system, making it susceptible to both external and internal threats. When individuals lack trust in
banks and other financial institutions, they may choose to keep their money outside of these institutions or allocate
it towards the purchase of goods and services. This predicament can restrict access to capital for businesses and
citizens, leading to financial imbalances and hindering the country's economic growth. Therefore, it is of utmost
importance to examine the fluctuations in public distrust towards the financial sector comprehensively. By
comprehending the factors and events that contribute to or weaken this mistrust, we can significantly influence
the condition of the financial system and its future development.

Purpose. The article aims to investigate the formation and evolution of public distrust in the financial sector
and to establish a periodization of this phenomenon through an analysis of the historical development of the
banking and non-banking financial sectors in Ukraine since its independence.

Results. The periodization of the development of mistrust in the financial sector and the analysis of factors
and events contributing to its exacerbation have revealed several catalysts for distrust in Ukraine's banking and
non-banking sectors. Macroeconomic and political shocks such as the 2008 financial crisis, the "Orange
Revolution," the "Revolution of Dignity," the COVID-19 pandemic, and the ongoing war have played significant
roles. These events have generated negative expectations, panic, and discontent among the public, leading to
increased inflationary and exchange rate expectations and a heightened mistrust of financial institutions. In the
case of the non-banking sector, a major reason for the widespread distrust of non-bank financial institutions has
been their tarnished reputation and involvement in fraudulent activities.

Examining events that have had a stabilizing effect on the financial sector reveals a trend where regulatory
actions aimed at market regulation of financial institutions have played a crucial role. These actions include the
establishment of supervisory bodies overseeing the activities of National Financial Institutions, the development
of legislation pertaining to insurance and credit unions, the implementation of stricter requirements for banks'
authorized capital, the creation of a deposit guarantee fund for individuals, and other similar initiatives. These
measures have contributed to fostering stability and trust in the financial sector.

Originality. A periodization of the evolution of public distrust in the financial sector has been developed,
which, unlike existing models, incorporates the banking and non-banking systems. Additionally, this new
framework spans over twenty years, encompassing recent events in Ukraine.

Conclusions. The foundations of distrust in the financial sector were established during the Soviet era. The
newly formed state faced economic instability, inadequate regulation, and a series of political, financial, and
military crises, all of which contributed to the widespread distrust in the financial sector across various levels of
society. The prevailing lack of trust weakened the financial system, as it lacked the support of the population.
Consequently, the financial mechanism was ill-prepared to confront both internal and external challenges.
During periods of instability, economic actors exhibited fear of losing their savings, leading to bank panics and
chaotic situations. These factors hindered the recovery process, making it difficult and slow. Thus, the distrust of
the financial sector in Ukraine can be described as a historically ingrained and empirically substantiated
characteristic of Ukrainian society.

THE ROLE OF THE CENTRAL BANK'S DISCOUNT RATE IN ENSURING MONETARY
STABILITY OF THE COUNTRY: THEORETICAL-METHODOLOGICAL ASPECT

Introduction. Today, an important role belongs to prudent state policies in the field of economy and
promptness in making appropriate decisions regarding the implementation of a system of instruments, methods,
and forms of state influence on these processes. The monetary factor, including the central bank's policy to
increase the level of discounting, fix the exchange rate, and make further adjustments with other measures to
reduce issue funding, has allowed maintaining financial stability despite the obvious impact of non-monetary
factors on inflation in this situation. Therefore, it is necessary to investigate the components of the concepts of
financial and monetary stability and justify the use of monetary policy tools, particularly the discount rate, in
conditions of economic instability caused by crisis phenomena in the country's economy.

The purpose of the article is to determine the place and role of the discount rate in ensuring monetary
stability in the context of financial stability.

Results. The study analyzes the content of the concepts of monetary and financial stability, indicating their
determinants and the methodology of formation. It determines the role of the discount rate in ensuring monetary
stability. It emphasizes the characteristics of financial stability, which acts as a set of states, a certain range, or
continuum, endowed with dynamic characteristics and a lack of linear dependence between different elements of
the financial system. The article defines the concept of monetary policy and monetary stability in relation to the
concepts of financial and price stability. It highlights the peculiarities of interpreting the content of the concepts
of internal and external monetary stability in the context of the influence of external and internal factors that have
monetary and non-monetary natures. It determines the economic rate of the discount rate, the principles of its
action, the direct economic effects of its application, the factors that affect the change of its level, and the features
of signal transmission through channels of the transmission mechanism.

Originality. The article introduces new definitions for the concepts of monetary policy, which is a
comprehensively organized regulatory mechanism with a three-syllable structure (emission-monetary, credit, and
currency) and a mono-direction aimed at maintaining price stability; monetary stability, which acts as a synonym
for price stability and, in an extended interpretation, is determined not only by the stability of the internal price
level but also by relative external stability and strong financial conditions. It defines the methodology for forming
economic categories of financial and monetary stability and the discount rate, which involves the combination of
general scientific methods of cognition, certain techniques of mathematical calculation and forecasting, and a
combination of a systemic complex approach and a global vision of the situation to evaluate its stability and
prospects of economic development, as well as methods of economic development. These methods include
abstract-theoretical evaluation, system analysis, and a functional approach, based on the principles of
rationalism, systematic analysis, the interdependence of phenomena and processes, and causal and structural-
functional relationships. The article emphasizes the need to comply with the principle of sufficient reason for
monetary (especially in terms of changes in the key rate) and fiscal decisions, taking into account the significant
impact of numerous non-monetary inflationary factors, and the timely and urgent application of relevant policies
with preventive, corrective, and restorative measures.

Conclusions. The introduction of the inflation targeting regime in Ukraine has strengthened the role and
value of the discount rate as a key monetary policy tool, the change of which affects the country's financial
stability. Under the conditions of intensified interest policy, the discount rate influences several processes,
including short-term interest rates on the interbank market and other indicators of the financial market (funding,
income, etc.), inflation, exchange rate dynamics, and overall economic growth. In the current conditions of
Ukraine, as an open economy, external challenges and consequences of globalization processes play a significant
role, although this does not diminish the importance of methodological principles within the economic system,
such as systematic economic processes, transparency of activity, efficiency, and coordination of financial policies
that ensure financial stability in the country.

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SOCIAL EFFECTS OF DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION OF THE UKRAINIAN ECONOMY

Introduction. In the context of the fourth technological revolution, digitalization, not raw materials, is the
"fuel" for the development of the world's economies, so in each sector of the economy there are transformational
processes related to the introduction of new digital technologies that are designed to change the mechanisms and
guality of management activities, improve the speed and efficiency of access to information and knowledge base,
change the algorithms and manufacturability of production processes, targeted sales channels, service delivery
algorithms, etc.

Purpose. To analyze the impact of the digital transformation of the economy on the national society in
order to determine the main social effects of digitalization by describing the economic, financial, social,
organizational and technological blocks based on the identification of basic and auxiliary conditions for using
the effects of digitalization.

Results. The article identifies and describes the basic and auxiliary conditions that will shape the
opportunities for society to use the effects of the digital transformation of Ukraine's economy in different contexts.
The first group includes the minimum conditions necessary for members of society to use technology; the second
group includes conditions that facilitate the practical use of digital technologies.

The article describes the economic, financial, social, organizational and technological blocks of social
effects of economic transformation. The economic block of effects is associated with increasing the efficiency of
the use of available and attracted resources, possible cost savings in the provision of services (including online),
as well as accountability and control of authorities at both regional and national scales; financial - focused on
the development of the digital format of financial services for members of society, as well as financial inclusion;
social block - involves raising social standards and assistance in solving socially significant problems of society;
organizational - strengthens the relationship and interaction of all stakeholders in the state, business, and society
triangle, and opens up opportunities for the involvement of society members in decision-making at various levels;
technological - strengthens and accelerates the development of the state's information and communication
infrastructure, which further facilitates access to existing digital technologies for society members.

Originality. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the allocation of economic, financial, social,
organizational and technological blocks of social effects of economic transformation with a detailed description
of each block from the point of view of a positive impact on the life of people, communities and society as a whole.

Conclusions. The social effects of the digital transformation of Ukraine's economy will have a synergistic
impact on the development of the national society on the way to the digital future and will help to bridge the
digital divide between countries, regions and communities.

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INCOME INEQUALITY LEVEL AS A FACTOR FOR OPTIMIZING GDP GROWTH

Introduction. Problems of inequality have been at the center of attention among world economists for some
time now. According to the new concept of the World Bank, existing social inequality is a factor that has a
significant impact on subsequent economic growth, and there is a critical value of inequality that determines the
direction of such an impact - positive or negative. High income inequality (above a critical level) hinders
economic growth and the progressive transformation of institutions, and economic growth would be more
dynamic and sustainable, institutional transformations would be more effective if the state, along with economic
modernization and innovative development, pursued a policy of fair redistribution of income, which would ensure
the reduction of inequality in society to a socially acceptable level.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to show that the deviation of inequality indicators, in particular the
Gini index, from the critical (optimal) value leads to a significant slowdown in economic growth.

Results. The study proposes a mathematical model created on the basis of production - institutional
functions, which allows you to calculate the critical (optimal) curve of inequality in society, as well as the gap
between potential and actual volumes of output.

Originality. The study presents a mathematical model for analyzing the impact of inequality on economic
growth, in which the exponential trend operator was replaced by a logistic one, which makes the model more
sustainable in the long run. In addition, the model takes into account labor-saving Harrod-neutral technological
progress, which is a key production factor in developed economies.

Conclusions. The implementation of the presented model confirms the conclusions of fundamental research
that deviations of the actual values of the inequality index in both directions from the optimal curve equally reduce
output. The analysis was carried out for the economies of 16 OECD countries and the results indicate losses in
output from 0.3% to 3.7%, which are associated precisely with the deviation of the actual indicators of the level
of inequality from optimal values.

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TOURISM INDUSTRY AS A DRIVER OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE STATE
IN CRISIS SITUATIONS

The study examines methods of improving the tourism industry in the post-crisis period. The causes of crisis
situations in Ukraine are analyzed. Ways to improve the field of tourism after the end of the war and provide
security guarantees to tourist visitors, i.e. creating favorable conditions for the restoration of economic processes
and the economy thanks to the tourism business, have been identified. The research substantiates proposals for
tourism business at the expense of the findings problems and the analyzed results will make it possible to improve
the economic condition of the tourism industry. The methods of improving the tourism industry after the war have
been determined. Analyzed causes and identified ways to improve activities in the tourism industry, in order to
stop the huge losses in Ukraine that led to modern times.

Keywords: COVID-19, war, tourism, crisis situation, economic development.

Introduction. The development of tourism in Ukraine has an impact on many sectors of economic
activity, such as: trade, construction, production of goods, provision of services, and it is not for nothing
that it is one of the most important areas of the economy of developed countries. Tourism activity is one
of the most profitable branches of the economy and at the same time the most risky. Before COVID-19,
travel and tourism was one of the most important sectors of the global economy, accounting for 10
percent of global GDP and more than 320 million jobs worldwide. Today, as Ukraine's economy
recovers from the shock of the COVID-19 pandemic and continues to suffer from a full-scale war, it is
not possible to conduct a tourism business, so businesses and large corporations are suffering heavy
losses every day. In such conditions, it is necessary to effectively keep management records of tourism
enterprises in order to incur smaller losses that occur at the enterprise and to make appropriate decisions.

Literature review. Despite the fact that in the scientific literature much attention is paid to the
study of the influence of geopolitical factors on tourism, there is insufficient information on the
development of tourism in Ukraine during the war or in the post-war period. Scientists such as: I. Shkola,
T. Orekhovska, O. Korolchuk, V. Kyfyak, R. Kozhuhivska, K. Wolff, S. Larsen, T. Qgaard, K. Sano
and H. Sano.

The Professional Risk Manager's International Association (PRMIA), the Canadian and Japanese
Standards Associations, the German Research Foundation (DFG), the Swiss Laboratory for Risk
Management (RiskLab Switzerland), the Committee of Sponsoring Organizations are engaged in the
development of methods, standards and tools for managing the risks of tourism activities of the
Treadway Commission — COSO and others. A standard developed by COSO, which has received wide
distribution and use among financial risk management in the enterprise. This standard contains
recommendations that will help create a risk management system that arises at the enterprise, including
tourism risks [1].

The purpose of the study is to reveal the specifics of the development of the tourism industry as
a driver of the economic development of the state in crisis situations.

Results and discussion. Tourism in Ukraine, which has not yet recovered from the losses caused
by the Covid-19 pandemic, took a hit from the full-scale invasion of russia on the territory of our country,
Ukraine. The first blow to tourism was the complete refusal of Western carriers to operate flights in
Ukraine. At first there was concern, and then there was a complete ban on flights of civilian aircraft in
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the sky over Ukraine. Of course, tourist activity cannot exist in such conditions, there is no safe region
in the country, which makes Ukraine unattractive for travel. Foreign tourists do not want to risk their
lives by entering a territory that is constantly subjected to massive artillery fire and rocket-bombing
strikes, significant destruction of infrastructure.

There is also a serious problem with domestic tourism, the migration of people to safer places,
instead of tourist trips, all this leads to the decline of tourism activities, which leads to great losses. 13
out of 24 oblasts of Ukraine have almost completely stopped the activities of tourist enterprises.

According to the Law of Ukraine "On Tourism", entities that carry out tourism activities in Ukraine
are divided into:

— tourist operators (tour operators) - legal entities created in accordance with the legislation of
Ukraine, for which the exclusive activity is the organization and provision of the creation of a tourist
product, the implementation and provision of tourist services, as well as intermediary activities for the
provision of characteristic and related services and which in the prescribed manner received license for
tour operator activity;

- travel agents (travel agents) - legal entities created in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine,
as well as natural persons - subjects of entrepreneurial activity that carry out intermediary activities for
the sale of tourist products of tour operators and tourist services of other entities of tourist activity, as
well as intermediary activities regarding the implementation of characteristic and related services;

— other subjects of business activity providing temporary accommodation (accommodation),
catering, excursion, entertainment and other tourist services;

- tour guides-translators, tour guides, sports instructors, conductors and other specialists of tourist
support - natural persons who carry out activities related to tourist support, except for persons who work
in the relevant positions of enterprises, organizations that belong to or that serve objects of visit;

- natural persons who are not subjects of entrepreneurial activity and provide services for
temporary accommodation (accommodation), food, etc. [2]

Since, there are certain features that the subjects of tourist activity have, which distinguish it from
other types of activity, which is due primarily to the specificity of the tourist product. Therefore, it is
necessary to note the interpretation of the term "risk" by various domestic scientists (Table 1).

Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion, tourism activity in the country has decreased.
Everything is complicated by the fact that Ukraine, like many other countries of the world, has not yet
fully recovered from the coronavirus pandemic. The industry once again began to make losses and could
not reach the indicators of 2019.

Foreign tourism was also affected for a number of reasons:

- impoverishment of the population, the majority of citizens observe an increase in their expenses
and a decrease in income;

- even with a sufficient number of reserves, conscripts do not have the opportunity to leave the
borders of Ukraine;

— significant problems with the logistics structure.
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not motivate people to travel, so the number of tourists decreased significantly (Table 3).

All the reasons listed above push tour operators and travel agents to close their businesses in
Ukraine. To a large extent, this was caused by a decrease in tourist demand for their services, all this did

Tourism takes the third place in terms of income to the country's budget, which fills it with taxes
from tourist trips. Based on this, we can say that tourism pushes the development of various areas of the
economy and provides many jobs for people (Table 4).

The economic and social impact of the tourism industry is comprehensive:
- increase of local incomes;

- development of industrial and social infrastructure in tourist centers;

- development of industries related to the production of various tourist services;
— promoting the development of culture and folk crafts;
— creation of jobs [8].
In the conditions of war, it is difficult to talk about the development of tourism. But both for the
economy and for society, it is important to preserve at least part of its activity. And after the victory - to
direct a lot of effort to restore it. For this, international organizations and the government of Ukraine
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should pay attention to a number of problems that should be solved gradually in order to restore such an
important driver for the economy as the country's tourism activity.

The reasons that became the impetus for the decline of tourist activity on the territory of Ukraine
can be attributed to:

- military actions on the territory of Ukraine, which lead to a dangerous situation not only for
tourists, but also for the entire population of Ukraine, especially in places of occupation and active
hostilities;

- the loss of a large part of tourist resources (historical monuments, cultural monuments,
architecture, religious-tourist objects and nature reserves) this is due to the destruction due to hostilities;

- destruction of infrastructure in the areas of active hostilities (hotels, restaurants, cafes, etc.);

- complete closure of civil aviation airspace;

- violation of logistics on the territory of Ukraine, which is connected with the destruction of
railway or road connections;

- placement of occupying troops in regions that are important tourist centers in Ukraine;

- a significant loss of labor resources, which is associated with the departure of personnel
abroad, the transfer of personnel to other regions of Ukraine or the involvement of personnel in military
operations [9].

Therefore, tourism is one of the economically important areas for the development of the country,
the Russian-Ukrainian war caused a significant decrease in foreign and domestic tourism, which was
caused by a number of war-related reasons and an unstable economy after the COVID-19 pandemic,
where safety comes first tourists, which Ukraine cannot guarantee today.

Conclusions. According to various data, EU countries will need from two to four years to recover.
According to experts, in the near future the field of tourism will not be able to fully recover after the
pandemic, and what can we say about Ukraine, a European state on whose territory the war is ongoing.
The following can be considered as important post-crisis actions:

- reconstruction of infrastructure in cities that were destroyed as a result of russia’s invasion of
the territory of sovereign Ukraine;

- opening of the airspace over Ukraine, which will allow the movement of civilians by air;

- reconstruction of railway connections between cities and road surface, in order to restore
movement;

- conducting demining of occupied territories and developing security measures for all visitors;

- introduction of business support from the state, in order to speed up the recovery of the tourist
business;

- development of digitalization programs in the tourism sector.

All this will allow the country to become attractive for both domestic and foreign tourists, the
IMF in its report showed three phases of the recovery of countries after the pandemic:

- in order to compensate for the consequences of the pandemic, the state should introduce a
number of measures that will help businesses restore their resources for continued recovery;

- safety measures for tourist visitors should be taken care of and all measures should be
implemented according to health protocols in order to restore the trust of visitors;

- development of measures to preserve or reduce losses in relation to potential threats to such a
plan [10, 11].

These measures will allow the tourism of the countries to smoothly enter the active phase, which
will provide an opportunity to bring money to their budget, and therefore contribute to the development
of the economy of these countries.

The conducted analysis showed that the tourism industry can be the salvation of countries in a
crisis situation, for this a number of measures should be introduced that will allow tourism to recover
after the pandemic and become a powerful driver of the economic development of the state in crisis
situations.

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FEATURES OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE VOLUNTEER MOVEMENT IN UKRAINE
UNDER MARTIAL LAW

Introduction. Volunteerism in Ukraine has a long history and a well-established tradition of joint
voluntary assistance to each other in critical situations. The emergence of volunteer organizations has been
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intensified by the historical processes that have taken place in the 21st century. Volunteer activities have gained
even greater importance and development as a result of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the Russian
Federation, which began on February 24, 2022 and continues to this day. Currently, there is a need to study the
development of the institution of volunteering during the period of full-scale invasion, as this will help to regulate
the regulatory framework for cooperation between organizations and government agencies, social institutions
and the Armed Forces of Ukraine. Volunteer activity has a significant number of areas: providing free, voluntary
assistance to low-income, sick, disabled and elderly people, citizens affected by emergencies of any origin,
facilitating or conducting public events, helping to eliminate the consequences of emergencies, environmental
protection, providing volunteer assistance to the Armed Forces of Ukraine, etc.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to summarize the peculiarities of the formation and development of
the volunteer movement in Ukraine under martial law.

Results. The importance and specifics of the activities of volunteer organizations, volunteers, and their
communication with the public sector in Ukraine are substantiated and characterized. The necessity of state
regulation of the functioning of such organizations is proved. The author considers the peculiarities of
cooperation of volunteer organizations with military units of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, as well as the
peculiarities of financial cooperation with other economic entities under martial law.

Originality. The factors that stimulate the development of the volunteer movement in Ukraine. These
include: a significant credit of trust in the volunteer movement on the part of the country's population; an increase
in the number of people in need of assistance: refugees, the wounded, those who have lost their homes and
property; an increase in the level of patriotism and consciousness of citizens; increased attention of the authorities
to improving the legal support of volunteer activities. Among the factors that impede or slow down the
development of the volunteer movement is the following: lack of coordination of the emergence and activities of
volunteer organizations, their insufficient material and technical base, lack of sustainable practices of partnership
with local governments and businesses, legal unresolved issues, lack of mechanisms to control the use of property
and funds.

Conclusion. Volunteering in times of war proves to be extremely important and has a profound social and
humanitarian impact. In this difficult time, when military conflicts cause suffering and destruction, volunteer work
can have a decisive impact on the community and people in difficult situations. First and foremost, volunteering
in war provides immediate assistance to victims. Volunteers can provide medical care, food, shelter, and other
basic needs. They can organize evacuations, distribute humanitarian aid, and help released hostages or refugees.
This will save lives and improve the living conditions of those affected by the consequences of a full-scale invasion.
Second, volunteering creates a platform for cooperation and international understanding. Volunteers from
different countries and cultures come together to work together for the benefit of affected communities. This
broadens horizons, improves intercultural communication, and strengthens relations between peoples.
Volunteerism also facilitates the exchange of knowledge and skills, which can be beneficial for the development
of countries in post-conflict recovery. In addition, volunteering in times of war has a psychological aspect. War
leaves deep scars on the human psyche. Volunteers can provide support and psychological assistance to victims,
help them cope with trauma, feelings of loss and fear.

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BUSINESS MANAGEMENT BY EMPLOYEE MOTIVATION TOOLS

Introduction. Provision of interaction and coordination of staff work plays an important role in increasing
the efficiency of management of any subject of entrepreneurship. The variability of modern environment creates
a trend for constant growth of the human factor in ensuring the efficiency and competitiveness of enterprise. The
formation of optimal system of employee motivation, in particular, the involvement of appropriate tools, is one of
the key factors in ensuring the uninterrupted development of enterprise. The relevance of the study is caused by
the growing importance of employee motivation system in general structure of enterprise management.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to substantiate the employee motivation tools using in enterprise
management at current stage of national economy development.

Methods. There are used the following methods of scientific research: generalization (in studying the
interpretation of «work motivation» category) and systematicity (in characterizing the main tools of motivation).

Results. The article is devoted to employee motivation tools in business management in conditions of crisis
phenomena worsening in economy of Ukraine. There is carried out grouping of motivation tools, which form
prerequisites for stimulating employee motivation processes within the main management functions. The
importance of focusing on an individual approach and taking into account the unique needs of each employee in
the process of choosing motivation tools is emphasized. The main motivational tools effective for stimulating the
work of certain categories of employees and relevant for use at the current stage of the national economy
development are characterized.

Originality. For grouping the motivational tools there was proposed to use a functional approach in the
context of enterprise management. It will ensure the effectiveness of motivation tools in the future. There was
determined that the main role of motivational mechanism belongs to the motivational tools that stimulate the
employee efficiency and create a sense of satisfaction with joint work.

Conclusion. The dynamic development of information technologies causes changes in staff management,
in particular, new tools of employee motivation appear. Employee motivation should be used comprehensively
and systematically. Therefore, the management of many enterprises solves the problem of improving the employee
motivation system, choosing more appropriate motivation tools.

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MARKETING PRINCIPLES OF MARKET DEVELOPMENT
OF SUNFLOWER SEEDS AND THEIR PROCESSED PRODUCTS IN UKRAINE

Introduction. During the years of independence, the oil industry experienced rapid development in Ukraine.
Since 2005, Ukraine ranks first in the world in terms of production and export of sunflower oil. The share of Ukrainian
sunflower oil in the world in the last 2 years was 47%, in the previous 3 years — 51-52%. Ukrainian vegetable oil and
finished vegetable fats are sold in 155 foreign markets and exported by 760 companies. 93% of total oil exports are
supplied to four main regions: Europe, Southeast Asia, Asia and the Middle East. Before the war in Ukraine, the
majority of manufactured products were exported by sea. Due to active hostilities in the coastal territories, the work of
Ukrainian ports in the Azov and Black seas is currently suspended, so farmers do not have the opportunity to sell their
products by sea.

The purpose of the research paper is to study the current state and formation of the sunflower market in Ukraine,
to determine consumer motivations and the level of demand for it, to identify the most successful marketing
combinations for the sale of sunflower oil during the marketing year.

Research methodology. In the research process a number of general scientific and special methods were used,
in particular: system structural analysis and synthesis as the main methodological approach (to analyze the
peculiarities of the sunflower seed market development); monographic (to determine the essence of the factors of
marketing influence on the market and consumers of sunflower products); extrapolation (to substantiate the marketing
influence on the consumer and to ensure the sustainable development of the market of sunflower seeds and its processed
products).

Results. The research paper examines the theoretical bases of innovation marketing. The main directions of
development of farms specializing in sunflower production in terms of improvement of their marketing activities focused
on increasing the efficiency of functioning are identified. Based on the summary of the research materials, the following
scientific and practical results are proposed. The factors of the marketing environment are analyzed. The methodology
of evaluating the economic efficiency of marketing activities of farms has been improved, which ensures its objectivity,
reliability and timeliness. The theoretical and methodological basis of the research is the methodology of cognition,
which is based on a systematic approach, the principle of complexity and consistency in the knowledge of economic
phenomena and processes. The Abstract Logical Method is used to develop theoretical concepts and to draw
conclusions and proposals. In determining the degree of influence of various factors on the economic efficiency of
farms, including specialization and diversification, production of sunflower seeds and sunflower processing products,
and the cost of marketable products.

Originality. In the context of developing a marketing strategy, general scientific methods determine the general
logic of the research, but they are not the main ones, rather they complement special methods. The basis of functional
strategies is the management of a specific type of product, resources, process and output. These strategies are
complementary and are developed in an integrated manner. In this case, the agromarketing information system acts as
a link in the structure of the permanent interconnection and interdependence of people, office equipment and
methodological approaches focused on defining the problem, collecting, summarizing, analyzing, evaluating,
disseminating timely, accurate, complete information for the purpose of organization in accordance with the
established strategy.

Conclusions. The main directions for improving the efficiency of the oilseed market are identified: improvement
of the domestic oilseed production system, creation of conditions for a competitive environment in the oilseed market,
improvement of market functioning and reduction of production costs. The results of the implementation of the basic
strategy for the development of the sunflower seed and oil market at the farm level are presented. It was found that the
main stages of development of the marketing system in the market of sunflower seeds and their processed products
should be based on the use of modern information technology, information systems and communication channels.

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MARKETING ACTIVITIES OF FARMS

Introduction. Farming is a peculiar form of territorial organization of agricultural production, a peculiar
type of rural settlement, in which the land area and the farmer's estate are organically and compactly combined
with farm and residential buildings, equipment and inventory. Its purpose is to provide the family with food,
develop local food markets, and create a middle class in the village. The importance of marketing in the
development of farms is actualized primarily by intensifying competition, deepening structural disproportions in
production and demand, and the constant need of market actors to find solutions aimed at reducing risks. And
therefore there is a need to develop and implement effective marketing strategies for the development of farming
and the formation of its production and commercial potential.
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The purpose of article is to research is to substantiate the theoretical and methodological foundations and
develop practical recommendations for the formation of a marketing strategy of farms aimed at improving the
efficiency of their functioning.

Results. The article researches the theoretical foundations of innovation marketing. The main directions of
development of farms in terms of improving their marketing activities aimed at increasing the efficiency of
functioning are determined. Based on the generalisation of scientific materials of the research, the following
scientific and practical results are proposed. The factors of the marketing environment are analysed. The
methodology for assessing the economic efficiency of the marketing activities of farms has been developed, which
ensures its objectivity, reliability and timeliness. The theoretical and methodological basis of the article is the
methodology of knowledge, which is based on a systematic approach, the principle of complexity and consistency
in the knowledge of economic phenomena and processes. Using the abstract and logical method, theoretical
generalisations were made and conclusions and proposals were formed. When determining the level of influence
of various factors on the economic efficiency of farms, including specialisation and diversification, gross output,
the value of basic production funds, and marketable products.

Conclusions. As a result of research, it was established that the main methodological component of the
management functions of marketing information and the main principle of its activity is a systematic approach. It
directs the manager to a systemic vision of reality and examines the object of management from the standpoint of
its system structure. The creation and implementation of the subsystem of agricultural marketing information is
one of the main stages of the development of the marketing system and should be based on the application of
modern information technologies, information provision and communication networks. It has been determined
that the most important tool for preserving and a means of strengthening the market position of enterprise is the
implementation of an effective communication policy, the main element of which is marketing communications.
There are two main blocks of marketing communications tools: basic and synthetic. The creation and
implementation a subsystem of agromarketing information (SAMI) is one of the main stages of the development a
marketing system and should be based on the use of modern information technologies, information support and
communication networks.

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ADAPTIVE LAND MANAGEMENT IN CONDITIONS OF SECURITY RISKS

Theoretical approaches to the development and economic substantiation of the effectiveness of the use of
biological methods of rational agriculture have been improved. One of the ways to increase the effectiveness of
protection of agricultural crops from harmful organisms and reduce environmental pollution by pesticides is the
use of means created on the basis of biologically active substances. These substances are regulators of the growth,
development, reproduction and behavior of living organisms. Organic and biological farming significantly
reduces the use of extraneous chemical factors involved in agricultural production, based on limiting the use of
chemically synthesized fertilizers, pesticides and pharmaceuticals.

Key words: adaptive land management, security risks, rational land use, plowing of agricultural land,
chemicalization of agricultural production, biological methods of rational agriculture, biologically active
substances.

Introduction. Rational land use means the maximum involvement in the economic circulation of
all lands and their effective use for the main purpose, creating the most favorable conditions for high
productivity of agricultural land and obtaining the maximum amount of products per unit area with the
least labor and money costs. Land protection is a set of scientifically based measures aimed at
eliminating excessive withdrawal of land funds from agricultural circulation as a result of industrial,
transport, urban and rural construction and mineral extraction, prevention of flooding, waterlogging by
means of hydrotechnical and reclamation construction, improvement of physical and chemical
properties, destruction of poisonous chemical substances in them when using mineral fertilizers and
means of plant protection against pests and diseases, prevention of soil pollution with industrial
production waste, fuel and lubricants during agricultural work, protection against water and wind
erosion, rational regulation of the soil-forming process in conditions of intensification of agricultural
production and its industrialization.

Ukraine is characterized by an extremely high level of development of the land fund and plowed
agricultural land. The structural imbalance of the land fund worsens the efficiency of land use and
protection. The agricultural development of the land exceeds the ecologically justified norms.

Literature review. The management of land resources of agricultural producers is a rather
comprehensive category and includes, in particular, the transformation of the land fund, which began
with the reform of land relations. The main goal of land reform in Ukraine is to create conditions for the
rational use and protection of land through the development of various forms of land ownership and
management, the establishment of new land relations that would meet the requirements of a market
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economy and rational nature management. Rational use and protection of land resources include two
groups of issues:

1) protection of land from depletion and increase of its fertility - economic group;

2) protection against pollution and its prevention - ecological group.

Rational use and protection of land are two interrelated processes aimed at increasing the
productive forces of the land. They provide for:

- optimization of the distribution of the land fund between branches of the national economy and
its use in each of them as efficiently as possible;

- optimization of the structure of certain types of land according to natural and economic zones
and districts;

- development and implementation of a rational system of agriculture, which includes soil
protection cultivation, fertilizers; liming of acidic and plastering of saline and saline soils, crop
cultivation technology, crop rotation system, etc.;

- drainage of swampy and waterlogged lands and irrigation and watering of arid lands; prevention
of flooding, waterlogging, waterlogging of lands, deterioration of their physical and chemical properties;

- wide use of soil microorganisms to create highly fertile and erosion-resistant soils;

- development and implementation of a scientifically based onion growing system;

- development and implementation of a rational system of resettlement, development of rural and
urban settlements, placement of channels for transferring water from high-water to low-water areas,
large reservoirs, communication routes, power lines, oil and gas pipelines;

- development and implementation of ecological and economic land assessment and its use for
planning the location and specialization of agricultural production, determining the volume of state
purchases of crop and livestock products, production costs and profitability of agricultural enterprises,
establishing correct, scientifically based prices [1-10].

Setting the purpose — to investigate the system of adaptive land management in conditions of
security risks.

Results and discussion. For agriculture, the part of the earth called soil is of the greatest
importance - a special natural formation, which is characterized by the features of living and non-living
nature, formed as a result of the long-term transformation of the surface layers of the lithosphere under
the joint and mutually determined influence of the hydrosphere, atmosphere, living and dead organisms.
The use of land is accompanied by the transformation and change of its main natural original properties,
the emergence of new ones. In agriculture, the transformation of land into arable land is effective.
Plowing of areas previously covered with grass vegetation, irrigation in arid regions and draining of
marshes in humid regions, the resulting increase in arable land contributes to the effective growth of
agricultural production and is accompanied by a deep transformation of the environment. Often these
transformations become undesirable, going beyond the initial consequences [11-19].

Therefore, the economic benefit from the use of products of the chemical industry does not exhaust
all the arguments in favor of increasing the rate of supply of modern chemical products to agriculture.
There are a number of important factors that determine the limits of distribution and use of chemicals.
The use of large doses of fertilizers can worsen the quality of products and groundwater, which leads to
the pollution of nearby rivers and reservoirs. The use of mineral fertilizers made it possible to increase
the yield of crops to a certain extent, but the further increase in their doses did not contribute to its
growth, which is associated with a decrease in humus reserves in the soil. An increase in yield is
impossible without improving the fertilizer application technology. Their uncontrolled use leads to
environmental pollution, which threatens human health. Improper or excessive use of pesticides is
especially dangerous. Moreover, some of them are transformed, that is, new toxic substances appear
(secondary poisoning). It is impossible to assess all the consequences of exposure to pesticides due to
the imperfection of research methods [3].

As conditions worsen due to air pollution and precipitation, soil erosion processes become more
active. It is well known that 90% of soil erosion is caused by a change in such parameters as
aggregateness, dispersion coefficient, volume mass, total content of dust and clay fractions, i.e. a
complex of physical and mechanical properties of soils, individual components of which undergo
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changes under the influence of man-made air pollution and sediments This affects the state of the soil
structure and the anti-erosion resistance of the soils. Enhanced erosion processes are especially
characteristic of areas where the air is smoky by industrial enterprises. In large cities, there are some
anomalies in the manifestation of local climatic factors, there are also differences in the wind regime:
the average annual wind speed in large cities is 0.2-0.9 m/s lower than the norm.

Urbanized areas have their own microclimate, the formation of which is greatly influenced by
large cities. This effect is manifested in an increase in the frequency and duration of heavy rains and
heavy downpours. In pollution zones, due to a decrease in solar radiation, the soil receives 13-23% less
heat, depending on the vegetation cover. Soil pollution by vehicle emissions, which contain a large
amount of heavy metals, is significant. It was established that the average concentrations of all metals
increase with the increase in the intensity of traffic and are ten times higher than the background level.

A decrease in the content of metals in the deeper layers of the soil indicates their arrival from the
air with automobile exhaust. Near freeways, 5-20, 50-100, and 100-200 times more lead accumulates on
the leaves of crops, grasses, and trees, respectively, than in enterprises located far from freeways.
Deposition of solid particles occurs as a result of atmospheric precipitation, the action of gravity. The
content of chemical elements in the soil affects their concentration in plants. It was established, in
particular, that the concentration of lead in 1 kg of soil along a highway with a throughput of 1,650 cars
per hour per lane is up to 50 mg with a norm of 12-14 mg [6].

Transport pollution of the soil leads to a decrease in its fertility. In the conditions of a moderate
climate near the sources of pollution, the grain yield decreases by 20-30%, beets - by 35%, beans - by
40%, 63 potatoes - by 47%. The issue of disposal of sewage sludge is very important, the total amount
of which in Ukraine is 25 million m3 per hour, and in agriculture, about 150 thousand tons are used per
year. More than 1,200 hectares of fertile land are occupied for the storage of sewage sludge, and this
area is increasing every year. In Kyiv alone, the area covered by sewage sludge has almost doubled over
the past 5 years and amounts to 196 hectares [3]. When using wastewater to irrigate fields, it is necessary
to constantly monitor the content, the dynamics of the accumulation of salts in the soil, in order to take
timely measures for land reclamation. According to the salt content, soils are divided into: non-saline
(salt content 0.3%); slightly saline (0.3-1%); highly saline (2-3%); salt marshes (more than 3%). Saline
soils include soils containing at least 20% of absorbed sodium from the absorption capacity, saline soils
- 15-20%), moderately saline soils - 10-15, slightly saline soils - 5-10, non-saline soils - less than 5%.
Significant differences in salt resistance indicators according to various authors are explained by
different soil and climatic conditions in which plants grow, as well as by the fact that different varieties,
zoned in certain areas, were studied. Yes, light sandy soils are more resistant to the negative impact of
sewage on them. Long-term irrigation of sod-podzolic soils with industrial and domestic wastewater
does not impair such properties as volume, transparency, water permeability, strength of the plow layer,
acidity, and improves the biological activity of soil microflora. The agro-ameliorative condition of soils
does not deteriorate from the use of wastewater from sugar mills for irrigation. In Ukraine, about 200
million m3 of such effluents can be used in agricultural production, which can be used to irrigate an area
of about 70,000 hectares [6]. The creation of large reservoirs in the conditions of a plain river causes a
sharp change in the hydrological conditions in the adjacent territories.

The organic and biological system of agricultural production, which has gained active
development in the world since the 70s of the XX century, is based on the maximum use of crop rotations,
manure, composts, plant residues, leguminous and leguminous crops, siderates, organic waste from agro-
industrial production, mineral raw materials. Biological methods of weed and pest control and aimed at
increasing the fertility of soils, improving their structure while simultaneously ensuring full nutrition of
agricultural crops.

Fertility can be regulated with the help of more advanced soil treatment, which helps to reduce the
rate of mineralization of humus. For example, reducing the depth of loosening and the frequency of soil
treatment slows down the humus mineralization rate, so the need for organic fertilizers is reduced by
25% [3]. Chemization is not the only means of agricultural intensification. Our country seriously lags
behind world science in the development of biological methods. One of the main means of bioprotection
is trichogram - a genus of parasitic insects of the Chalcid family, which are successfully used in the fight
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against scoops, butterflies, fruit eaters, and leathoppers. At the same time, the complete set of species of
this genus is still unknown in our country. In the fight against weeds, herbivorous insects are used, the
perspective of which is high specificity in relation to host plants, which practically guarantees the
impossibility of their transition to other species. Already such insects (herbiphages) are used against
field thistles, many species of thistles, cornflowers, milk thistles, cruciferous flowers, sedges, birch,
buckwheat, horsetail, creeping wheatgrass, gorse, even ragweed [7].

An important element of integrated plant protection is the biological method, which includes the
use of insects and entomophages, which are artificially propagated in laboratory conditions and in
biofactories, as well as microbiological preparations of industrial and economic production. In the world,
14% of open ground agricultural crops, which were subject to chemical treatment against pests, were
protected with the help of a biological method. The use of chemical plant protection agents against
leguminous crop pests has significantly decreased. Thanks to the use of a bacteriocide against mouse-
like rodents, the use of chemical zoocides was reduced by 15-18%. Accounting for microsporiosis,
entomofluores, and entomophages on cabbage moths helps to reasonably cancel chemical treatments on
cruciferous crops. Such regulation of the chemical method is carried out on pea and wheat crops, when
predicting entomofluorite of pea grain and granulosis of gray grain scoop [5].

Agro-technological measures and various natural factors are used in order to increase productivity
and protect agricultural crops in the conditions of application of the organic-biological farming system.
The main principle in this case is the use of materials and technologies that improve the ecological
balance in natural systems and contribute to the creation of sustainable and balanced agroecosystems.
The main goal in this case is to maintain the proper level of human health, to optimize the productivity
of soil fauna. Organic and biological farming significantly reduces the use of extraneous factors involved
in agricultural production by limiting the use of chemically synthesized fertilizers, pesticides and
pharmaceuticals. One of the ways to increase the effectiveness of protection of agricultural crops from
harmful organisms and reduce environmental pollution with pesticides is the use of means created on
the basis of biologically active substances, which are regulators of the growth, development,
reproduction and behavior of living organisms.

Conclusions. The most important point in the introduction of organic farming technologies is the
preservation and improvement of soil fertility. The measures that ensure the achievement of this goal
include: mandatory regulatory use of black and occupied pairs in crop rotation fields; optimization of
placement of agricultural crops within each enterprise; comprehensive reproduction and support of a
single system of field protection forest strips as the most important means of stabilizing agricultural
landscapes and fixing the boundaries of crop rotation fields; bringing water protection and field
protection forests to optimal standards; application of the contour-ameliorative system of land use, which
involves the optimization of natural agro-landscapes; comprehensive implementation of methods of
minimizing tillage, introduction of wide-grip tillage tools, use of direct seeding technology; stopping the
unjustified expansion of areas under sunflower in order to improve the phytosanitary condition of the
fields by introducing alternative oil crops, i.e. rapeseed, soybean, mustard, linseed, sorghum, etc.; the
use of local raw materials that contribute to increasing soil fertility, in particular, phosphorites, sapropels,
zeolites, feces, phosphate slags, glauconites, etc.; restoration of chemical land reclamation using local
deposits of limestone, chalk, marl, gypsum, etc.; using the advantages of biologicalization of agriculture
thanks to the expansion of crops of perennial grasses, agricultural crops for green manure and the
introduction of bacterial preparations; highly efficient use of available resources of organic fertilizers,
for example, manure, peat, peat-manure composts, bird droppings, sapropel, organic waste from the
processing of agricultural products.
